Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of February 7, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.  

Recognition of Guests: 
· Mayor Polimeni read a letter from Dru Malavase, Ontario County Stop-DWI coordinator regarding the STOP DWI Officer of the Year which was awarded for the first time at the January 14th meeting of the Ontario County Public Safety Committee to City of Canandaigua Officer Dan Visingard.  This was in response to his exceptional work of 44 arrests during 2007.  Officer Visingard was present at the meeting and thanked by the Council.

· Mary White was present to discuss the Martin Luther King Day events that took place in Canandaigua in January.  Mayor Ellen Polimeni stated that Mary White was instrumental in establishing a MLK Day in Canandaigua.  This year was very successful in attendance at the event.  Also, many children from the Canandaigua School District wrote essays and made posters to celebrate this event and a scholarship was given for the best essay.

The real reason the Mayor asked Mary White to come to the meeting was to present her with the Community Service Award for 2007 for the Annual MLK Celebration.  A plaque will be hung at City Hall and the Mayor read a Proclamation for Mary White. 

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee met February 12th and submitted the following report:

1. Atwater Meadows Shoreline Stabilization Update. - Canandaigua Lake Watershed Manager Kevin Olvany presented an update to the January 2008 Enviro Meeting.  Residents of Town Harbour Island, Holiday Harbour and YCC attended.  Kevin offered to conduct a walking tour of the area and meet with residents at an upcoming Association Meeting.
2. Safe Routes to School -Scott Goble, Transportation Director for the City School District met with the committee and DPW staff in order to determine the priority of focus for the City’s Safe Route to School Grant application.  
3. SEQR for Verizon Wireless Cell Tower Construction. - The Committee considered and recommended a negative declaration for the Verizon application to construct a new tower on the Waste Water Treatment Facility property.

4. NYDOT Walking Path along the Western By-Pass. - The committee was addressed by Deerfield Drive Resident Tom Reho regarding a proposed walking path that will follow the southern boundary of the NYDOT ROW along the Western By-Pass.  As the proposed path is to be constructed in conjunction with a sanitary sewer line that has not been approved by the City DPW Chief, the committee requested that DPW Chief Lou Loy obtain additional information from the Town Of Canandaigua and the DOT.

5. Mill Street Commercial Dumpsters - At the request of BID director, Sal Pietropaolo, the committee recommended that city staff establish a common area where all commercial dumpsters adjacent to the Mill St parking lot will be placed.

6. SEQR for North Street Annexation - The Committee considered and recommended a negative declaration for the annexation of land on North Road that will be acquired by the city in order to provide an additional access road from new residential developments in Ward !.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported that the Ordinance Committee met on February 19th and reported discussion on the following which are on the agenda tonight:

· Several Street and parking issues including Chapel St., Bristol Ct. and Holiday Lane

· A Memorial for Captain Gray Hoffman proposed by family, friends and neighbors

· Main Street issues  – 

· Change the definition of Main St, Central Business District; and

·  Permitted uses on C-2B side streets central business districts

· Establishing an amortization period for pre existing non conforming A-frame signs.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee met March 4th  and submitted the following report:

1. Committee discussed and recommended to Council 4/0 an application to the “Safe Routes to School” Grant Program. Resolution 2008-122.

2. Committee discussed and recommended to Council 4/0 a resolution and request for funding for a North Main Street crosswalk at Wood Library. The request includes in pavement lighting system, bump outs and a safety median.

3. Committee discussed and recommended to Council 4/0 a resolution establishing the findings of facts determination and order relative to an annexation petition for property located on North Road in the Town of Canandaigua. Resolution 2008-016 & 017.

4. Committee discussed and recommended to Council 4/0 an easement agreement with the city and a private party for storm water management purposes. (Sucker Brook storage pond.)

5. The City Pier improvements were discussed. The consensus of council members was to provide for a 24 wide road way, a 20 foot parking lane, a 7 foot sidewalk and a 7 foot wide grassed area on the west side of the pier area.

6. The Workplace Violence Program was reviewed and will proceed as presented. Recommendations dealt mainly with security for City Hall employees.

7.  Sal Pietropalo presented his quarterly Economic Development Report.

8. Two new DPW positions were recommended to Council 4/0. One for the new WTP Operator position budgeted as recommended in the WTP study and a Utilities Maintenance Assistance position to replace the Motor Equipment Operator.

