Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-009: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua relative to window signs.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:02 p.m.

Rick Brown, Director of Development and Planning explained that based on the current ordinance, there is a large percentage of non-conforming signage in the City.  Either we need to enforce the current laws or reevaluate them to make them work for the businesses and the City.  We need an ordinance that is less complicated and enforceable.  The current proposal would allow both window signs and wall signs. Signage in the window would be limited to an area of 25% and this would apply to both permanent and temporary signs. No permit or design review is needed from the City.

Sal Pietropaolo, Business Improvement Director and Jim Wolfe, president of the BID both expressed the need for oversight and review of permanent signs.  They both supported working with the City to set up a peer review for this function if it proved too burdensome for the City

Sue Kaszynski, Planning Commission stated that design review for all permanent sign applications would be burdensome for the Planning Commission however they would do design review of neon lights.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell had contacted five retailers outside of the BID and said that they were surprised that this legislation was going forward.  Although they could not attend tonight’s public hearing they stated that they were opposed to this legislation primarily because they currently use temporary signs in windows, which under current law can encompass 50 % of their window.  They did not feel that they had input to the process and are opposed to a blanket application of this proposal.

Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:25 p.m.
Recognition of Guests:

Mayor Polimeni introduced the first guest speaker before she had to leave for other commitments.   Nichol Vitalone, President of “Help the Cats”, came to explain about the organization.  She stated that one female cat over a seven year period can produce 420,000 kittens. Therefore the main purpose of “Help the Cats” is to reduce the population by trapping, neutering and returning feral cats.  There is a need for space for spaying and neutering clinics, donations for medicines used by the veterinarians who volunteer their time, as well as volunteers to help trap the cats. Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-010: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua relative to ground signs.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:23 p.m.

Rick Brown, Director of Development and Planning, explained that this proposed ordinance dealt with freestanding signs.  Currently the code is inconsistent in its application and this proposal would rectify those differences.

No one was present to speak to this ordinance and Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:24 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Local Law #2007-002: A Local Law to amend the Municipal Code to add Chapter 612 Article VIII – Condominium Assessment

Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:25 p.m.  No one was present to speak to this local law and Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:26 p.m.
Regular Meeting:

Pledge of Allegiance   

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of May 3, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests:

· Richard Klorman, Executive Director and Co-Artistic Director of the Canandaigua Chamber Music Festival gave a brief overview of this organization and spoke about the third summer festival, which will be August 16-26.  There will be concerts by world-class artists and ensembles as well as a Community Events series.   More information can be obtained from the website: www.lakechambermusic.org.  Mr. Klorman, a violinist, gave the Council a “mini” concert.

· Joel Freedman of Canandaigua spoke on the lawn chemical issue and explained how harmful they are to the environment.  He asked that the City pass an ordinance banning the use of pesticides by the City on its own property.  Mayor Polimeni has referred this to the Ordinance Committee. 

Committee Reports:

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee did not meet in May but will meet on June 19th. 

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee did not meet in May but will meet June 21st.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met June 5th and submitted the following report:

1. We first discussed the Capital Project Bids for our multiple street projects and the water storage tank project.  

 

· Bids for the street projects came in much higher than our projections.  Lou Loy and a representative from Hunt Engineering, the firm that prepared our estimates, theorized            that a key cause for the higher than expected costs is the increase in the price of asphalt which has risen 42% just this year.  Bids for redoing the railroad crossings on Pleasant and Ontario Streets were almost double the engineers’ projections and this is likely due to increases in the cost of steel.

 

As we were unable to come to agreement about whether to proceed with all or just a portion of the projects at this time, we will address this further at Thursday night’s Council meeting.

 

· We next had a brief overview of the Water Storage Tank Project before sending it to Council for final approval.  The bid price was close to the estimated price. This is a long term commitment for city residents as we will be taking a 40 year bond to pay for the project. A picture of what the tank will look like was examined. The plan is to build the first 4.5 million gallon tank this year, to then abandon the open reservoir that now exists, and finally to build a second tank in 2009.  The City will go from 6 to 11 million gallons of water storage with the completion of this project.  

 

2. Next we heard a request from John Waugh about the possibility of rescinding the Garage Back Design Requirement for the remaining 11 lots in his Canandaigua Estates development. It was determined that this is a matter to be taken to the Zoning Board for a possible variance.

