Mayor Ellen Polimeni stated that Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell is out of town and Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony is ill this evening.

Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2008-008: An Ordinance Amending the Chapter 850 “Zoning” of the Municipal Code: Schedule 1 Describing Area, Lot and Bulk Requirements. (Amending the requirement that residential garages be set back from the primary dwelling.)
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:01 p.m.  She stated that this ordinance will not be acted upon tonight because a SEQR still needs to be done.

David Reidman, President of At Home Builders and Reidman Development Corporation; developers of Covington Place in the City of Canandaigua. He stated that his company cares very deeply about the communities they work in and is sensitive to the  influence architectural design can have on streetscape.  A developer must balance the desires of the homebuyer with the high standards of community design.  Mr. Reidman went on record to support this ordinance amending the garage setback requirements.  The current requirement of a 12 foot setback removes 250 sq ft  to 450 ft of the building area or 10% and families like to have living space behind the garage.  There are other ways to design homes that would enhance a streetscape other than requiring a 12 ft setback and he would like to work with Council to help design a better requirement.

Mark Alexander from MJA Builders and has purchased several lots at Canandaigua Estates. He has tried to conform to the 12 foot setback requirement with some of the lots, but is now  looking for variances because the size of the remaining lots make it difficult to build on with this requirement and the additional costs are  between  $10,000 – $15,000 so now  he has building lots he can’t build on.

Mayor Ellen Polimeni stated that will be going back to committee for further discussion. 

Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:15 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2008-010: An Ordinance Amending Chapter 850 “Zoning” of the Municipal Code: Article XI Historic Zoning § 850-112 Boundaries (Rescinding the designation of 349 North Main Street)
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:16 p.m.

No one was present to speak at the Public Hearing.

Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:19 p.m.
Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of March 6th, 2008 and April 3rd, 2008.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests: Mayor Polimeni  recognized the following:

Don Rettberg from Troop 413 (from Farmington) who is at the meeting to earn his citizenship badge. Don is 7 merit badges and one project away from an  Eagle Scout.

Chief Ken Beers of the Canandaigua Emergency Squad gave a report to the Council on the Emergency Squad.  He stated that the Emergency Squad has a clear vision & mission, is financially stable and utilizes a staff of career and volunteers.  He spoke about services they provide to the City residents, 2007 call statistics and funding sources.  The web site for more information is www.canandaiguaes.org 

Former Mayor Richard McGavern rehabbed a 1978 Honda 450 motorcycle owned by the City of Canandaigua using funds donated to the City.  Mayor requested that the City Council authorize funds to register the motorcycle so that it can be in the parade.  The total refurbishing cost to fix it was about $600.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to authorize funds to register the motorcycle Councilmember-at-Large Finch seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported the Environmental Committee met April 8th  and submitted the following report:

1. Special Events.

The Committee reviewed and recommended five special events.  They are:

· Bruce Bridgman Memorial Run

· Canandaigua 2008 Memorial Day Parade

· Crosswinds 5K Race

· Skatepark Competition

· Thompson Health Summer Soirée

All of the above events are on tonight’s agenda for action.

2. Downtown Dumpster Issues Update

DPW Chief, Lou Loy has scheduled an April 9, 2008 meeting with all dumpster users in the Mill Street Parking Lot area.  The meeting will focus on the logistics of consolidation of the units into one location, accessible to all users.


3. Baker Park Tennis Court Reconstruction

City Council’s original budget for the reconstruction of the courts assumed the receipt of a grant to cover some of the costs.  The city was not successful in receiving the grant.  The DPW will therefore supply the labor to rebuild the courts.  The Town of Canandaigua has generously offered assistance in the reconstruction effort as their recreational plan for tennis courts near the Old Brookside development has not been completely finalized and they recognize a need for tennis courts in the area.   The committee recommended 4-0 to move ahead with the revised plan based on the assurance that the courts will be rebuilt within the original budget.

4. NE Quadrant Drainage Update

The Committee received an update on DPW efforts to alleviate drainage issues in existing neighborhoods around Seneca, Cayuga and Mohawk Avenues.

