Mayor Polimeni  mentioned that Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger is unable to be present tonight.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee met May 6th and discussed the following:

1. Left turn on N. Main at Chapel St. and forwarded to the Traffic Calming Committee

2. The Village at North Ponds – process update

3. Lakefront Redevelopment Project – PUD SEQR review

4. Demolition of 14 Atwater Place

5. Shared health services grant with the City of Geneva

Mayor Polimeni stated that the PUD Lakefront Development review meetings will be held as a Committee of the Whole, with Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti as the Chairperson.  There is a 17 step process the Council will follow and all meetings are open to the public.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley reported that the Finance Committee met May 27th   and submitted the following report:

1. Position Reclassification

Public Works Director Loy proposed a job classification change for City employee Elaine Polle from Motor Equipment Operator Light to Groundskeeper.  This change is recommended by County civil service administrator, John Garvey, and is consistent with Ms. Polle's job responsibilities.  It was noted that such a change will have no budget impact.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend this reclassification to Council.

2. Public Works Position Reclassification
Public Works Director Loy proposed a job classification change for City employee Orrin Housel from Motor Equipment Operator (MEO) in Waste Collection to an existing but unfunded MEO position in Street Maintenance.  The proposed change is driven by health and safety issues.  It was noted that such a change would increase the 2008 Street Maintenance budget by $2,250.    

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend this reclassification to Council.

3. Consultant Review of Matrix Report
City consultant Paul Bringewatt presented his review of the Matrix Consulting Group's report recommending changes to the City Fire Rescue Department.  His presentation, which can be found under separate cover, challenged many of the assumptions used and conclusions reached by the Matrix organization.  A lively discussion involving Council members, career and volunteer firefighters, members of the public, and a Town of Canandaigua representative followed the presentation.  Mr. Bringewatt encouraged the follow-up team, led by Fire Chief Snyder, to include his findings as part of the input to that team's work.     

4. Volunteer Fire Company Agreements and Payments
City consultant Paul Bringewatt and Acting City Manager James stated that the City has not yet drawn up a 2008 agreement for financial support for the two active volunteer fire companies.  It appears that neither company currently complies with payment criteria that had been established in past agreements.  It also appears that one or both companies may not have been in compliance with the 2007 agreement, even though 2007 payments by the City were made.  

Committee agreed that Acting City Manager James and Fire Chief Snyder are to convene a small team, which includes a career firefighter and a volunteer firefighter, to come back to Council with recommendations for a 2008 agreement that has clearly-defined and easily-measured criteria for City financial support.  Fire Chief Snyder was also charged with reviewing the 2007 payments and advising Council on his findings.

5. Insurance for Special Events 

City Insurance agent, Skip Pleninger from Paris Kirwan, reviewed options for insuring special events and minimizing financial risk to the City.  Committee members stated a desire to find a reasonable breakpoint such that small special events, such as block parties, do not require insurance over-and-above the standard City coverage, while requiring additional insurance, say, $1 million coverage, for larger events.

Committee asked Pleninger and Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah to come back to Council with specific recommendations.

6. Commercial Chicken Barbeque Permit Process and Fees
Acting City Manager James reviewed a proposed resolution for permitting commercial chicken barbeques with a per-event application fee of $60.  

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend this resolution to Council.

7. 2007 Year-End Budget Update - Final Numbers 

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a final 2007 itemized cash-flow and balance-sheet summary for  all City funds.  The report had been delayed significantly by our earlier computer-server crash.  It was reported that both revenues and expenses were in line with projections, and that estimates of year end reserves, used to establish reserve levels for 2008 budgeting purposes, were consistent with actual numbers.

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the report and thanked Abdallah and her staff for the tremendous effort expended to recover the data and produce the report.   

8. 2008 First Quarter Budget Report 

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented the 1Q2008 report for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds.  Again, the report was delayed by the server crash.  And again, income and disbursements showed no major surprises, although it is generally difficult to discern trends from first-quarter data alone.  We look forward to a mid-year report at our July meeting.

