A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SIGNING OF AN ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND CONTRACT WITH THE NYS-DEPT OF ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION

Resolution #2007-060:

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE CANANDAIGUA CITY COUNCIL’S INTENT TO BE LEAD AGENCY REGARDING THE COORDINATED SEQR REVIEW OF THE SUCKER BROOK STORMWATER MANAGEMENT AND STREAM BANK STABILIZATION PROJECT


WHEREAS, the City Council is administering a New York State Water Quality Improvement Project grant that will pay 50% of the costs associated with the Sucker Brook Stormwater Management and Stream Bank Stabilization Project hereinafter referred to as “Project”; and


WHEREAS, the Project will create two stormwater wetlands on school district and Canandaigua Wine property and stabilize 380 feet of stream bank between Clark St. and Parrish St.; 

WHEREAS, The Project has been determined to be an unlisted action under SEQR; and


WHEREAS, there are multiple governmental entities potentially involved in this project including: Canandaigua City School District, Town of Canandaigua, New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, New York State Department of State Coastal Resources, Ontario County Highway Department, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Buffalo Office, thus requiring a coordinated review; and


WHEREAS, the City believes they have primary responsibility in this project and is willing to be the lead agency in the coordinated SEQR review; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council is declaring its intent to be lead agency in the coordinated review of the Sucker Brook Stormwater Management and Streambank stabilization project and will follow the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Miscellaneous:

Clerk-Treasurer Abdallah was presented the original copy of the Village of Canandaigua’s Tax Assessment roll for the year 1829 from the New York State Archives.
