Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-015: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua Article V: Establishments of Zone Districts.  “Rezoning of 439 North Main Street from R-1B single-family to C-1 Neighborhood Commercial”.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:02 p.m.

Mayor Polimeni said that this application has been withdrawn and declared the public hearing closed at 7:02 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Local Law  #2007-003: A Local Law Authorizing the City Council to lease space on the City’s Waste Water Treatment facility property for up to 25 years for telecommunications facilities and/or information technology equipment.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:03 p.m.

Kyle McCallum representing Crown Castle, operator of the existing tower on the property said that if Verizon is looking to lease space on a tower than they could lease it from them. They would like to replace their existing tower with a bigger one and amend the existing lease and the City would not need to have two towers.

Brett Morgan representing Verizon Wireless said that the existing tower would need to be upgraded in order to lease space on it and at present there is no timeline or commitment from Crown Castle to do this in Verizon’s timeline.  They would want to have their own tower in order to achieve their objectives.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger asked the City to evaluate the proposals to maximize revenue to the City.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell asked the City to evaluate the proposed Verizon tower and its impact on the Police Department system and its coverage. 

Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:10 p.m.
Regular Meeting:

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of June 7, 2007 and the Special Meeting of June 21, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests:

Mayor Polimeni welcomed the Community Events Committee members who gave up their time and energy for the 4th of July Celebration and who receives little recognition for doing so.  Mayor Polimeni stated that the parade was excellent and this years theme was “Going Full speed Ahead”, marking the 50th Anniversary of Donald Malcolm’s attempt to break the world water speed record of 225 mph on Canandaigua Lake.

Pete Van Denburg, Chairperson of the Community Events Committee introduced the members: Michele Albrecht- vendors; Lou Alice Avellino, Adeline Rudolph, and Barb Haegney – program; Chuck Gladle – antique boats; Scott Goble – logistics and communications; Nicole Mahoney and the BID – reviewing stand; Ellen Polimeni – City Council Representative; Fred Schutz – Memorial Day parade and 911 Ceremony; Bruce Stewart and Dean Llichterman – parade organization, Suellyn Hunt – boat parade decoration contest, Mary White – Kershaw Park activities and participated as a vendor.

Nicole Mahoney announced the parade awards, which were judged by three adult- (Alison Grems, Jeff Anthony, Dr. Geoff Halstead) and three (3) youth-(Abby Rice, Morgan Macklin, Jesse Vaccaro) volunteer judges.  The Grand Marshall Award – Black Mountain Cloggers; Mayor’s Community Spirit Award-Phoenix Program; Canandaigua Bid Award-Downtown Merchant’s Association; Full Speed Ahead Award-Ontario County Historical Society; Outstanding Musical Unit-Feadan Or Pipe Band; Outstanding Float-Red Hat Society; Best Theme – Mary White Martin Luther King car; Junior Judges Award- Pittsford Volunteer Fire Department Band.

At the first speed trials in the summer of 1957, the City officials did not have a flag of Canandaigua to fly at the event.  The Daily Messenger held a contest for the design of the flag.  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger at age 14 won the contest and his flag, sewn by his mother Ruth and a friend Betty Fletcher, was flown at the event and then at City Hall.  Since this flag was not built for outside wear it is kept at the Ontario County Historical Society.  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger was unable to carry the flag in the parade due to the bad weather, but brought it to show at the Council Meeting.

Mayor Polimeni and City Manager Cole explained that it was a very difficult decision to cancel the fireworks.  Many people were consulted including City Staff, Fireworks Vendors and the Community Events Committee to decide what to do.  We are working on rescheduling this event.

Mayor Polimeni announced that the Parade was taped by Channel 12 and will be shown tonight at 9:30pm and at 4:00pm on Sunday.

Committee Reports:

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met June 19th and submitted the following report:

1. Vision for Phoenix Street -Seven residents and property owners in the Phoenix Street area shared ideas with the Planning Committee regarding the future of Phoenix Street.  The committee will next take a walking tour of the Phoenix Street area on Thursday, July 12 at 7:00pm.  At that time we will also review a plan for the renewal of Phoenix Street that was commissioned 18 years ago.  The committee intends to look for ideas in the plan that are still relevant to the street.  This review and visioning process is on going and will remain on the Planning Committee until a plan is finalized.

