Mayor Polimeni noted that Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony is out of town.

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of July 5, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests:
· Joe Klimek, CPA Director from Toski, Schaefer & Co. presented the Audit Report for the Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2006.  He reported that the City received an Unqualified Opinion and reported that they found no material weaknesses or non-compliance issues during the audit. A review of the Federal Programs resulted in no material weaknesses reported.  He reported that the City remains in a healthy financial position.  He stated that the City was well managed, in excellent financial condition and has strong internal controls.
· Aaron Cooper, Jefferson Avenue, discussed the following issues with the Council:

· There is a law that prohibits biking downtown but the signs only state skateboards and scooters. Biking should be added to the sign so everyone will know the law.

· A house-decorating contest for Ward 2, which would be a lot of fun.

· Bike Rodeo

· Hobby Shop for Canandaigua

· Nicole Mahoney, Downtown Bid Manager, presented to the City a signed poster of the Canandaigua Art & Music Festival, which was done by Christopher Wheat.

· Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported that the visitor season is going wonderfully.  She also brought copies of the material from the Federal Reserve meeting on July 17th.  The Chamber’s Anniversary Gala will be held August 28th at CMAC.

Miscellaneous:
West Ave Design – Ranks IGA Entrance – Mr. Richard Rank was present to discuss this issue, which was unresolved at the July 19th Environmental Committee Meeting and the July 31st Planning Committee Meeting.

Issue: West Avenue is being reconstructed by the City of Canandaigua and the City is attempting to redesign the area by Ranks IGA and reclaim the City’s right of way to provide more green space and safety.  The engineers for the street project as well as Chief McCarthy agree that the current situation is not safe and changes need to be made.  There have been many discussions and the five options that have been considered so far have been discussed at the Environmental and Planning Committee meetings. A decision needs to be reached soon because the street project has started.

Planning Committee: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met July 31st and further discussed this issue.  Many neighbors attended the discussion of the West Ave entrance to Rank’s IGA.  After much discussion and no clear consensus among council members, Mr. Rank and DPW Director Lou Loy agreed to meet one final time on Wed., August 1 to attempt to reach a compromise.

Compromise (Option 6) – Mayor Polimeni noted that a meeting was held Wednesday with Mr. Rank and Department of Public Works Director Lou Loy to work out a compromise listed as Option 6 which states:  20 ft Eastern opening, 47ft of green space, 87 ft Western opening, green space.  (This compromise was reached by cutting in half the green space of 84 ft originally proposed by the City.)

Discussion:  Councilmembers were not in agreement on this compromise.  Those against this proposal did not feel that it provided the best alternative for a controlled parking situation, as did other options.  There was little improvement over the current situation and did not provide enough curbing for safety and green space for aesthetics.  Traffic should enter and exit at certain points and this option provided too much open space.  There was also an expectation that other options would help with drainage, which has been a problem on West Avenue.  Lou Loy explained that drainage would not be affected by the amount or height of curbing but would be improved because the construction of the road will be sloped to the North. 

Those in favor of Option 6 supported it because it was a compromise that was worked out between Mr. Rank and City Officials and was safer than the current conditions that exist. The curbing as proposed in other options as a safety measure on both sides of the median, would not provide as much safety because cars can back over curbs or at the least a car can extend over the curb. If the West side opening is wider as proposed in Option 6, then it would prevent the stacking of cars on the street trying to make a turn into Ranks.  This area is very busy, especially when school is in session and school buses are trying to get through.  Also Option 6 (as well as other proposed options) would be sufficient to stop cars from cutting through the parking lot to avoid the intersection.

Mr. Rank’s concern is allowing enough room for two way traffic between the parked cars and the proposed median for green space and sidewalk.  The parking spaces in front of the proposed median would not be usable and he would lose business, which has already been hurt by new stores in the area.  He did not want any change to the area but is willing to accept the compromise proposed and indicated that it is the furthest he is willing to go.  He has been at the location for 10 years and has had no problems with people coming in and out of the store.  He indicated that if the City does not want him in the community that he would retire and close the store.

