MINUTES OF THE CANANDAIGUA CITY COUNCIL MEETING

THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 6, 2007, 7:00 P.M.

Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance   

Mayor Polimeni welcomed Kay James, Acting City Manager in her first official meeting in the absence of Stephen Cole.  The Mayor stated that we are confident that Stephen will return to his position as City Manager.   She did see him yesterday and saw real improvements in him.  Today there was a blood drive at the fire hall from 2-7 in his honor because Stephen was a dedicated blood donor.  The Target Goal was 30 and had at least 70 donors.

Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-017: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua relative to “A-Frame” signs.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:05 p.m.  No one was present to speak to this ordinance and Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:05 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-018: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua, Article V: Establishments of Zone Districts.  This Ordinance would rezone 59 Buffalo Street from R-1B single family to M-1 manufacturing.

Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:06 p.m.  
Robert Matson, representing GateHouse Media stated that he is not an attorney or a principal decision maker for GateHouse Media but has a vested interest as a long-term employee of the paper.  He said that it would be in the best interest of the paper and the City for GateHouse to acquire this property, which is next to the Daily Messenger.  He spoke about GateHouse Media, who acquired the family owned Messenger Post News in January, and described it as an aggressive company.  At the same time they acquired the Messenger, they also acquired a competing newspaper.   They are very decisive company and looked at consolidating facilities after the purchases and they continue to do what is needed.  They acquired a press facility on Brickyard road only minutes from the Buffalo Street facility.  Since they have two facilities in such close proximity, it would be prudent to purchase 59 Buffalo Street to allow for possible expansion so they could sell the Brickyard Road facility. He stated that at this time no plans exist and if and when they do they still are subject to City review.  Mr. Matson stated that the paper has proven itself to be a very good neighbor.

Many residents of Buffalo Street were in attendance and Mike Linse, Gregory Rheude, Sr., Susan Quayle, and Michael Lada voiced many concerns to the Council.
Those concerns include:

· GateHouse Media Corporation just bought the paper within the last year and this is just what many residents feared when a family owned paper is bought by an out of state corporation.

· Residential communities are not lost to manufacturing and commercial development all at once but lost one home at a time.  The City needs to address this now before two or three properties have been sold and the residents have fled.

· This is a single request for a single property however other property owners on Buffalo St. and Perry Place have been approached by the sellers real estate agent saying that he was asked by the realtors of GateHouse to inquire about others who may be interested in selling their property.

· We do not know what the ‘Master Plan’ is in regards to any proposed expansion and therefore any zoning changes should be done in the context of a much bigger picture.

· The City mailed out a very nice brochure outlining its vision and values and we can’t see where this proposal of replacing residential with commercial/manufacturing fits within the vision for Canandaigua.

· Many were concerned about how any expansion would affect future property values.

· There were also concerns about the increased traffic from trucks and cars on an already busy street.

Michelle Cuthbertson, owner of 59 Buffalo Street spoke about their desire to sell the property.  They have lived in the house for 11 years and respect all who spoke tonight and indicated that the neighbors have all been great.  Their family is growing and the two-bedroom house is not big enough for them and they need to move.  Their house has been on the market for two years and the only offer they have received is from GateHouse.  When the parking lot went in behind them years ago, privacy fences were put up to help keep the privacy for the residents and she feels confident that whatever the paper does in the future will be done with the residents in mind to minimize any problems.

Robert Matson responded to some of the comments made and said that he was unaware of any real estate agent working to solicit more properties.  They feel that if they could not acquire this property it would be a lost opportunity for options in the future that would further root the company in Canandaigua.  He also wanted to point out that GateHouse Media is based in Fairport NY, which is good for keeping business in NY.

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of August 2, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of August 13, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.
Recognition of Guests:

· Representatives of the Red Cross presented the banner from the Red Cross Blood drive held in honor of Stephen Cole.  They reported that 78 people showed up to give blood and over 80 units of blood were collected.  They stated that usually this total is achieved after two days of a blood drive and this support showed what a caring community Canandaigua is.  Those that gave blood signed the banner that will be given to Stephen and his family.

