Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of September 6, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests:

· Police Chief McCarthy and Sergeant Dean Spychalski spoke about the re-accreditation process.  The police department first became accredited in 1993 and we are among five or six police departments in NYS who currently are recognized nationally.  The accreditation requires us to maintain state of the art procedures in police management and operations.  The re-accreditation process is done every three years.  Sergeant Spychalski, as the Accreditation Manager, makes sure that we are in compliance with the standards and provides proof that we are following the procedures.  Mayor Polimeni thanked them for all their hard work.

· Craig Howard, Director of the VA and Mr. David Hill, Chief of Facilities came to discuss the programs at the VA.  First, the Canandaigua VA has been designated as a Center of Excellence, which is a research and education wing that allows us to diversify and compliment our healthcare.  The focus of this Center of Excellence is on PTSD.  Secondly, the Canandaigua VA has been selected to operate a suicide hot line, which currently receives 200 calls per week.   Third, under the Cares Capital Asset realignment decision, the Canandaigua VA will undergo a combination of new construction and renovation.  This will contain a nursing home and renovations to existing buildings to house mostly outpatient facilities and administration.  A construction plan will be submitted for approval and funding for 2010 and is projected to be completed in 2015.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported the Environmental Committee met on September 13th and submitted the following report:

1. Public hearing on the Restore NY grant application for the Labelon building. The only person to speak was Economic Developer Sal Pietropaolo. His comments were in support of the project and he stressed that the owner of the property needed to get his finances in order for the grant application and to show where the matching funds would be coming from.

2. Public hearing on the 10 Year Capital Plan. Patty and Tom Steele spoke to convey their support for the rock wharf project in the plan. The handed out sketches and photos of similar projects and wharfs in Alexandria Bay and spoke to the benefits such a project would have for the lakefront and pier.

3. Several special events were discussed and unanimously moved to Council for approval. 

· Fall Into Canandaigua Festival in Downtown on Saturday October 6th from 10am-4pm. Featuring The Giant Scarecrow for the Great Scarecrow Contest, kids activities and music

· Children’s Costume Parade on Saturday October 27th starting at 12pm in the Commons. 

· 1794 Canandaigua Treaty Commemoration on Sunday November 11th starting with a parade at 1:30pm from the Middle School to the Treaty Rock in front of the Court House, where the ceremony will start at 2pm.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met September 25th and submitted the following report:

1. Capital Project Change Orders - Public Works Director Loy reviewed two proposed minor change orders for the Multiple Street Project.  They are #1: $7,022.62 for a West Avenue tapping sleeve and valve (an administrative correction to the contract): and #2: $6,340 for changes to the railroad crossings project in order to meet DOT requirements.  It was noted that the project contingency reserve of $316,000 is way more than enough to fund these two changes.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend these two change orders to City Council in the form of a resolution.

2. 2007 Budget Amendments - Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented proposed amendments to the 2007 General, Water, and Sewer Fund budgets.  With one exception associated with additional Fire Department costs of $91,900 to fund the now-completed labor-negotiation settlement, all other changes were supported by new offsetting revenues, re-appropriation of line items within the budget, and previously-appropriated reserve funds.    

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah also reviewed a streamlined process for administering budget adjustments in future years.  The Committee will study and address at our next meeting.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed amendments to City Council in the form of a resolution.

3. Parking Ticket Fines - Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a proposal to change the process for collecting parking ticket payments that are in arrears.  This proposal would engage a credit collection agency to seek payments for all outstanding fines owed since 2001.  The collection fee would be offset by an additional charge of $20/ticket for fines outstanding after 60 days.  

The Committee will study and address at our next meeting.

4. Sales Tax Analysis - Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the City's sales tax revenue through second quarter 2007, the data behind the key factors driving the revenue increase, and the year-end projections.  This is the first full year that the City's sales tax income is being distributed under the new agreement with Ontario County.  Councilmember Finch also distributed copies of the County's 2Q2007 Sales Tax Distribution Summary memo.  Mrs. Abdallah is still projecting that the City will realize 2007 revenues close to the budgeted amount.  

Committee ACCEPTED the report and thanked Mrs. Abdallah for her detailed analysis and watchdog role she is playing to ensure the City receives its fair share.

5. Mill Street Parking Lot Transfer - Corporation Counsel Smith reviewed a proposal to enter into a land swap with a Mill Street Station property owner.  Such a swap will benefit the City with respect to the Mill Street Parking Lot repaving project and will also allow the property owner to have title to a strip of land at the rear of 143 South Main Street, allowing for permanent improvements, which would include a handicap-access ramp.  

Such a transaction will require a local law to be enacted.  A proposed local law, which allows for the City to sell property through negotiation rather than at public auction, will be considered at the October 2, 2007 Ordinance Committee meeting.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the land exchange to City Council in the form of a resolution.