9. Committee discussed and recommended to Council a resolution supporting the Town of Farmington (Ted Fafinski’s) effort to reduce the increase in Thruway Tolls to a minimum.
Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met February 26th and submitted the following report:

1. Property Tax Exemptions

City Assessor Brown reviewed the City's current property tax exemption policies in comparison to County, town, and school district policies.  He also reviewed new exemption limits allowed by New York State.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council in the form of a local law to increase the partial property tax exemption for Senior Citizens with limited income to match the current City School District schedule and to establish a partial property tax exemption for Disabled Persons with limited income to match the current Ontario County schedule.  These two changes would result in a property tax revenue reduction of about $10,000 annually.

Committee also AGREED 4:0 to maintain the current partial property tax exemption schedules for Solar, Wind, or Farm Waste Energy Systems; Business Investment; and Veterans serving during times of war.  A new category, Veterans serving in times of non-war, will be considered next year.     

2. Special-Event Expense Recovery              

Committee discussed the need to recover City costs associated with special events that demand additional public works and public safety expenses.  The intent would be to require event organizers to cover such costs in the future as part of the event approval process. 

Committee AGREED 4:0 that a formal policy is needed and asked City staff to prepare a draft policy document for Council consideration. 

3. Community Events Committee Request for Matching Fund Increase 
Committee reviewed a request by the Community Events Committee for an additional 2008 matching funds allocation of $1,500 to help sponsor a Labor Day event at Kershaw Park.  While the Finance Committee was sympathetic to the value of expanding our summer events schedule, it also recognized that the City is operating this year with an extremely tight budget.

Committee AGREED 4:0 that we are not in a position this year to increase the Community Events allocation and encouraged the Community Events Committee to fund additional events itself through increased fund-raising activities.

4. Fuel Supply Contract with Soil & Water Conservation District
Committee reviewed a proposal to supply Soil & Water Conservation District vehicles with gasoline from the City's pumps.  It was noted that the City currently has a similar contract with FLCC.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution that the City to enter into such a contract with a charge to the District of cost plus $0.03/gallon.

5. 2007 Performance Incentives

Acting City Manager James reviewed the 2007 goals and performance measures for 5 City staff positions and departments.  Given the performance results, James recommended full performance bonuses of $2,000 each for the Public Works Director and Water Treatment Plant; a partial performance bonus of $1,668 for the Water Distribution/Sewer Collection department; a partial performance bonus of $1,750 for the Wastewater Treatment Plant; and no performance bonus for the City Manager.  All such bonus payouts are included in the 2007 budget.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to accept the Acting City Manager's recommendations.

6. Planning & Zoning Fee Schedule Changes
City Planning Director Brown reviewed proposed changes to the planning and zoning fee schedule.  Such changes were agreed to, in principle, when developing the 2008 budget and were driven by the need to augment non-property-tax revenues.  The proposed changes also are more consistent with fee schedules of neighboring municipalities and better reflect the cost of providing targeted planning/zoning services. 

Committee AGREED 4:0 to first meet with the group of stakeholders impacted the most by the proposed changes, get their input, then make final recommendations at the March Finance Committee meeting.

7. Empire State Development Project List

City Planning Director Brown reviewed a request from New York State to reduce the City's list of proposed "City-by-City" projects to our one-or-two most-viable projects.  The intent is to acquire state grants to help support local high-impact, private-sector economic development projects.

Committee AGREED 3:1 to ask the Planning Director to submit grant applications for the following: 1) augment private funding for redevelopment of the Labelon building into a residential/retail/commercial mixed-use facility; and 2) help provide infrastructure support for the proposed private Lakefront development project.

8. Tree Bid Award
Committee reviewed the two bids for trees for the City's 2008 tree-planting program, including trees for the City's major 2007 street reconstruction projects.  It was recommended by staff to accept the higher bid, given that the low bid was non-responsive (did not meet bid specifications).  

Committee AGREED 4:0 to ask City staff to re-bid the contract in order to entertain a higher number of responsive bids.  
Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon and Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton, Co-Chairs for 2008, thanked Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti for Chairing the first meeting, preparing our committee report and for his leadership on being the past Committee Chair. Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee met on February 14th  and discussed the following:

· Youth Officer Vince Delforte reported that youth contacts for 2007 were down 50% in June but remained the same for July and August as compared to 2006.  Also, temporary missing children remained the same as 2006. 9 total for the three summer months.

· Salvation Army addition of the machine shop next door to be used as a teen center.

· Discussed child obesity efforts

· Civic Center Community Skate Day

· Youth Global Service Day will be Saturday April 26th.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the next meeting will be March 13th 

Bid Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported that the BID Board met and reported the following:

Economic Development Report:

· Main St. Grant – 10 buildings have been completed to date and 4 new projects will take us into the next round of funding.