3. We next met with Chris Iverson for further discussion about his concept plan for a neighborhood, Grand Meadow East, which he hopes to construct as a PUD in Ward 1.  The Council has ongoing concerns about the storm water system, architectural design, landscaping and the additional traffic that will be generated.  After discussion, the Committee voted to send the “Concept Plan” to the full Council for approval.  If that approval is granted, it would next go to the City Planning Commission, the County Planning Board and then a public hearing would be scheduled. As this is being developed as a PUD, The Council will have input during every stage of its construction.  

4. We next addressed the request from Lupton Properties to subdivide 343 (commercial office space) and 349 (residential) North Main Street into one parcel of land zoned entirely for office use. The parcels have been treated as one entity for over two decades. They share a driveway and parking lot. While there is a waiting list for occupancy in the office building, there have been difficulties in keeping tenants in the residential house because is not a safe location for family occupancy. The owner would like to make a considerable investment in upgrading the house but is unable to justify the expense because of the difficulty in keeping tenants. After review of parking requirements and public hearing, this will move on to the full Council.

 

5. After brief discussion about the designation of an official bus stop for the CAT Bus System on North Main Street just south of Ontario Street and several adjustments to improve sign visibility around the City, the meeting was adjourned.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met May 24th and submitted the following report:

1. 2006 Annual Fire Report and Key Performance Measures

Fire Chief Case reviewed the 2006 Fire Report, plus key associated key performance measures vs. goals, and answered committee member questions.  

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the report and thanked Chief Case and the entire department for another strong year protecting the city's residents and property.

2. Wireless Fire Alarm System
Fire Chief Case reviewed bidding results for upgrading the city's wireless fire alarm system.  The current system was installed in 1987, and parts are becoming increasingly more difficult to obtain.  The lower of two bids was for $95,382 vs. the budgeted amount of $75,000, which was planned to be paid out over three years.  Three options were discussed.  After discovering that both bids involved the same manufacturer and technology, the committee concluded that seeking additional bids (involving other technologies and manufacturers) would be the most prudent path forward.

Committee AGREED 4:0 to place the bid award decision on hold and asked the City Manager to reopen the bidding process.    

3. Public Safety Wireless Expansion
Lt. Colacino reviewed and proposed using a new technology for linking mobile police laptop computers with secure law-enforcement databases via the web.  This technology uses wireless phone cards vs. wireless communication with the police tower network.  This new technology offers reliability, speed, and cost advantages.  

Committee AGREED 4:0 to support the new technology. 

4. 2006 Budget Amendment

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the need to make minor cosmetic adjustments to the 2006 General Fund budget at the request of our auditor.  These changes reflect health insurance savings that were not realized in the Fire Department and the actual distribution of Parks & Recreation labor hours between the Parks Maintenance cost center and the Urban Forestry cost center.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend these changes to City Council.   

5. 2008 Budget - Defining the Challenge
City Manager Cole and Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the construction of our General Fund budget and the nature/definition of the Unreserved Fund Balance.  It was recommended that City Council establish a policy identifying desired minimum and maximum unreserved fund balance levels in order to provide guidance for specifying the appropriated carryover reserves, if any, to be earmarked for future budgets.  The committee's sense was that 2 months of spending (about $2M) would be a reasonable minimum and that 3 months of spending (about $3M) would be a reasonable maximum.  No final decision was reached.  This item will be placed on the June Finance Committee agenda for further discussion and action. 

6. Sonnenberg Park Playground  

City Manager Cole stated that we need an additional $12,217 in funding to complete the Sonnenberg playground reconstruction project.  The committee agreed that we need to have a commitment for the remaining funding before ordering the last piece of equipment from the vendor.  It was decided to hold submitting the remaining order for three months to allow time for the completion of fundraising.  

7. Request for a Cellular Antenna Tower
City Manager Cole reviewed a possible future Verizon proposal for leasing additional cell tower space on the city's North Main Street water tower.  The review was informational at this point, and no action was required.  However, the committee was supportive of the proposal, pending development of a suitable contract

Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met May 10th and submitted the following report:

Besides committee members, Jeff Marinelli, Debbie McWilliams, and Trudy Hamilton, were present.

Pat Pavelsky presented information about a youth camp especially open to girls and minorities. However, it is open to all youth 6-8th grade level. Cost is $250 each for early registration, $270 otherwise.

Articles for Youth Services Groups; Peter Mulvaney letter was printed in the DM about the Academy’s Rachel’s Challenge. He is working with the DM and the Salvation Army on another story.