5. Tenax Town Cleaners ROW Reclamation

City Manager Kay James has negotiated an agreement with Tenax Town Cleaners to recover green space in front of the building.  The owner of the business is currently negotiating the purchase of the building and is also discussing easements and ROW’s with the city regarding the rear of the property.

6. ZBA Vacancy

The committee and other attending Council Members chose to advertise for interested applicants for the ZBA vacancy that has recently occurred.  

7. Request to Use Vacant Atwater PL Buildings for Fire and Police Training.

All Council Members present reviewed the request to hold training exercises in vacant buildings and chose to hold off on approving the request so as not to further disrupt the lives of those residents on Atwater PL.  Council will continue to review the issue with the thought that at some point in time, the requests could be approved with minimal impact on the remaining residents.

Ordinance: Ordinance Committee report will be given at the next meeting.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last council meeting but will meet May 6th.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met April 22nd  and submitted the following report:

1. Special Event Expense Recovery Policy

City Attorney Smith presented a proposal for a more-formal approval process for special events.  The proposal also establishes a process for the City to be reimbursed for its expenses in support of special events and sets the rates to be charged for certain services.  The process calls for applications to be made at least 45 days in advance of the event and for reimbursement fees to be set and made payable prior to the event. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this new process and fee structure.

2. 2007 Year-End Financial Report

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a preliminary draft of the 2007 financial report for the General Fund (detailed revenues and summary expenditures) and the Water and Sewer Funds (detailed revenues and expenditures).  Final drafts and reports for special funds are forthcoming shortly.  It was acknowledged that these reports were delayed significantly by the early-2008 computer server crash.   

Committee ACCEPTED the report 4:0 and expressed appreciation to Nancy and her entire staff for their several-months-long effort to recover from the crash and to restore/reload all our 2007 and 2008 year-to-date data.

3. Multi-Year Financial Plan/AIM Certification

Acting City Manager James and City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a draft 4-year financial plan for our three major funds through 2011.  Having such a plan is a requirement for the City to receive its portion of NYS aid to municipalities.      

Committee APPROVED the plan 4:0, pending modifications suggested at the meeting.  This plan is intended to be used as a guide and does not require a formal Council resolution.

Cystic Fibrosis Fundraiser Special Event

A last-minute application for a Cystic Fibrosis Foundation fundraiser walk for May 18 was reviewed.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council approval of this request.

4. Mill Street Parking Lot Dumpster 

Acting City Manager James reviewed options for consolidating dumpster usage in the Mill Street Parking lot and for locating a common dumpster.  It was reported that Public Works Director Loy was attempting to facilitate an agreeable solution among adjacent store and property owners.  The Committee gave direction to James and agreed that it would make a final decision if the stakeholders are not able to find common ground.

Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee met April 10th  and reported the following: 

· Global Youth Day: Discussed the purchase of T-shirts which would need to be done with donations.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon commented on the success of Project Stream and the participation of all the youths and adult volunteers.

· Focus on Childhood Obesity Efforts:  

· Working on hosting a Community Skate Day at the Civic Center

· National Guard at Jefferson Park on May 31 from noon to 4:oo for  another skate competition.

· Captain Ginter from the Salvation Army stated that anyone interested in using their field for softball practice please give him a call.

· Pat Pavelsky talked about 4-H camp Bristol Hills camping opportunities. Several camps are available such as Young Men’s Adventure Camp, Young Women’s Adventure Camp, and Science, Engineering and Technology Camp are grant funded so there is no cost to attend. The Science, Technology, Engineering and Math Camp is a fee based program of $285 per week.  Anyone interested in these camps can call the Cornell Cooperative Extension at 585-394-3977 x435.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee met April 17th  and submitted the following report: 

The Main Street Traffic Calming Committee meet with James Stack Assistant Director of the Genesee Transportation Council on Thursday, April 17, 2008 at the Hurley Building

· Mr. Stack explained the funding process for new projects, along with the timelines for applications.  Mr. Stack said that the region is 20& over committed on program funding for applications which results in applications being held over from year to year resulting in a delay of 3 – 5 years prior to obtaining funding for new projects.  Currently projects are booked through September 2012.