Committee ACCEPTED the report 4:0. 

9. Budget Amendments 

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented proposed changes to the 2008 budget.  Many modest expense increases were associated with offsetting revenues.  A NYS Transportation grant revenue item covered a 2007 project expense.  The bottom line was a $41,359 reduction in the 2008 budget.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend this budget amendment package to Council.

10. SAFER Grant
Fire Chief Snyder, representing the follow-up committee to the Matrix study, recommended the City's application for a national SAFER grant.  Applications must be submitted by June 27.  A SAFER grant may be used for two purposes: 1) adding additional paid firefighters to the City's staff for a commitment period of at least 12 years (in the first five years, the City's funding obligation would increase from zero to 100% in 20% annual increments), and/or 2) to provide incentives for volunteer firefighters in combination departments.  It was unclear whether a city could apply for one purpose only or for both simultaneously.  Chief Snyder was asked to provide more detail at the June 5 Council meeting.

Committee VOTED 2:2 for the recommendation to seek the grant.  Although the proposal does not have a majority-support of the Committee, at least one Council member is intending to propose the SAFER Grant application at the June 5 Council meeting.  Those voting against the proposal cited the need to wait for final Fire Rescue Department staffing decisions before seeking a grant.  Those voting for it cited the need to minimize delay if staffing increases are ultimately approved.

Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee did not meet. 

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee met May 8th  and discussed the following:

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed ordinance, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF regarding project impacts and consideration of both the magnitude and importance of each impact, it is reasonably determined that the project will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment

WHEREAS, it is desirable to mitigate the potential work place injuries by transferring Mr. Housel to the Street Maintenance Bureau to eliminate the repetitive motion impacts: and 


WHEREAS, to accomplish this lateral transfer, a vacant Motor Equipment Operator, Light position in the Street Maintenance bureau, needs to be reclassified to a Motor Equipment Operator position, a difference in hourly pay rate of $2.01; and


WHEREAS, this subject was presented to the Finance Committee at its May 27, 2008, meeting with an endorsement to the full City Council to replace the current Motor Equipment Operator, Light position in the Street Maintenance Bureau with a Motor Equipment Operator position;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby creates the position of Motor Equipment Operator in the Department of Public Works Street Maintenance Bureau, replacing the existing Motor Equipment Operator, Light position to allow the lateral transfer of Orrin Housel for the purpose of mitigating potential chronic injuries associated with his current job requirements in the Waste Collection Bureau.

WHEREAS, the Ontario County Public Works Committee has developed a form of agreement, which meets the requirements of the Highway Law and protects the interest of both the municipalities and those employees engaged in assisting other municipalities; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Canandaigua authorize this Mutual Aid Agreement for use by the participating municipalities in the performance of highway maintenance activities and strongly recommends that all municipalities within Ontario County and surrounding areas with an interest in sharing services approve this agreement; and further


RESOLVED, that the City of Canandaigua authorizes the Director of Public Works to be the City of Canandaigua’s designated coordinator in the operation of the Mutual Aid Agreement, and further


RESOLVED, that the Chief Elected Officer hereby authorized and empowered to execute any and all documents necessary to appropriate to effectuate the purposes hereof; and further


RESOLVED, that this Agreement shall be in effect for a contracted period of five years with an option to extend for another five year term; and further


RESOLVED, that certified copies of this resolution and the Mutual Aid Agreement be sent to the Ontario County Commissioner of Public Works.

WHEREAS, Section 503-4 authorizes the City Council to establish the application fee for a commercial barbecue permit by Resolution; and


WHEREAS, the administrative review of each application requires an adjustment of the fee.

There was concern over charging this amount when a fire inspection is not required.  It was mentioned that many of these events are fundraisers where they only receive $1.00 per chicken raising between $100-$150.  There were also requests from vendors on changing certain restrictions the City has in place including the number of barbecues allowed per location and the locations that allow cooking.