2. Chapin Street Speeding Issues - Ten residents of the Chapin Street area shared their opinions and ideas for traffic calming in along the length of Chapin Street.  Some ideas included speed humps (not well received), stop signs at Adelaide and Chapin (being studied), determining existing traffic flow and speed (currently being measured by the city PD), radar patrols (currently being conducted by the city PD), restricting truck traffic (being studied by residents and traffic count monitor).  City employees are gathering information that the committee can use to plan improved traffic calming measures on Chapin St.  This item will continue to appear on the Planning Committee agenda.

3. A Vision for Main Street - This agenda item is an extension of the original transportation study presentation made by the towns/city transportation committee, the public hearing hosted by the City Council at Canandaigua Middle School and various other City Council committee meetings.  This portion of the meeting focused on immediate need items that city workers can perform this summer.  Future meetings will tackle the long-term vision and action plan that we hope to present to NYSDOT.  The current issues include applying a uniform paint scheme to all cross walks on Main Street, deciding on a uniform signage system to identify all crosswalks, proceeding with a formal traffic study by SRF Associates of the Granger Street/Main Street crosswalk, and a request for information from the City of Rochester regarding the effectiveness of an “in-street” crosswalk light adjacent to Strong Hospital.  The committee will be looking for some this information at our July meeting.   This item will continue to appear on the Planning Committee agenda as we work our way through the process.

4. City Assistance for Helpthecats.org Neutering Facility for Feral Cats. - City staff is exploring ways which the city can help the organizers of this much needed program bring their services to the city.  The Committee will keep this as an on-going item till helpthecats.org gets established in the city.

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met June 21st and submitted the following report:

1. Aaron O’Neil updated the Committee on his and the area skateboarders’ efforts to get an enhanced skate park for the Canandaigua area. They have gotten several donations to kick off their efforts including a donation from a Rotarian to do the design work and from the Inn On the Lake to auction off their replaced room furnishings. The Committee unanimously moved that the new and improved skate park should stay at Jefferson Park. 

2. The Committee and Council Members present worked with Tenax Town Cleaners owner Bob Muto to find a solution to his right of way reclamation. The goal is ensure he has adequate parking and make sure that the City is consistent with its treatment of the right of way. The Committee sees this as an opportunity to improve traffic control rather than a conflict. To that end we are contacting DOT and starting talks with them about reverse diagonal parking for the Tenax block. We are planning on narrowing and unifying the lanes on all of Main Street, this may gives us the opportunity to explore better methods to slow traffic and expand parking at the same time. While the City works on this side Mr. Muto will get plans drawn to scale for his ideas to beautify the right of way and maintain the parking. Next meeting will update on our efforts and go from there.

3. Public Works director Lou Loy and Bob Hines briefed the Committee on the drainage issues on Canandaigua and Seneca avenues. They have identified a large number of problems in that area and worked out solutions for all those identified. There are several large areas that will necessitate City intervention while many problems can be fixed by the property owners. Solutions range from re-grading and implementing the original storm water plans, to connecting several properties to existing drains and outlets. The hard and time-consuming part is getting the easements from the property owners to do the work. To fix all the problems could take about 3 years. Mr. Hines identified the most crucial area and will start work there. The Committee unanimously moved to implement the whole plan.

4. The Committee met with Keith Young who leases the transfer station from the City. We discussed the possibility of doing hazardous waste collection for City residents at the transfer station. Mr. Young has identified a 50% match grant that would offset some of the costs. The problem is that the costs are substantial at $75,000 for 300 residents to drop off their waste. While the effort is worth it we do not have the funds to consider it at this time and will look at the costs at budget time.

5. The Committee unanimously moved several special events to Council for approval. They included The Veterans Mandatory Funding event at Kershaw on July 15th, the St Mary’s Chosen 5K and Fun Run on August 25th, and the Ultra Marathon was approved again with some small tweaks. The Committee tabled the Phoenix Street Blues Festival till the promoter could be present to answer questions.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met June 28th and submitted the following report:

· The proposed Ordinances affecting West Gibson Street between Pearl Street and Baker Drive were the first items of discussion.  It was agreed that the Ordinance regarding the addition of a stop sign at the corner of Baker Drive should go ahead to Council for vote and that the one regarding the elimination of parking on the north side of West Gibson be tabled.