The Councilmembers made it clear that they appreciate the business Mr. Rank provides and that it serves a need in the community.  This decision is in no way meant to hurt his business and no one can predict what the impact will be from this or other factors in the Community.

The following motions were made on this issue:

Motion: Val Fenti moved for Option 4 which would be 16-20 ft East Entrance, 87 ft of green space, 30 ft West Entrance, green space. Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Russell, Shipley, Finch, and Polimeni voting against.

Motion: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell moved to accept the compromise Option #6.  Councilmember-at-Large Finch seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Nixon, Fenti, Henehan and Terwilliger voting against.

Motion: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan moved to add 20 more feet of green space to Option 6 changing it from 47 ft to 67 ft.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Fenti, Russell, Terwilliger and Finch voting against.

Motion:  Councilmember-at-Large Finch moved to add the 20 ft of green space to the other end, after the Western most opening.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Discussion:  This would not give clear access to the west end of the building where the employees currently park.

Vote Result: Failed (3-5) with Fenti, Russell, Henehan, Terwilliger and Polimeni voting against.

As there was no consensus on this issue, the Council agreed that it would be discussed again on Tuesday night at a Committee of the Whole. 
Committee Reports:
Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met twice in July submitted the following reports:

Planning Committee meeting on July 12th, 2007

1. Disposition of old ladder truck -The committee voted 3-0 to sell the 1987 pumper truck.  The committee chose to wait to make decisions about the other trucks till the full Fire Department Analysis currently being conducted by Matrix Consulting is presented to City Council
2. Two Special Events - The committee voted 3-0 to approve the Thompson Health Mid Summer’s Night Dream special event.  The event will take place August 3, from 6pm till 11pm at Steamboat Landing.

The committee voted 3-0 to approve the September 2 rescheduling of Independence Day festivities.  Various events will run from 3pm till 11pm.

3. Economic Development Director Report - Economic Development Director Sal Pietropaolo updated the committee on the following activities:  1. New York Main Street Grant Program; 2. Downtown activities, including the Main St Grant program, the Downtown Arts Festival and new business start-ups; 3. The formation of a new private sector group called the Canandaigua Advisory Council.

4. Phoenix Street Walking Tour - The committee next toured the Phoenix St neighborhood, and discussed potential improvements with the many neighbors who turned out.  The City Council will work to refine the ideas and create a “white paper” analysis of existing conditions.  Following the analysis, council will then form an action plan for changes.

Planning Committee meeting on July 31st, 2007

1. West Ave Design - Ranks IGA Entrance – (as stated above)
2. Main Street Improvement Plan
a. GRANGER STREET CROSSWALK.  After a lengthy discussion with residents of the Granger/Main St area, the committee vote 3-1 to recommend removal the pedestrian crosswalk at Main and Granger until a permanent solution for the crosswalk can be incorporated into the long range Main Street plan.

b. CROSSWALK LIGHTING.   The committee endorsed the City Manager’s plan to place in-walk crosswalk lights at the Antis Street/Main Street pedestrian crossing.  DOT has authorized the city to test this safety feature, and committee felt that Antis Street/Main Street was the logical test site.

c.  LONG TERM PLAN.  The committee set forth some parameters for discussion with NYDOT.  The city manager will invite the appropriate NYDOT officials to meet with the committee, as the DOT schedule permits, in August.  The committee hopes to initiate an on-going dialog with DOT that will lead to a comprehensive Main Street Improvement Program.

3. NYS Speed Limit Legislation -The committee endorsed a plan presented by Councilman Finch to pass a resolution and write personal letters to our state elected officials and respective Transportation Committee Chairs in both the State Senate and Assembly that supports current proposed legislation that would allow municipalities to set speed limits on local streets.

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met July 19th as a “Committee of the Whole” and reported the following:

1. Rank’s IGA Entranceway Design: Met at 5:00 at Ranks to review the design proposals.  Thirty-five people were in attendance in support of Mr. Rank.  No decision was made on the proposals.

2. Planning Commission candidate Interviews: The Committee of the Whole proceeded to the Hurley building to conduct interviews for the Planning Commission.  