· Mayor Polimeni recognized Boy Scout Seth Reed from Troop 30 who is working on his Community Service Badge.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported the Environmental Committee met on August 30th and submitted the following report:

1. The Committee heard about and approved many special events and most of those are on tonight’s agenda for full Council approval. Those events were;


- Scout Troop 32’s chicken BBQ September 2nd at First Niagara Bank

- Lights over Canandaigua, fireworks, boat parade and music at the Kershew Gazebo over the Labor Day weekend


- Dungan Street Block Party on September 2nd


- Howell Street Block Party on September 8th, from 4-12pm


- Skateboard Competition at Jefferson Skate Park on September 14th from 3-7pm


- Freedom Walk on September 11th at 5pm at the VA

- 9/11 Memorial Program on September 11th, starting at the Commons at 6:30pm and preceding up Main Street to the American Legion

- Canandaigua Lake 50 Mile Relay and Ultra Marathon, on October 6th, from 7am-7pm starting at FLCC and passing through the City


- Trick or Treat BMX Jam on October 27th at 6:30pm on Beeman Street

- Canandaigua Academy Homecoming Parade on September 29th from Howell Street to Fort Hill Ave at 12pm

The events were unanimously moved for approval. 

2. The Committee and Council Members reviewed a proposal from Verizon Wireless to erect a second tower at Waste Water Treatment plant to meet their coverage needs. The discussion touched on such things as services to residents, aesthetics, updating and merging with the existing tower, the load at our other tower site and the need to expand that soon, visibility of a larger tower and the ability to camouflage the tower. The Committee unanimously moved to allow discussions of erecting of a second tower at the site, that does not mean that one would be erected, only that staff can negotiate and explore the idea.

3. The Committee unanimously moved the SEQR for rezoning 59 Buffalo Street for Council approval.
4. Public Works Director Lou Loy updated the Council and Committee on the Inflow and Infiltration Study. The Council needs to award a contract for the second and third phases of the study. The phases include televising the entire sanitary sewer network to check for roots and breaks, and to do flow monitoring on the pipes. The cost would include the City buying 4 flow monitors rather than leasing, or being charged by the engineering company for using theirs. 3 of the 4 would immediately after the study, be used at the wastewater treatment plant. The fourth would be held in reserve for future use. We would also do the televising ourselves at a cheaper rate. The current sewer budget includes the cost of the study and the only additional cost would be the flow monitors, which we need to purchase in the future anyway. The Committee unanimously moved to award Hunt Engineers with Phase 2 and 3 of the study.
5. Kevin Olvany of the Watershed Alliance met with the Committee and Council in Executive Session to discuss property acquisition for the joint City/School/Constellation Brands storm water project at the Primary School.
Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met August 28th and submitted the following report:

1. Official Designation of a New Financial Institution
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah proposed adding a 6th financial institution to the City's list of authorized depositories -- First Niagara Commercial Bank.  The maximum limit was proposed to be $3.5million.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend this change to City Council in the form of a resolution.

2. Second Quarter Budget Report 

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented the second-quarter 2007 budget report for the general, water, and sewer funds.  The report format was upgraded to a much-easier-to-read-and-interpret summary document and contained 3-year comparison graphs, tables, and explanation narratives.  All major 2007 year-to-date revenue and cost streams appear to be consistent with past years and with budget estimates.  The one possible exception is sales tax revenues which appear to be under-running budget by no more than 4%.  Additional experience is necessary with the new County-wide formula before drawing a conclusion.  Estimated worst case will result in 2007 sales-tax revenues up by about $400,000 in 2007 vs. a budgeted increase of about $550,000.       

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the second-quarter report and thanked City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah for her timeliness in reporting and for streamlining the format.  The third-quarter report is expected to be ready for Finance Committee to review at its October meeting.

3. Tow Truck Fee Schedule
Police Chief McCarthy reviewed a proposed change in the City's fee schedule allowed tow companies on the City's rotational tow list for towing services within the City.  The proposed schedule is consistent, where appropriate, with Ontario County's fee schedule.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed schedule to City Council in the form of a resolution.

4. Vehicle for Public Works Coordinator

Acting City Manager James proposed that the City purchase a pickup truck from state bid for the soon-to-be-filled Coordinator of Public Works position.  It was pointed out that providing such a vehicle is standard for key DPW supervisors.  A truck previously used for an equivalent position was deadlined and auctioned in 2005.  James noted that this purchase would have no impact on the 2007 budget.  Budgeted but unspent salary and benefits dollars for the Coordinator position for the first 8 months of the year will more than offset the cost of the purchase.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed purchase to City Council in the form of a resolution.