6. In-Pavement Crosswalk Lighting Bid Award - Public Works Director Loy reviewed the results of bidding for the new in-pavement crosswalk lighting system slated to be installed in October at the Antis/Saltonstall Street intersection of South Main Street.  Three bids were received ranging from $42,936 to $89,470.  The low bid was considered to be responsive.  It was noted that some minor change orders might be needed to comply with new DOT specifications.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend acceptance of the low bid to City Council in the form of a resolution.

7. Utility Grant Program - Public Works Director Loy reviewed a proposal to amend the City's Community Development Utility Grant Program to provide residents having very low income with a full grant, rather than a matching grant, for qualified utility replacement projects.  The matching grant program would be retained for low-income residents.  As an example, water line replacements resulting from damages caused by City construction projects would be qualified for these grants.  The discussion resulted in a change from $1,000 to $1,500 in the cap for any single project.  Unchanged is the requirement that an applicant must provide income documentation in the form of the most-recent tax return.    

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend modification of the grant program to City Council in the form of a resolution.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met October 2nd and submitted the following report:

1. We first recommended that immediate action be taken to add a permanent stop sign to the intersection of Kennedy Street and Moore Street.  This had formerly been a T intersection but now is a full intersection as houses are being constructed in the Covington Subdivision.

2. Next followed a brief discussion about the voluntary cleanup of residue from a former manufacturing business that is soon to be done by Rochester Gas and Electric at their Clark Street property.  Adjacent residents have concerns that all of the residue is indeed within the bounds of the RG&E property and does not spill over onto their properties.  Lou Loy stated that it appears that the problem is contained within the boundaries of the RG&E property and neighbors will be apprised of the process.

3. We next addressed and moved to Council for approval the proposed Local Law #4 that will allow the City to sell property through negotiation rather than at public auction. Its first application would be to allow the City to exchange a strip of City-owned land along the rear of the building at 143 S. Main St. for a strip of land that is part of the parcel on which the building is located that extends in the Mill St. parking lot.

4. A public hearing was held at the September Council Meeting to address concerns about the proposed rezoning of 59 Buffalo Street.  At that time neighbors and Bob Matson of the Daily Messenger expressed their interests regarding the issue. The Council and Planning Commission had another opportunity to hear from interested parties at the Committee level.  After discussion it was voted 3 to 1 to send this on for final resolution at Thursday’s Council Meeting.

5. Resolution was finally reached on the long argued issue of commercial A-Frame signs!  After much discussion, it was unanimously voted that City Planner Rick Brown would work the following ideas into a proposal that will go before Council at Thursday night’s meeting:

· A-Frame signs would be allowed by all businesses;

· They can be no larger than 2x3 feet in size;

· They will be allowed in all districts except residential districts;

· They can only be displayed during business hours and must be taken in at night;

· They must be located on the private property of the business;

· There will be design review;

· In situations where the building abuts the public right of way the A-Frame sign; must be within 2 feet of the building;

· This ordinance will also apply to A-Frame signs used by not-for-profit agencies.

6. The final issue for discussion was a temporary resolution of the dilemma about regulation of commercial window signs.  It was voted 3 to 1 that there will be no restrictions on window signs.  Although a Committee formed by the BID had proposed regulations about the amount and type of window signage that should be allowed it was determined that enforcement of such regulations would be too difficult. 

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met with the Environmental Committee and discussed the following:

1. One topic was addressed surrounding property maintenance issues in the City of Canandaigua.  It was agreed that each Councilmember would find properties that could be addressed through our current ordinance.

Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee did not have a formal meeting but hosted three open house expos.

Watershed Council: Mayor Polimeni reported that the Watershed Council met on October 2nd and reported the following:

1. Looking at the Docks and Moorings Law adopted by all communities surrounding the lake and it needs to be reviewed.

2. Work with Naples to repair severe roadside erosion.

3. Acknowledgement of Assemblyman Kolb for his member item of $5,000.

Resolution #2007-079

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

WHEREAS, the City Council has proposed to make made amendments to Article V: “Establishments of Zone Districts”, specifically the rezoning of 59 Buffalo Street from R-1B “Single-Family” to M-1 “Manufacturing”; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed Ordinance #2007-018, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF regarding project impacts and consideration of both the magnitude and importance of each impact, it is reasonably determined that the project will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the proposed Ordinance #2007-018, will not have a significant effect on the environment, and directs that the attached SEQR Negative Declaration be filed in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

Discussion:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony stated that she received a phone call from a resident who wanted to convey one more time that there are currently no plans submitted for the use of this property by GateHouse.

Vote Result: Carried (8-1) with Anthony voting against.

Resolution #2007-092:

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION APPOINTING DANIEL J. REARDON

WHEREAS, the City Council has received an application from the Canandaigua Fire Rescue for appointment of Daniel J. Reardon to said Department as a Volunteer;  and


WHEREAS, the application has been reviewed and recommended by Fire Chief  Robert Case;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Daniel J. Reardon is hereby appointed as a Volunteer Member of the Canandaigua Fire Rescue.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Mayor Polimeni stated that the Council met with the Consultants doing the Fire Department study on September 18th.  They have asked all major stakeholder groups to respond to the report with their comments by the end of October to the Council.

WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee reviewed and endorsed these requests at their September 13, 2007 meeting; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager has determined that these events will pose no threat to the public safety; and

WHEREAS, the City and Town of Canandaigua entered into a Fire Services Agreement for the period of January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2011; and


WHEREAS, the Town of Canandaigua is unable to honor all of the terms of the Agreement due the restrictions of State Law; and


WHEREAS, the City and Town have mutually agreed to revise the language and terms of the Agreement in a manner consistent with the intention of the original Agreement; and


WHEREAS, the terms of the Fire Services Agreement between the City of Canandaigua and the Town of Canandaigua have been reviewed by the Acting City Manager and the Corporation Counsel;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager be, and is, hereby authorized to execute the attached Fire Services Agreement with the Town of Canandaigua.

Discussion:  Councilmember-at-Large Finch expressed concern over locking into a five- year agreement with the town when we just received a fire study that recommended additional purchases the City should make to service the Town. Mayor Polimeni and other Councilmembers stated that this agreement has already been put in place and we are only adjusting the payment schedule.  Also, the fire study put forth recommendations, which are not binding, on the City.

Vote Result: Carried (8-1) with Finch voting against.

Resolution #2007-095:

Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT TO INSTALL THE IN-PAVEMENT CROSSWALK LIGHTING WARNING SYSTEM

WHEREAS, it is desirable for enhanced pedestrian safety to install an In-pavement Crosswalk Lighting Warning System at the Main Street crosswalk north of the Saltonstall/Antis Street intersection; and


WHEREAS, competitive bids were received on September 24, 2007 to complete this project with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by M.L. Caccamise Electric Corporation in the amount of $42,936.00; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this project is available from the New York State Department of Transportation Environmental Initiative Grant; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award for this project;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract to install a complete In-pavement Crosswalk Lighting Warning System in an amount not-to-exceed $42,936.00 to M.L. Caccamise Electric Corporation, 721 Portland Avenue, Rochester, New York 14621. 

Discussion:  Lou Loy, Director of Public Works to explain what is going to happen on Main Street as we construct the crosswalks lights which will be inset in the pavement.  Since the pavement on Main Street is at the end of its useful life, it will have to be replaced and adequate drainage installed. In order to accomplish this, each side of Main Street will be closed off and traffic diverted to the opposite side which will handle two way traffic.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (9-0) by roll call vote.

WHEREAS, the developer for the Covington Place Subdivision received endorsement from the Environmental Committee on January 24, 2006 to construct and dedicate the infrastructure within the subdivision to the City of Canandaigua; and


WHEREAS, Covington Place Subdivision, Section 1, which includes parts of Kennedy Street (east of Moore Street), Spencer Lane and Saxton Lane are substantially complete; and


WHEREAS, an inspection of the facilities to be dedicated to the City of Canandaigua was held on September 18, 2007 generating a small punch list of items to be corrected; and


WHEREAS, the developer, Covington Place, LLC. has provided performance surety for the completion of the asphalt wearing surface in 2008 and maintenance surety as backing for the one year warranty utilizing the final inspection date of September 18, 2007 as the commencement of warranty; and


WHEREAS, the developer has requested in a letter to the Director of Public Works dated August 14, 2007 that requests dedication acceptance by the City of Canandaigua for the completed Section 1 of this development; and


WHEREAS, the Director of Public Works recommends acceptance of the dedication offer as the developer has completed the first section in conformance with the approved plans and specifications.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby accepts the Request of Dedication Acceptance for the Covington Place Subdivision, Section 1 that includes parts of Kennedy Street, Spencer Lane and Saxton Lane as shown on the attached drawing.

WHEREAS, the Contractor, Sicar Management and Construction Company, has submitted Change Order Request No. 1 for payment for this Tapping Sleeve and Valve in the amount of $7,022.62; and 


WHEREAS, the rail crossing improvements at Ontario Street and Pleasant Street require additional rail beyond what was specified in the contract documents due to Railroad and Department of Transportation regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor, Sicar Management and Construction Company, has submitted Change Order Request No. 2 to add the additional rail with appurtenances which is necessary to adequately construct new rail crossings at both streets in the amount of $6,340.00; and


WHEREAS, the Multiple Street Project Construction Contingency has a fund balance of $316,000.00 for unforeseen costs associated with the project; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its September 25, 2007 meeting, reviewed and recommended approval of these two change orders with their respective amounts of $7,022.62 and $6,340.00; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend approval of these two change orders.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOVLED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager to execute these two change orders with their respective amounts of $7,022.62 and $6,340.00 with Sicar Management and Construction Company with funded provided by the Project Construction Contingency.