· Exploring additional grant and funding opportunities
· Status of Town Hall meetings which have been held throughout the community with the next progress report given on May 5th.
· New Businesses – 11 City-wide
BID board met on February 26th and discussed the following:
· Finance Report given by Chris Keyes
· Discussed Town Hall meeting schedule and action plan
· Reported on resignation of Chief McCarthy due to his retirement and the appointment of Director of Planning and Development Rick Brown.

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed annexation of land, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF regarding project impacts and consideration of both the magnitude and importance of each impact, it is reasonably determined that the project will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the proposed annexation of  land will not have a significant effect on the environment, and directs that the attached SEQR Negative Declaration be filed in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

WHEREAS, a petition pursuant to General Municipal Law Article 17, which is annexed hereto as Exhibit “A”, was presented to the City Council of the City of Canandaigua New York on December 7, 2007, for the annexation of certain property situated in the City of Canandaigua (“City”) to the Town of Canandaigua (“Town”) and described as being approximately 0.838 acres of land on the south side of North Road and now designated as tax map parcel  number 71.09-3-37 on the City of Canandaigua 2007 assessment roll; and WHEREAS, a joint hearing of the Town Board of the Town and the City Council of the City, was duly held on said petition for annexation, according to the law, and conducted at the Hurley Building in the City of Canandaigua on January 17, 2008, at which time all parties interested in the matter were heard and all objections presented, and

WHEREAS, the City Council has duly considered said petition and the evidence presented at said hearing; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby adopts the minutes of said joint meeting as being true and accurate; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua finds and determines as follows:
(1) That the aforesaid petition for annexation substantially complies in form and content with General Municipal Law Article 17.
(2)  That the proposed annexation of certain territory in the City to the Town as described in the petition attached as Exhibit A is in the overall public interest in that:

In accordance with General Municipal Law §707(1) all real or personal property and rights in real and personal property, including, but not limited to, streets, avenues, roads, highways, bridges, overpasses, underpasses, culverts, sidewalks, street lighting fixtures, and conduits, pipes, drains, either above or below the ground surface, and appurtenances and appurtenant rights in relation thereto, owned by the City shall become the property of the Town, to which such territory is annexed as of the date of such annexation, but the ownership of any real and personal property or rights in real and personal property of, or acquired for, special or improvement districts in such territory shall remain unaffected; and

b.
In accordance with General Municipal Law §708(1) any such indebtedness or liabilities, or interest, in the event of such annexation, shall be a charge upon and shall be paid by the Town to which the territory is annexed, as the same shall become due and payable, to the City in the same proportion to the whole of any such indebtedness or any such liability as the full valuation of the taxable real property of the territory to be annexed bears to the full valuation of the taxable real property of the local  government in which the territory was situated prior to the annexation. Any such proportions shall be computed as of the date of the annexation.
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the consent and approval of the City Council of the City of Canandaigua is hereby given to the annexation of the territory now situated in the City to the Town described in the aforesaid petition.  Copies of this Determination and Order, along with the petition, the public notice, and the minutes shall be kept in the Office of the City Clerk and also shall be provided to the Town Clerk for their records.

WHEREAS, a joint hearing of the Town Board of the Town and the City Council of the City, was duly held on said petition for annexation, according to the law, and conducted at the Hurley Building in the City of Canandaigua on January 17, 2008, at which time all parties interested in the matter were heard and all objections presented, and

WHEREAS, the City Council has duly considered said petition and the evidence presented at said hearing; and

WHEREAS, at the January 17, 2008 public hearing the City Council assumed the role of lead agency relative to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) analysis of the petition attached as Exhibit A and has issued a negative declaration with respect to the SEQRA;

In addition to any other conditions that may be set forth in said §467, and as the same may be amended from time to time, the exemption shall be granted pursuant to said §467 providing the income of the owners of the property for the income tax year immediately preceding the date of making application for exemption is less than the sum of twenty-eight thousand nine hundred dollars ($28,900).  Income shall be determined in accordance with said §467.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua, that Chapter 612 of the Municipal Code of the City of Canandaigua is amended to include:


Exemption Granted.

Real property owned persons with disabilities certified according to Real Property Tax Law shall be exempt from taxation by the City of Canandaigua in an amount not to exceed fifty percent (50%) of the assessed value thereof, to be computed and allowed in accordance with §459-c of the Real Property Tax Law of the State of New York.


Additional Conditions.

A. In addition to any other conditions that may be set forth in said §459-c, and as the same may be amended from time to time, the exemption shall be granted pursuant to said §459-c providing the income of the owners of the property for the income tax year immediately preceding the date of making application for exemption is less than the sum of twenty-one thousand nine hundred dollars ($21,900).  Income shall be determined in accordance with said   §459-c.

B. The above-mentioned exemption shall be granted according to the graduated property exemption schedule.