Forum Discussion-How do we get information to Parents? Since the Forum had such a poor showing of parents, the committee and visitors discussed the use of the WEB as a possible means of getting critical information to parents. Many parents most likely turn to the WEB when faced with an issue, especially one they may not wish to immediately share with someone from the outside of their family. 

Jeff Marinelli discussed the Web to provide a resource and possible forum. He suggested providing a resource site first. He discussed the many challenges facing a site hosting a forum. He suggested we proceed cautiously, if at all, with a forum for parents to ask questions and share experiences. Discussion centered about improper information being provided by those not trained in the inquiry provided by the parents. They suggested questions from parents should be directed to professionals and that those professional links might be offered on the site.

Overall those in intendance unanimously agreed we should investigate a community wide WEB dedicated to providing a resource for parents facing a crisis, especially one involving their child. The group was asked to come prepared with a 1-3 websites they like that we might be able to use as a model. Jeff Marinelli is to provide names of WEB designers who might be interested in designing the site for us. He is willing to advise us as we proceed with the design of the site.
Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony arrives at the meeting (7:54 pm)

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Business Improvement Director reported on the following:

· Thank you to Lou Loy and his crew as well as John McKenzie the maintenance person for downtown for all the plantings and hanging of the 62 baskets.

· The Farmers Market will be open from now until October.

· The DPW crews have put up the Shop, Dine and Explore banners sponsored by the Downtown Merchants Association.

· Discussed the 5&20 billboard, which the BID has taken a contract on.

· Merchants Association will have a booth at CMAC this summer handing out brochures.

· CNB is sponsoring the Canandaigua Car Show June 16th.

· Arts festival jury has met and is accepting applications.

· Nicole obtained an Our Town spot in the D&C.  This will be a front page story on the downtown hanging basket program, Channel 13 News did four segments on Main Street beautification, and coordinated a two page advertisement in Canandaigua magazine for downtown merchants.

City Manager Cole explained that the Downtown Canandaigua Car Show special event to take place on June 16th needs approval from the City Council because cars will be parked on the sidewalk, which is in violation of our ordinance.    Mayor Polimeni stated that this event is to be held from 10am to 4pm and its purpose is to promote downtown.

Motion: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon moved to approve the Downtown Canandaigua Car Show to be held on June 16th.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President reported on the following:

· The Official Visitors Guide and Map for 2007-2008 is now available.

· Co-sponsoring an event with the Geneva and Seneca County Chambers at the Ramada Inn in Geneva about the economic climate of the upstate region.

Watershed Council: Mayor Polimeni reported that the Watershed Council met on June 5th and reported that one of the topics discussed was the fish virus affecting many of the lakes. They are working on a project to get the word out on how to avoid this from happening in Canandaigua Lake.

BOND RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA, ONTARIO COUNTY, NEW YORK (THE "CITY") AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $2,600,000 IN SERIAL BONDS OF THE CITY TO FINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION OF A CONCRETE WATER STORAGE TANK AND THE DEMOLITION OF THE EXISTING RESERVOIR

WHEREAS, all conditions precedent to the financing of the capital projects hereinafter described, including compliance with the provisions of the State Environmental Quality Review Act, have been performed; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City now wishes to authorize the issuance of obligations of the City to finance the improvements described below.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA, ONTARIO COUNTY, NEW YORK (the "CITY") HEREBY RESOLVES (by the affirmative vote of not less than two-thirds of all the members of such body), AS FOLLOWS:


SECTION 1.
The City is hereby authorized to issue $2,600,000 principal amount of serial bonds pursuant to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, constituting Chapter 33-a of the Consolidated Laws of the State of New York (the "Law") to finance the estimated cost of the construction of a pre-stressed concrete water storage tank to be located on County Road 16 in the Town of Canandaigua, including all related and ancillary improvements and expenses and demolishing the existing reservoir (the “Project”).  


SECTION 2.
It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the Project is $2,723,400, said amount is hereby appropriated therefor and the plan for the financing thereof shall consist of the issuance of the $2,600,000 in serial bonds of the City authorized to be issued pursuant to this resolution or bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of such bonds and the expenditure of $123,400 from an existing capital reserve fund as authorized by this Council in a separate resolution.


SECTION 3.
 It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness for the aforementioned specific object or purpose is forty (40) years, pursuant to subdivision a.1. of Section 11.00 of the Law.