· There was also a discussion about funding for replacement of bridges in excess of 19 feet long (20 feet or longer) and how those types of bridges are eligible for possible Federal funds for reconstruction.  This was of particular interest to the group due to the current condition of the West Ave. bridge.

· Mr. Stack also talked about volume vs. capacity in terms of funding or approvals or alternate routes.  Mr. Stack informed us that N. Main Street is at 73% capacity for the foreseeable future, which is well less than the 90% threshold that needs to be exceeded in order to receive any real consideration for alternative routes.

· For any identifiable “betterments” or roadway improvements needs Mr. Stack suggested that we seek Federal or State assistance through ‘earmarks’ through our local Congressman or Senators; and “member items” through our state Senators and Assembly member.  Additionally we were informed that our representatives on the GTC board are Ontario County Chairman Ted Fafinski, Victor Supervisor Leslie Bamann, and Ontario County Director Kris Hughes.  

Bid Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported that the BID Board has not met since the last council meeting but will meet May 13th but did give a brief update on the Main Street Grant projects and upcoming events.

Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported the following:

· RPO Sounds of Summer event at the Inn of the Lake next Wednesday. 

· In honor of  National Tourism Week  there will be a Visitor Center Open House at the Center on Wed May 14th from 8 to 5.

WHEREAS, a contract was awarded on May 3, 2007 to Steve Mruczek and Julie Fox doing business as SNDLLC – Kal-lee on the Lake (“Contractor”) to operate the food service concession at Kershaw park with the option to renew this contract for two successive beach seasons; and


WHEREAS, said contract includes a requirement for a minimum of $2,000,000 in insurance coverage; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor has requested that the insurance requirement be amended to $1,000,000; and


WHEREAS, this change would be consistent with the insurance requirements for other food vending permits; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee reviewed and endorsed this proposed contract amendment at its April 22, 2008 meeting; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager execute an amended contract with SNDLLC – Kal-lee on the Lake to provide the food service concession at Kershaw Park for the 2008 beach season with an annual lease amount of $1,000.00 and an insurance requirement of $1,000,000 with the option to renew this contract for one successive beach season.

WHEREAS, the event organizers have requested permission to place a tent between Steamboat Landing and the lakeshore that would extend from the private property into the public park, and this event would include the consumption of alcoholic beverages within the tent; and

WHEREAS, Section 519-14 of the Municipal Code prohibits the possession of alcoholic beverages in any City park, and Section 519-15 prohibits the possession of glass beverage containers in any City park;


WHEREAS, this request was reviewed at the April 8th Environmental Committee meeting, and the Committee recommended approval of the special event subject to certain conditions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is hereby granted to Thompson Health to hold the Thompson Health’s Summer Soiree, subject to the following conditions:

· No alcohol shall be served nor consumed within the park;

· The tent shall be located on private property to the maximum extent possible;

· The activities within the tent shall be arranged so that neither the bar nor any dining tables are located within that area of the park that is included within the tent;

· Signs and temporary barriers shall be positioned to restrict guests at the event from taking alcoholic beverages out of the tent area into the park; 

· The placement of the tent shall not obstruct the public path within the park; and 

· The event organizers shall provide the City with insurance of the type and in the amount as required by the City Clerk-Treasurer, and shall execute a hold-harmless agreement in the form attached hereto; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the event organizers shall adhere to any regulations that the City Manager or the City Police Department may establish to insure the health and safety of residents and park visitors throughout this event.

Discussion: This resolution deals with cost reimbursement of special events and not the issue of insurance requirements, which remains the same at this time requiring it for all events.  Many Councilmembers felt that this issue, especially in regards to insurance should go back to committee for further discussion.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to send this back to committee for further discussion.  Councilmember-at-Large Shipley seconded the motion.