· Various members of the Fire Department joined the Committee to give recognition and thanks to Fire Captain Cory Masseth and Firefighter J. Boock for their successful efforts, which saved the life of Ian Harvey.  This was an incident that proved the skill and worth of our Fire Department in providing safety and security for our City’s residents.

· Thompson Health has requested that the City consider allowing Thompson Hospital to lower the sanitary sewer fees that it pays to the City by metering the use of water that is used to cool the hospital.  Thus the Hospital would not have to pay sewer fees on the water that is evaporated into the atmosphere from its cooling towers.  Mike Zanghi, Director of Facility Operations for Thompson Health, estimated that four million gallons is currently being billed for water that does not enter the sanitary sewer.  This would amount to about $9,300 annually in sewer rents.  The Committee voted to approve this request.  Mr. Zanghi and Louis Loy then described some of the joint efforts that the City and Hospital are making to improve drainage issues for the Hospital’s neighbors in The Grove.

· City resident Joel Freedman presented a proposed Ordinance that would eliminate the City’s use of lawn chemicals on all city properties.  He pointed out that the city of Marblehead, Massachusetts has already adopted such an Ordinance. City Manager Stephen Cole explained that the Canandaigua City School District is experimenting with a program of eliminating use of all lawn chemicals on some of its properties and that we are watching the results along with them.  It was decided that we will ask Chris Dorn and school representatives to come and speak with us about this matter.  The Committee thanked Mr. Freedman and reassured him that although he may not be completely happy with the results of his efforts in this matter, what he is doing is really making a difference.

· City property owner Bob Houle explained his proposal for the Phoenix Street Blues Festival 2007, which would be held on Saturday, July 28.  It was decided to send this proposal on to Council for approval with the stipulation that no alcohol be allowed inside the venue.

· Next, continuing Council’s review of all commercial signage, there was an open discussion about the A-frame signs that appear throughout the city, used by commercial businesses for advertising and by non-profits organizations for event promotion.  Where should these be allowed and if allowed, where should they be placed?  It was decided that all commercial businesses within the city should be allowed A-Frame signs, but the placement of A-Frames will be brought back for further study.

· Next, ongoing discussion about window signage for commercial businesses led to a decision to limit this, for now, to the downtown (BID) area.  City staff was directed to come back with recommendations for just that portion of the City.  We will examine their recommendations at the next Ordinance Committee Meeting, which is tentatively set for August 7.  Other pending items for that meeting are a Sidewalk Snow Removal Enforcement Policy, the Grande Meadows PUD Request, and a New Addition to the Historic Zone. 

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met June 26th and submitted the following report:

1. 2006 Independent Auditor's Report - John Rizzo, auditor from Toski, Schaeffer & Co., CPAs, reviewed the city's 2006 audit report, which included a set of basic financial statements and required supplementary information, a summary report, and a management letter.  No material findings or control deficiencies were reported.  Two non-material findings related to the need to amend lien agreements associated with the city's Community Development Block Grant Small Cities program.  One item from the 2005 management letter has been completed, and the remaining three will be completed shortly.  In summary, the audit gave the city a clean bill of health, financially, and the auditor commended the city for its outstanding financial status and practices.

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the report and invited the firm to present its findings at the August City Council meeting.

2. Fund Balance Policy Statement - City Manager Cole and Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a proposed Fund Balance Policy, updated since our original discussion at the May Finance Committee meeting.  Objectives of the policy are to preserve the credit worthiness of the city for borrowing money at favorable interest rates, to provide working capital for the city to meet cash flow needs during the year, and to stabilize fluctuation from year to year in property taxes paid by city taxpayers.  Among other things, the proposed policy targets a minimum and maximum fund balance equal to two months and three months, respectively, of the next year's budgeted spending.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed policy (with one change in Guidelines item C) to City Council.

3. Personnel Policy Amendments - City Manager Cole reviewed a proposed change in personnel policy that would adjust some benefits for non-union employees to make them equal to benefits currently received by union employees.  HRA-related benefits would increase benefits by $8,525 in total, and longevity benefits would increase by about $15,000.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the HRA-related changes (retroactive to 1/01/07) to City Council but decided to hold on the proposed longevity benefits, pending a more-complete analysis of projected costs.