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee did not meet in July but will meet on August 28th.  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger expressed his views in response to the auditor’s report given earlier this evening.  He stated that the City was very fortunate in our administration to have the City Manager, Assistant City Manager and the Clerk-Treasurer in the positions they are in.  The excellent report from the auditors in terms of the financial strength of the City, the management of our finances as well as the monitoring and reporting we owe to the leadership of these three people. 

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met July 19th and submitted the following report:

1. First on the agenda was continued discussion about downtown window signage.  It was decided that permanent window signs should be allowed in addition to the currently permitted wall signs. Window signs should be limited to 25% of any single window or door. There will be design review for all permanent window signs over 1 square foot in area. Temporary window signs, those displayed for less that 35 days, will not need a permit or design review but must have a date posted on them.  The total area of glass occupied by permanent and temporary signage should be less than 25%.

2. We then moved the discussion to A-Frame signs.  It had previously been decided that all commercial businesses within the City be allowed A-Frame signs. The placement of the signs is still in question.  In the BID, A-Frame signs must be placed within eight feet of the curb or within eight feet of the front wall of the establishment thus leaving at least an eight-foot-wide area in the center of the sidewalk free for pedestrians.  But what about outside the downtown area?  Would A-Frames be allowed on the city right-of-way between the curb and sidewalk?  This issue is still unresolved. 

We next heard two rezoning requests:

3. The first was from Michael DeNero of MARS Development Corp. who wishes to change the zoning of his Gibson/Charlotte Street corner property from R-1B (single family residential) to R-I (residential/institutional).  Mr. DeNero had hoped to build homes on his property but has had no luck so far in selling building lots.  Recently he was approached by a local medical practice wishing to build a doctor’s office on the site.  It was decided that an informal neighborhood hearing be held to judge the sentiments of the neighbors before going any further with this request.

4. We then heard from Robert Matson of the Daily Messenger/Messenger Post Newspapers who requested the possibility of rezoning 59 Buffalo Street to the M-1 (Manufacturing) designation.  If rezoning is allowed the newspaper would purchase 59 Buffalo Street as a site for future expansion.  The owners of 59 Buffalo were present and explained their situation.  They are very eager to sell and have the approval of the adjacent neighbors. The Committee recommended that this rezoning request move forward.

Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met July 10th and submitted the following report:

Besides committee members, Ryan Callin of the Bolster Program, was present.

The Skateboard Park presentation was deferred to another meeting due to conflicts with scheduling. Ellen Polimeni provided information relating to a “Battle of the Bands” fundraiser for the park to be held at the Civic Center on July 21st. The Skateboard teens will also have a table at the Rotary Pier Dance and will have a furniture auction on August 11th at the Hurley building. Both will serve as fundraisers.

The youth service project and gathering scheduled for September 14th at Jefferson Park from 4-7PM as a fundraiser for the skateboard park project. The NY National Guard Counter Drug Task Force will host a skateboard competition and will also have a climbing wall for additional interest.

The Fall MS and Academy Open House Expo schedule is set as:


MS 6th grade September 4th 6-8PM


MS 7-8th grade September 12th 6-8PM


Academy September 20th 6:30PM 

We discussed having the City and Town Summer Parks Program represented at the Expo as well as the Parents Resource Center.

The 211.org WEB site to provide information to parents and children was reported to have no local affiliates signed on as yet. We will continue to encourage local service organizations to sign on including those who serve the community in a professional capacity.

Ryan Callin provided a report of his activities in the Bolster Program. He currently has 13 youth in his program.  Should they have a class grade below 70 they do additional study hall exercises to improve their grades. He visits the Phoenix program regularly. Youth with three strikes he recommends they do community service, as they are not following discipline rules. His referrals come from the police department, and school Prevention Specialists. Most of the youth come from single female parent homes. He works with parents to improve their parenting and discipline skills.

We decided not to have a September meeting since we will have the opportunity to be at 3 expo meetings.
Skate Park: The youth raising money for renovating the skate park was given truckloads of furniture from the Inn of the Lake to sell as a fundraiser.  Adults are needed to volunteer time that day of the sale to help with this event.