5. Police Generator Contract Change Order
Police Chief McCarthy reviewed the need for additional work associated with the police generator project.  This is driven by unanticipated corrosion in the electric service panels.  The proposal will authorize a change order with the contractor who is replacing the emergency generator.  The funding for this change will be taken from the remaining budget for the Police Station roof, which was funded through a bond.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the change order to City Council in the form of a resolution.

6. School Resource Officer - MOU with School District
Acting City Manager James and Police Chief McCarthy reviewed a draft of an updated agreement for the 2007-2008 school year for the School Resource Officer position/program.  Some additional changes to the draft were discussed, and James and McCarthy were given the go-ahead to negotiate these changes with the School District.  Subsequently, the School Board authorized the Superintendent and Board President to execute the agreement with the City.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the draft (with changes) to City Council in the form of a resolution, pending agreement by the School Board.

7. Amend Bond Resolution
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the need to modify our previously-adopted bond resolution to reflect changes in funding that have been approved for the various capital projects that we are undertaking this year.  Since the items being amended are covered by three different bond resolutions, it is necessary to pass three separate amending resolutions.  The modifications include all engineering, design, and contingency components in addition to the construction component, which was included in the original resolution.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the bond resolution modifications to City Council in the form of three resolutions.

8. 2008 Budget Document

Acting City Manager James and Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed ideas for formatting the budget-planning document to be used this November for preparing our 2008 general, water, and sewer fund budgets.  Key concepts centered around improving efficiency of the process, simplification, and greater focus on "big picture" information and decisions vs. getting bogged down in minute details.  

Committee AGREED 4:0 to the suggestions, given that the detail will be readily available if and when needed.
Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met twice in and submitted the following reports:

1. The first item of business was resolution of the Ranks IGA entrance off West Avenue.  Members of the public as well as Mr. and Mrs. Rank and employees of the store were in attendance. Mr. Rank and Louis Loy presented yet another idea in addition to the already proposed six entrance alternatives. 

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell moved that we accept the proposal from Mr. Rank of a 25 ft East entrance, 40 ft West entrance with a guardrail separating the sidewalk from West Avenue and the parking lot and no green space.  Councilmember-at-Large Finch seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-5) with Anthony, Henehan, Fenti, Terwilliger and Polimeni voting against.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to accept Option 4 which would be a 16 ft East Entrance, 87 ft of green space, 30 ft West Entrance, green space. Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony seconded the motion.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to amend his motion to increase the West entrance to 40 ft (from 30 ft) and increase the East entrance to 24 ft (from 16 ft).  Councilmember-at-Large Henehan seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried (8-1) with Russell against.
Councilmember-at-Large Finch moved to amend Option 4 to reduce the green space from a width of 8 ft to a width of 4 ft. Councilmember-at-Large Shipley seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried (5-4) with Anthony, Russell, Fenti and Terwilliger against.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon moved to amend Option 4 by accepting the sidewalk design from Option 5.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (3-6)
Amended Motion:  Allows for 4 feet of green space and a five-foot sidewalk with a 40-foot entrance on the west and a 24-foot entrance on the east.

Vote Result on amended motion: Carried (6-3) with Anthony, Russell and Fenti against.
2. Chamber Music Festival:

Councilmember-at-Large Finch moved to deny the request to place A-Frame signs in the median for the Chamber Music Festival.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-5) with Henehan, Russell, Fenti, Terwilliger and Polimeni voting against.
Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to approve 3 signs that can be placed in the median for two weeks.  Mayor Polimeni seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried (6-3) with Anthony, Finch and Terwilliger against.
3. Boat Parade: There was brief discussion of the Lights over Canandaigua and Boat Parade to be held on the Sunday evening of Labor Day Weekend

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to approve the proposed parade route.  Mayor Polimeni seconded the motion. 

After further discussion this item was tabled until all questions could be answered.

4. Skate Park:  Sale of donated furniture to be held Saturday, August 11 at the Hurley Building with proceeds going to the fund for a new skateboard park.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon moved to approve the use of the Hurley Building for the sale of the furniture for the skate park.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Ordinance Committee Agenda Items:

5. The Committee held an informal public hearing regarding the proposed rezoning of the eastern corner of Gibson and Charlotte Streets.  Michael DeNero, owner of the property, explained his hopes for the property:  that it could be rezoned to allow for homes that could possibly be used as offices and/or homes.  Many neighborhood homeowners spoke in opposition to the proposal with concerns about traffic, safety, drainage, parking, and noise.  The Committee voted to dismiss Mr. DeNero’s request.  