SECTION 4.
Current funds are not required to be provided prior to the issuance of the bonds authorized by this resolution or any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation thereof, pursuant to subdivision d.3.(a) of Section 107.00 (d) of the Law.


SECTION 5.
The temporary use of available funds of the City, not immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Law, for the capital purposes described in Section 1 of this resolution.  The City then reasonably expects to reimburse such expenditure with the proceeds of the bond or bond anticipation notes authorized by Section 2 of this resolution.  This resolution shall constitute a declaration of "official intent" to reimburse the expenditures authorized by Section 1 hereof with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation notes authorized herein, as required by United States Treasury Regulation Section 1.150-2.


SECTION 6.
The final maturity of the bonds herein authorized to be issued shall be in excess of five (5) years measured from the date of issuance of the first serial bond or bond anticipation note issued pursuant to Section 2 of this resolution.


SECTION 7.
Each of the serial bonds authorized by this resolution and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall contain the recital of validity prescribed by Section 52.00 of the Law and said serial bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds shall be general obligations of the City, payable as to both principal and interest by a general tax upon all the real property within the City without legal or constitutional limitation as to rate or amount.  The faith and credit of the City are hereby irrevocably pledged to the punctual payment of the principal and interest on said serial bonds and bond anticipation notes and provisions shall be made annually in the budget of the City by appropriation for (a) the amortization and redemption of the bonds and bond anticipation notes to mature in such year and (b) the payment of interest to be due and payable in such year.


SECTION 8.
Subject to the provisions of this resolution and of the Law, pursuant to the provisions of Section 30.00 relative to the authorization of the issuance of bond anticipation notes or the renewals of said obligations and of Section 21.00, Section 50.00, Section 54.90,  and Sections 56.00 through 60.00, and Section 62.10 and 63.00 of the Law, the powers and duties of the City Council relative to authorizing bond anticipation notes and prescribing the terms, form and contents as to the sale and issuance of bonds herein authorized, including without limitation the determination of whether to issue bonds having substantially level or declining debt service and all matters related thereto, and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds, and the renewals of said bond anticipation notes, are hereby delegated to the City Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer of the City.  Further, the power to issue and sell bond anticipation notes to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation pursuant to Section 169.00 of the Law is hereby delegated to the City Treasurer.  Such notes shall be of such terms, form and contents as may be prescribed by the City Treasurer consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance Law.


SECTION 9.
The City Treasurer is hereby further authorized, at his/her sole discretion, to execute a project financing and loan agreement, and any other agreements with the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation and/or the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation, including amendments thereto, and including any instruments (or amendments thereto) in the effectuation thereof, in order to effect the financing or refinancing of the specific object or purpose described in Section 1 hereof, or a portion thereof, by a serial bond, and, or a bond anticipation note issue in the event of the sale of same to the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation.


SECTION 10.
The City Treasurer is hereby further authorized to take such actions and execute such documents as may be necessary to ensure the continued status of the interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, as excludable from gross income for Federal income tax purposes pursuant to Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the "Code") and to designate the bonds authorized by this resolution and any notes issued in anticipation thereof, if applicable, as "qualified tax-exempt bonds" in accordance with Section 265(b)(3)(B)(i) of the Code.


SECTION 11.
The intent of this resolution is to give the City Treasurer sufficient authority to execute those applications, agreements, and instruments or to do any similar acts necessary to affect the issuance of the aforesaid serial bonds or bond anticipation notes without resorting to further action of this City Council.


SECTION 12.
The validity of the bonds authorized by this resolution and of any bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of said bonds may be contested only if:

(a)
such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which the City is not authorized to expend money; or

(b)
the provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of the publication of such resolution are not substantially complied with, 

and an action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within twenty (20) days after the date of such publication; or

(c)
such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the constitution.


SECTION 13.
This bond resolution shall take effect immediately and the City Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish the foregoing resolution in full, together with a notice attached in substantially the form as prescribed in Section 81.00 of the Law, in The Daily Messenger, which newspaper is designated as the official newspaper of the City (a) for such publication, and (b) for the publication of the notice of sale in connection with any bonds issued pursuant to this resolution.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A PUBLIC WORK CONTRACT TO CONSTRUCT NEW WATER STORAGE TANK AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY

WHEREAS, bids were opened on May 30, 2007 for the construction of a new 4.5 million gallon water storage tank and the subsequent abandonment of the existing 4 million gallon reservoir; and


WHEREAS, two bids were received, with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by Natgun Corporation with a total bid price (Alternate 2) of $2,723,400.00; and


WHEREAS, the Project Engineer, O’Brien & Gere, has recommended a construction contract award to Natgun Corporation; and


WHEREAS, funding for this project will be a combination of an issuance of a General Obligation Bond and the Water Treatment Plant’s Capital Reserve Fund; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a project award to Natgun Corporation; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract (Alternate 2) with Natgun Corporation of Wakefield, Massachusetts to construct a new 4.5 million gallon pre-cast concrete water storage tank, associated piping and the abandonment of the 4 million gallon reservoir in an amount not-to-exceed $2,723,400.00.