4. Mill Street Project - City Manager Cole reviewed contractor bids for the Mill Street Parking Lot Project.  As expected, the low bid significantly exceeded the originally budgeted amount.  The overage was $135,500.  Options discussed were to scale back the project, maintain the project scope but pass additional costs along to the taxpayer by increasing our debt service, or maintain project scope and cover the overage with CHIPS aid.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to City Council that we cover the additional cost using CHIPS funding and not burden the taxpayer.   

5. 2006 Annual Police Report and Key Performance Measures - Police Chief McCarthy, Lt. Colacino, and Sgt. Ball reviewed the 2006 City Police Department Annual Report.  Compared to 2005, burglaries, property thefts, noise complaints, and motor vehicle and pedestrian accidents were all lower.  Calls for police service and moving traffic violations were both significantly higher.  Consistent with the Council's emphasis, 2006 police activity focused on enforcement that positively impacts our residents' quality of life.

Committee ACCEPTED 4-0 the report and thanked the three Police Department managers for their thoroughness and leadership.     


Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met June 14th and submitted the following report:

Besides committee members, Peter Mulvaney, Andrea MacIntosh, and Trudy Hamilton, were present.

Ellen Polimeni discussed the school’s diverse action on increasing student’s coping skills.
Articles for Youth Services Groups; Peter Mulvaney reported they are waiting the return of a teen for a possible story the DM is working on. The teen will be employed at the Salvation Army this summer.

Captain Ginter reported the area churches were picking up the CARES project. He stated that they at one time had such a program but it was dropped. They are interested in starting it up again.

The youth service project and gathering will take place September 14th at Jefferson Park from 4-7PM as a fundraiser for the skateboard park project. The NY National Guard Counter drug Task Force will host a skateboard competition and will also have a climbing wall for additional interest.

The Fall MS and Academy Open House Expo was endorsed by the committee. The known date so far is the Academy’s, which is September 20th.

The committee concluded to pursue the 211.org WEB site to provide information to parents and children. This is a United Way effort nationally and is striving to provide informational help to the community on a localized level. Visitors simply inter their zip code to see a list of information available in their area. The committee will encourage local service groups to link up with the site so their services will be available to WEB users when they log on to the site.

The committee’s recap of the past year was reviewed. High lights are: 

1. We reviewed the various youth services available in the community with visits from each of the service groups. 

2. Attended a forum on Teen Depression, Self Injurious and Suicidal Attempts.

3. Sponsored the 2006 Fall Expo at the open houses of the MS and Academy. Over 1000 pieces of the expo literature was dispensed to parents.

4. Implemented our vision and mission statements.

5. Co-Hosted a Spring Forum “How to Keep Your Children Safe” with the Drug Free Grant/ Partnership for Ontario County.

6. As a result of our service group series the City of Canandaigua hired 3 teens from Workforce Development.

7. The committee is working to have our community youth services take part in the WEB site 211.org.

8. The Committee and the Skateboard Park Teens in conjunction with the NY National Guard Counter drug Task Force.

9. The committee is hosting its second Fall Expo at the open houses of the MS and Academy.

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Business Improvement Director reported that the BID met on June 26th and discussed the following:

· Promotions Committee: Billboard on 5&20, 4th of July parade, developing regional memberships, Fingerlakes Visitor Connection, and development of a Corporate Outreach Program.

· Recruitment: Labelon Building, Catskill Deli property, what sites are available and refining recruitment targets.

· Capital Improvement Committee: Littering, sign ordinance, update vision and mission statements.

· Main St. Grant program: 24 locations applying for or completing projects which will utilize the first round of grant proceeds

· Summer Concert series, Spot Hop is up and running in its 5th year.

· Nicole Mahoney spoke about the Wine and Culinary Center and the CMAC in the US Air magazine; the premier issue of the Canandaigua Magazine; Art and Music Downtown Festival which currently has 100 vendors, entertainment, a family area and a 2007 poster drawn by Christopher Wheat.  The D&C will have an 8 page insert.

Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President reported on the following:

· Co-sponsoring an event with the Geneva and Seneca County Chambers at the Ramada Inn in Geneva about the economic climate of the upstate region on July 17th.