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Business Improvement Director reported that the BID met on July 24th and discussed the following:

· Promotions Committee: June Art Walk, Holiday Art Walk, Downtown gift certificate program, fall events

· Recruitment: 99-103 S. Main St met with City to discuss plans and planning to open in November,  92-94 S. Main St German Restaurant approved in concept to going forward.

· Capital Improvement Committee: Tour of Bemis block building, Restore NY grant back on track and will be attending a workshop on this.

Resolution #2007-069

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION DESIGNATING JEFFERSON PARK

AS THE SITE OF THE COMMUNITY SKATEPARK

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua desires to provide on municipal property a skatepark for use by members of the community; and

WHEREAS, a community-wide committee of youth and adults has formed to raise funds for the design of skatepark facility; and 

WHEREAS, it is important for planning and fundraising purposes that the location of the skatepark facility be established early in the process; and 

WHEREAS, it is the goal of both the City Council and the fund-raising committee that the end result of this effort will be a renovated and expanded skatepark located in Jefferson Park; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that Jefferson Memorial Park is hereby designated as the site of the community skatepark.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Resolution #2007-070:

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 

THE THOMPSON FOUNDATION GALA
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua has received a special event request from the FF Thompson Foundation to hold the 2007 Thompson Foundation Gala on Friday, August 3, 2007 from 6:00 PM to 11:00 PM; and

WHEREAS, the event organizers have requested permission to place a tent between Steamboat Landing and the lakeshore that would extend from the private property into the public park, and this event would include the consumption of alcoholic beverages within the tent; and

WHEREAS, Section 519-14 of the Municipal Code prohibits the possession of alcoholic beverages in any City park, and Section 519-15 prohibits the possession of glass beverage containers in any City park;


WHEREAS, this request was reviewed at the July 12th Planning Committee meeting, and the Committee recommended approval of the special event subject to certain conditions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is hereby granted to the FF Thompson Foundation to hold the 2007 Thompson Foundation Gala, subject to the following conditions:

· No alcohol shall be served nor consumed within the park;

· The tent shall be located on private property to the maximum extent possible;

· The activities within the tent shall be arranged so that neither the bar nor any dining tables are located within that area of the park that is included within the tent;

· Signs and temporary barriers shall be positioned to restrict guests at the event from taking alcoholic beverages out of the tent area into the park; 

· The placement of the tent shall not obstruct the public path within the park; and 

· The event organizers shall provide the City with insurance of the type and in the amount as required by the City Clerk-Treasurer, and shall execute a hold-harmless agreement in the form attached hereto; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the event organizers shall adhere to any regulations that the City Manager or the City Police Department may establish to insure the health and safety of residents and park visitors throughout this event.

WHEREAS, the City has received an offer from one Orlando Vargas to purchase the 1986 KME fire engine that is no longer being used by the Fire Department, with the intentions that it will be sent to the Dominican Republic; and

WHEREAS, Fire Chief Robert Case has received a check from Orlando Vargas in the amount of $8,500;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby declares as surplus the 1986 KME fire engine; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 1986 KME fire engine shall be sold to Orlando Vargas for $8,500.

A RESOLUTION TO REMOVE THE MAIN STREET CROSSWALK

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua desires to preserve the safety of pedestrians crossing Main Street by improving the system of Main Street crosswalks from North Street to Eastern Boulevard; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua ultimately intends to implement a plan for design improvements and relocations of Main Street crosswalks in conjunction with the New York State Department of Transportation; and


WHEREAS, the City contracted with SRF Associates, Traffic Engineering & Planning Consultants to evaluate the existing crosswalk on Main St. at Granger St.; and


WHEREAS, SRF Associates concluded that the crosswalk at Granger Street is inappropriate and the crosswalk marking should be removed; and


WHEREAS, this recommendation was reviewed and endorsed by the Planning Committee of the City Council at its meeting of July 31, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua desires to remove the Main Street crosswalk at Granger St. prior to the beginning of the new school year;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the City Manager shall request permission from the New York State Department of Transportation to remove the Main Street crosswalk at Granger St.