6. Chris Iversen spoke in regard to his proposed Grande Meadows PUD request.  Mr. Iversen has purchased additional acreage and wishes to increase the number of units from approximately 100 to 150. Questions about traffic, drainage and excessive similarity of design were discussed.  The Committee decided that a public hearing on the matter be held at the September Ordinance Committee Meeting on September 4.  Neighborhood residents will be notified in advance.

Ordinance Committee meeting September 4th, 2007:

1. The first item on the agenda was a public hearing for the Chris Iversen PUD, “Village at North Ponds”.  Mr. Iversen first explained the proposed project.  Many neighbors then had questions about drainage, traffic, the increased density of the proposal versus the current zoning, the impact of the project on local taxes, clean up and noise at the site, and the need for the project to be in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan. These concerns will be addressed at the October Ordinance Committee meeting on October 2 before making any further decisions about the project.  

2. Next after brief discussion it was decided to amend the Noise Ordinance to exempt noise on city property when the City Council has authorized and permitted a function pursuant to a Special Event Permit, unless otherwise prohibited by the Special Event Permit.  An example of this would be the city sponsored fireworks display that took place on the Sunday evening of Labor Day weekend.   

3. The next agenda item was the addition of 2 overnight parking spots in the Downtown public parking area to provide parking for several Downtown residents.

4. After lengthy discussion no decision could be made on SEQR Review for Ordinance 2007-017 (A-Frame signs) or where these signs should be permitted.  This will be revisited at a future Ordinance Committee meeting.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met twice in August submitted the following reports:

Planning Committee meeting on August 14th, 2007:

Main Street Vision.

The committee and council members were joined by Dave Wink and Bob Purple of the City/Towns Transportation Study Committee, Kris Hughes, Ontario County Planning Director and representatives of the NYS DOT and the Genesee Regional Transportation Council.

Participants joined in a 90 minute discussion of an assessment of Main St conditions.  The topics included the physical condition of the road, current traffic volume estimates, pedestrian safety issues, and potential sources of funding for the reconstruction of Main Street, and advocacy strategies.  

The final 30 minutes were dedicated short-term projects that could be undertaken.  Some of projects have already commenced.  They include ROW excess soil removal, elimination of the Granger St Crosswalk, and coordination of the State and County efforts to record traffic volume on Main St.

The Main Street topic will be an on-going action topic of the Planning Committee for the foreseeable future.

Planning Committee meeting on August 21st, 2007:

1. Storage of the 1829 City of Canandaigua Assessment Roll.

The committee voted 3-0 to recommend that City Council assign custodial status of this informative and valuable piece of City history to the Ontario County Historical Society.  The Society has the space and special preservation equipment to keep this document in good condition.

2. Amendment of the Water Supply Agreement.

The committee voted 3-0 to recommend that City Council approve an amendment to the agreement that would expand the geographic area in which the city would be able to distribute water.  The areas of inclusion are attachments to current water districts that the city already serves.  The agreement does not preclude that water will be brought to these new areas.  The agreement only makes it possible to serve the new areas.

3. Request by Sonnenberg Gardens to use city Main St medians to display “Arts in the Garden” signage.  

The committee recommended 3-0 that the City Manager be empowered to deal with the applicant to place three signs at mutually agreeable locations along Main St.

4. Property Maintenance Standards. 

All council members present asked the City Manager to request the City Attorney and C Development & Planning Director review the Property Maintenance Handbook distributed by NYCOM for ideas that the city can immediately use to deal with under maintained properties in Canandaigua.  We hope have the review completed by the end of October.

Youth Committee: Mayor Polimeni gave the following report for the Youth Committee meeting held August 9, 2007:

1. Aaron O’Neil made the Skateboard Park expansion presentation. They have a fundraiser scheduled to sell used furniture donated by the Inn. They also have a fundraiser Sept. 14th at 4PM sponsored by the NYS National Guard Drug Awareness Task Force. They will host a skateboard competition and will provide prizes to the winners of various categories.

2. The youth service project and gathering scheduled for September 14th at Jefferson Park from 4-7PM as a fundraiser for the skateboard park project. The NY National Guard Counter drug Task Force will host a skateboard competition and will also have a climbing wall for additional interest.