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua desires to apply for a State Grant to assist with the reconstruction of the tennis courts at Baker Park;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that City Manager Stephen C. Cole is hereby authorized and directed to file an application for funds from the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation in accordance with the provisions of Title 9 of the Environmental Protection Act of 1993 or the Federal Land and Water Conservation Fund Act of 1965, in an amount not to exceed $200,000, and upon approval of said request to enter into and execute a project agreement with the State for such Financial assistance to the City of Canandaigua for the restoration of the tennis courts at Baker Park and, if appropriate, a conservation easement or preservation covenant to the deed of the assisted property.

Discussion: City Manager Cole explained that the price for the Baker Park Tennis Court has been estimated to be $400,000, which is above the original, estimate and originally planned to fund it through the bond.   The Council previously decided not to fund this in the bond and to apply for a NYS Parks and Recreation grant available for existing parks.  This resolution authorizes that grant application to be filed.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Resolution #2007-058:

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the following resolution. 

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A PUBLIC SERVICE CONTRACT TO CONSTRUCT THE MULTIPLE STREET PROJECT

WHEREAS, bids were opened on May 30, 2007 for the reconstruction of West Avenue (Sucker Brook to Thad Chapin Street), Beeman/Saltonstall Street Alley, Prospect Street and the railroad crossings at Ontario and Pleasant Streets; and


WHEREAS, two bids were received, with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by Sicar Management and Construction Inc., 11 Jamison Road, Elma, New York 14059 with a total bid price of $


; and


WHEREAS, the Project Engineer, Hunts Engineers, has recommended a construction contract to Sicar Management and Construction Inc.; and


WHEREAS, the Ordinance Committee, at its June 5, 2007 meeting reviewed the bid process and the financial implications of the award with the recommendation of further discussion of the full City Council; and


WHEREAS, funding for this project will be through the issuance of a general obligation bond; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a project award to Sicar Management and Construction Inc.;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract to construct the Multiple Street Project to Sicar Management and Construction Inc., 11 Jamison Road, Elma, New York 14059 in an amount not-to-exceed $


.

Discussion: Mayor Polimeni explained that the bids for these projects have exceeded the original estimates and the City Council needs to decide what projects would be funded.  The projects are as follows:

A. Prospect Street

B. West Avenue (Sucker Brook to Thad Chapin Street)

C. Beeman/Saltonstall Street Alley

D. Railroad crossings at Ontario St. 

E. Railroad crossings at Pleasant St.

City Manager Cole outlined the options that the Council should consider:

· Due to the timing of the bidding process, we only received two bidders. The Council could reject the current bids and rebid this winter, which would most likely result in more bids submitted.  The question would be if it would really save us money to wait, or would the prices continue to escalate.  The engineers explained that one of the reasons the costs were so high was due to the dramatic increase in the price of petroleum. 

· The bidding was worded so that we could choose all or a combination of projects specified in the bid.  You could choose what was the most important to the community and wait on the others.
Motion:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to include all five projects in the resolution, which would result in a contract not to exceed amount of $3,168,056.50.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Discussion:

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti, Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon, Councilmember-at-Large Shipley, and Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony voiced their position in favor of doing all five projects for the following reasons:

· Expected that prices will continue to rise and these projects will cost more if we wait.

· Monroe County announced numerous projects that will be done in 2008, which increases the demand on contractors.

· It is expected that interest rates will rise by year-end making our debt service on the bonds more costly.

· Canandaigua has a high standard on how the community looks and we should not put off these projects until it looks really cruddy.

· We have already prioritized our list to get to these five projects while other projects not on this list were put on hold.  If we now push all or some of these five projects out then those other projects will be pushed out even further.  Even some of the five projects have been delayed from prior years so we need to fund them now.

· We made a commitment to the community to be responsible and if we keep prolonging it we will dig ourselves into a deeper hole.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell, Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger and Councilmember-at-Large Finch voiced their position opposed to the proposed motion for doing all five projects at this time for the following reasons:

· If the increase in the projects were to come out of taxes, it is estimated that the tax levy, given the 2006 assessment, would increase by 2.7% without the two railroad crossings and 3.7% for all five projects.

· Although all the projects are important it is a red flag when we only received two bids on a project of this magnitude.

· We should prioritize the projects with the most important ones being the West Ave. and Prospect St. projects and we should find other ways to fund the other three.

· Agree that all the projects should be done, however because it is such a drastic increase in the engineer’s estimates, the impact on the fund balance needs to be considered given the discussion we had on how critical it is to maintain a healthy fund balance.  We need to see how this budget cycle goes before we add an increase of this magnitude.  Should rebid all the projects later this year after we have addressed the fund balance issue during budget discussions.

· We drew the line originally to keep us at a certain debt service level and certain projects dropped off the list.  Now that the new set of projects have come in higher than expected we need do that same exercise and prioritize the projects and redraw the line. Although doing any of these projects would result in an increase in the debt service level, doing all of them would result in a too much of an increase in property taxes.

Questions asked about the projects:

· We recently improved other railroad crossings, which did not cost the City as much as these projects, so why can’t we look at other alternatives to do the railroad crossings?  City Manager Cole explained that the Railroad crossing at North Street was done as part of a grant.  Buffalo St. was repaired when we resurfaced the Street.

· If we rebid the contracts can we   buy the materials on state contract ourselves on the project to save money?  Corporation Counsel Smith said we can’t use our advantage as a government agency and pass that on to a private contractor.  Lou Loy, Director of Public Works stated that if we were to purchase the materials it would actually cost us more money because of the indexing clause written into the state bid for volatile commodities such as fuels and asphalt.  Indexing allows suppliers to increase or decrease their price to us based on their costs as they relate to the indexing formula.  Private contracts are able to secure prices from suppliers now and lock them in for a project.
Members of the community voiced opposite opinions:

· We should not do the railroad crossings because they are not the City’s responsibility. City Manager Cole stated that we have tried to get the Railroad to fix these crossings but they have no plans to do so.

· Sue Kaszynski stated that as a taxpayer she supports doing all the projects, even if it raises the property taxes.  Crossing the railroad tracks in her wheelchair is not safe and they need to be fixed.  Delaying the projects would just increase the price later.
Vote Result: Carried: 6 – 3 Russell, Terwilliger, Finch voting against.

Resolution #2007-059:

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SIGNING OF AN ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND CONTRACT WITH THE NYS-DEPT OF ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION

THE CREATION OF A STORMWATER WETLANDS AND 

STREAM BANK PROTECTION WORK ALONG SUCKER BROOK.

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is proud of its ongoing leadership role in protecting the gem of the Finger Lakes, Canandaigua Lake; and

WHEREAS, an important component to protecting Canandaigua Lake is to solve existing stormwater and streambank problems within the Sucker Brook watershed; and

WHEREAS, national, state and local water quality monitoring efforts have linked impervious cover with elevated levels of various pollutants including heavy metals, nutrients, hydrocarbons, bacteria and pesticides; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua, after thorough consideration of the various aspects of the problem and study of available data, has hereby determined that certain work, as described in its application and contract work plan, herein called the “Project”, is desirable, is in the public interest and is required in order to implement the Project; and

WHEREAS, Article 56 of the Environmental Conservation Law authorizes State assistance to municipalities for water quality improvement projects by means of a contract and the City deems it to be in the public interest and benefit under this law to enter into a contract therewith; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes Stephen C. Cole, City Manager or such person’s successor in office, as the representative authorized to act in behalf of the City’s governing body in all matters related to State assistance under ECL Article 56, Title 3.  The representative is also authorized to make application, execute the State Assistance Contract, submit Project documentation, and otherwise act for the City’s governing body in all matters related to the Project and to State assistance;

That the City agrees that it will fund its portion of the cost of the project and that funds will be available to initiate the Project’s field work within twelve (12) months of written approval of its application by the Department of Environmental Conservation;

That one (1) certified copy of this resolution be prepared and sent to the Albany office of the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation

That this Resolution takes effect immediately.

Discussion: Mayor Polimeni asked the Council to table this Resolution because in the past the Chief Elected Official has always been the one to sign these and it hasn’t been before a Committee prior to be presented here tonight.