· Nominations for the Athena Award

Resolutions:

Resolution #2007-061

Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN ENGINEERING CHANGE ORDER 

FOR THE MILL STREET PARKING LOT PROJECT


WHEREAS, the engineering contract scope of work for the Mill Street Parking Lot Project did not include design efforts to collect roof runoff from the adjacent buildings; and


WHEREAS, during design development, it was noted several building downspouts disburse roof water onto the parking lot surface; and


WHEREAS, the Project Designer, Sniedze Associates, submitted an engineering proposal, in the amount of $4,000.00, to provide additional design services for storm sewer work; and


WHEREAS, the Director of Public Works recommended and the City Manager authorized the design to include additional storm sewer work to accommodate various downspouts; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its June 26, 2007 meeting reviewed this issue and recommended approval to the full City Council; and


WHEREAS, funding for this additional design service will be paid for out of project funds from the General Obligation Bond;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute an engineering change order to Sniedze Associates, 482 North Main Street, Canandaigua, New York, in the amount of $4,000.00, for additional storm sewer design work associated with the Mill Street Parking Lot Rehabilitation Project.

Resolution #2007-062:

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT

FOR THE MILL STREET PARKING LOT IMPROVEMENTS
WHEREAS, bids were received on June 12, 2007 to add lighting, landscaping, drainage improvements and resurfacing of the Mill Street Parking Lot; and


WHEREAS, four bids were received with the lowest being submitted by All County Construction in the amount of $314,998.72; and


WHEREAS, this project and its financing were discussed at the Finance Committee Meeting of June 26, 2007; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this project is available from a General Obligation Bond and Consolidated Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS) funds; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a contract award for this project; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with All County Construction, 4846 Route 104, Williamson, New York  14589, to make the desired improvements to the Mill Street Parking Lot in an amount not-to-exceed $314,998.72.

Resolution #2007-063:

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A FUND BALANCE POLICY

WHEREAS the City of Canandaigua desires to establish a Fund Balance Policy for the General Fund; and

WHEREAS, the objectives of this policy are to preserve the credit worthiness of the City, to provide working capital to meet cash flow needs during the year and to stabilize the fluctuation from year to year in property taxes paid by the City’s taxpayers; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer have developed such a policy outlining the guidelines to achieve the objectives; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee reviewed and endorsed this Fund Balance Policy at its meeting of June 26, 2007; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the attached Fund Balance Policy is hereby adopted.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Resolution #2007-064:

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION CHANGING THE HEALTHCARE BENEFITS 

FOR NON-UNION EMPLOYEES

WHEREAS, Resolution #2005-099 changed the healthcare benefits offered to non-union employees by changing the medical insurance base plan to a version that requires higher co-pays for most services and prescriptions, and providing a Health Reimbursement Arrangement (HRA) IRS Section 105 plan; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its June 26th meeting, reviewed the benefits provided to non-union employees and recommended that the HRA benefit be increased;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that non-union employees be provided with HRA plans as follows: 

Employees with a single health insurance policy:

$  500 per year

Employees with a two-person health insurance policy:
$  950 per year

Employees with a family health insurance policy:

$1,200 per year

In addition to the above employer contribution amounts, the City will pay, through an HRA, any health insurance co-pay amounts for chemotherapy, radiation therapy, and kidney dialysis, up to a maximum benefit of $1,500 per calendar year.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that these changes are effective immediately.

Resolution #2007-065:

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THOMPSON HEALTH TO METER THE WATER VOLUME TO THEIR COOLING TOWERS TO REDUCE SEWER RENTS

WHEREAS, Thompson Hospital uses a large volume of water to cool its facility; and


WHEREAS, the cooling water does not enter the sanitary sewer system; and


WHEREAS, Thompson Health, Parent Company to Thompson Hospital, has requested permission to meter the water supply line to its cooling towers for purposes of avoiding sewer rents estimated to be $9,300.00 annually; and


WHEREAS, this subject was discussed at the Ordinance Committee meeting of June 28, 2007 with a recommendation for approval to the full City Council; and


WHEREAS, Thompson Health would be required to provide and install at their expense a meter meeting the City’s specifications including an annual accuracy test; and


WHEREAS, policies and procedures related to similar metering installations shall apply to the administering of this approval,