Discussion:  Councilmember-at-Large Henehan asked if arrangements for a bus stop have been made.  Mayor Polimeni stated that they will be checking with the families to see if they want a bus stop at that location.

Vote Result: Carried (7-1) with Councilmember-at-Large Finch voting against.

A RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF REVISED

STATE SPEED LIMIT LEGISLATION


WHEREAS, legislation has been introduced in both the State Assembly and the State Senate that would amend the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law to authorize municipalities to establish residential speed limit districts with speed limits as low as fifteen (15) miles per hour; and

WHEREAS, a speed of 25 –30 miles per hour does not allow drivers adequate time to react to potentially dangerous situations which may arise in a residential area; and

WHEREAS, too few drivers realize that they need to drive much slower than the posted speed limit to drive safely in a residential neighborhood; and

WHEREAS, at the Planning Committee meeting on July 31st the proposed legislation was discussed, and support for its enactment was unanimous; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the City Manager shall send copies of this resolution, along with letters of support signed by all City Council members, to Senator Volker, sponsor of bill S 2946 and representing the 59th Senate District, which includes the City of Canandaigua; to Assemblyman Errigo, sponsor of bill A 5355; to Assemblyman Brian Kolb, representing the 129th Assembly District which includes the City of Canandaigua; to Hon. Thomas W. Libous, Chairman, NYS Senate Transportation Committee; and to Hon. David Gantt, Chairman, NYS Assembly Transportation Committee.

Manager's Report:

City Manager Cole gave the following report:

· Last weekend was very busy in Canandaigua with the Waterfront Arts Festival, Phoenix St. Blues Festival, and the Rotary Pier Dance.  There were no problems to report at any of these events.  Mayor Polimeni mentioned a misleading article in the Democrat & Chronicle concerning the proceeds of the Waterfront Arts Festival coming back to the City.  City Manager Cole explained that because this is a for profit event the City does receive 2/3 of the gate proceeds which 1/3 goes into the General Fund for expenses occurring from this event, and 1/3 goes into a Special Reserve Fund for Kershaw Park.

· There is a Local Government Commission started by Governor Spitzer, which is looking at local government.  There is a report, which City Manager Cole will be distributing to the Council and department heads titled “Outdated Municipal Structures”.  This is one of the best-written and most comprehensive reports dealing with this issue. 

· The Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies accredited Police Chief Patrick McCarthy and our Police Department for an impressive 5th consecutive time.  The accreditation requires that the Department meet a comprehensive and exacting list of requirements, which simultaneously demonstrates and improves the level of police professionalism in our community.  Congratulations to Chief McCarthy, to Sergeant Dean Spychalski who served as Accreditation Manager this time, and to the entire Police Department.
· City Manager Cole commented on his attendance at the Senior Executive Institute at the University of Virginia’s Weldon Cooper Center for Public Service.  This was an intense two-week school, which is dedicated to local government managers and concentrates on personal and professional development.

Miscellaneous:
· Motion: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moves to nominate Bill Taylor (1st Term expiring December 2009) to the Planning Commission.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Discussion:  This appointment is to fill the unexpired term of Sue Kaszynski and will count as his first term.  

Vote Result: Carried unanimously

· Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger noted that City Manager Cole’s attendance at the Senior Executive Institute was earned by him for achieving certain goals last year.
· Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger asked that Chief McCarthy and Sergeant Spychalski attend the next council meeting to report on the accreditation and for the council to recognize them for this achievement.
· Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger requested that when we reconvene to discuss the Ranks/West Avenue issue, that the diagrams used for the options be drawn to scale.  It would be important to visually see the proposals.  City Manager Cole stated that he would see if we had the official engineering drawing.   He suggested that Option 4 be modified to create another entry/exit in the middle of the suggested green space in addition to the two originally proposed.  Councilmember-at-Large Finch at an earlier meeting suggested this to Mr. Rank and DPW Director Lou Loy and they both expressed concerns with it.