3. The Fall MS and Academy Open House Expo schedule is set as:

4. The 211.org WEB site was discussed. Captain PB noted that they only allow a listing in one category. Hence the Salvation Army doesn’t show up under youth services.

5. Ellen Polimeni advised another event may come to the city for our youth. It is a “Trick or Treat BMX Bike Competition” sponsored by Red Bull and is considering taking place Beeman Street and Main on Oct 27th 6:30-9:30PM. There will be invited pro riders only.
BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported on the following:

· Finance Report given by Chris Keyes.

· Promotions – Fall events scheduled are Paint The Town Pink a fundraiser for breast cancer, Fall Into Canandaigua, the Scarecrow Contest, 2nd Annual Poetry Contest, a Corporate Outreach program offering scratch off cards will be available in September, and the Taste of the Finger Lakes with a target goal of $20,000.

· Recruitment/Capital Improvement – Restore NY Grant for the Labelon building, former Catskill Bagel building purchased by Simply Crepes hopes to be open by November. Construction on Mill Street has started.
· Canandaigua has received a lot of publicity to date.  The various events and the wonderful weather brought many people downtown. Will be testing two different types of lights for the holiday season so please drive by and voice your opinion.  You can call the BID office at 396-0300.
Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported the following:

· There is a Bugatti Rally which will be at Sonnenberg Gardens on Monday and at other area locations over the weekend. A Bugatti is an expensive French car

Resolution #2007-076

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION TO REQUEST RELEASE OF MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT


WHEREAS, Jeffery Fuels, Inc./ARMS Properties LLC owns property located at the intersection of East Lake Road (NYS Route 364) and Lake Shore Drive that encroaches on the road as shown on the drawing filed herewith; and


WHEREAS, The State of New York has reviewed the request and determined that it does not need the subject property for highway purposes, and the City of Canandaigua has no need for the property; and


WHEREAS, The property in question was acquired in 1931 by the City of Canandaigua when the road was a city road; and


WHEREAS, The road subsequently became a state road, title was never transferred, and the state took over maintenance and highway use jurisdiction, hereinafter referred to as “maintenance jurisdiction”; and


WHEREAS, According to Jeffery Fuels, Inc./ARMS Properties LLC, there is some problem with pollution though the site was cleaned up orginally; the cleanup needs to occur in the area being released by the state; and Jeffery Fuels, Inc/ARMS Properties LLC agrees to hold the City of Canandaigua harmless from any and all claims arising out of the alleged pollution of the site; and


WHEREAS, The State has taken the position that the City must ask the NYSDOT to abandon its maintenance jurisdiction and indicate the City’s willingness to accept maintenance jurisdiction; and


WHEREAS, the City has no interest in maintaining this property or having any responsibility for it, and accepting any maintenance or highway use jurisdiction or responsibility is legally inadvisable because of the environmental contamination that may be present on the subject property; now, therefore, be it


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City hereby requests that the State abandon its maintenance jurisdiction over the property shown on the drawing filed herewith; and be it further


RESOLVED, that the City, as the unrecorded owner of the underlying property, accepts the NYSDOT’s decision to abandon its maintenance jurisdiction over the property transferred by quitclaim deed to Jeffery Fuels, Inc./ARMS Properties, LLC.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (8-0) by roll call vote.

It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of the Prospect Street Reconstruction Project is $1,095,000 and said amount is hereby appropriated therefore and the plan for the financing thereof shall consist of the issuance of $1,095,000 in serial bonds of the City authorized to be issued pursuant to this resolution or bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of such bonds.  The City has estimated the respective costs of the specific objects or purposes to be financed within the Prospect Street Reconstruction Project to be $660,000 in street and roadway improvements (General Fund), $235,000 in water system improvements (Water Fund), and $200,000 in sewer and drainage improvements (Sewer Fund).  It is hereby determined that the periods of probable usefulness for the respective aforementioned specific objects or purposes are: (i) fifteen (15) years for $660,000 in street and roadway improvements pursuant to subdivision a.20.(c) of Section 11.00 of the Law; (ii) forty (40) years for $235,000 in water system improvements pursuant to subdivision a.1 of Section 11.00 of the Law; and (iii) forty (40) years for $200,000 in sewer and drainage improvements pursuant to subdivision a.4 of Section 11.00 of the Law. 

SECTION 3.  Section 3 of the 2006 Bond Resolution is hereby amended by replacing such section in its entirety with a new Section 3 to read as follows:
