Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of November 16, 2006.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests:

· Mrs. Cheryl Drake introduced the 6th Grade Trumpeters who played Hark the Herald Angels Sing and We Wish You A Merry Christmas.  The Canandaigua Middle School Christmas Concert will be held December 19th.

· Mrs. Petrie introduced the 7th and 8th Grade Chorale who sang Now We Walk in Beauty and Grant Us Peace.

· Mr. Michalko introduced the team of students from the Middle School Filmmakers Club that wrote, directed, filmed, edited and acted in the Sidewalk Safety video.  The concept of this video was a game show and it was shown at the Council Meeting.  The students explained what they did and how it was put together.  This will be shown as a Public Service Announcement on Channel 12 the Public Access Station.   

Committee Reports:

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee is scheduled to meet December 19th.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee is scheduled to meet December 19th.

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported that the Ordinance Committee is scheduled to meet December 14th.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee has held six workshops on the budget and will be presenting a budget for adoption for the General Fund, Water Fund, Sewer Fund, Technology Fund and Watershed fund.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met December 5th and submitted the following report:

Besides committee members, the meeting was attended by Doug Finch, Peter Mulvaney, Edie Hsu, Andy Thomas, and Youth Council Members; Gretchen Syvrud, Kaitlin and Carly.

The Youth Council Members were introduced. Mayor Polimeni is setting up a Youth Council Meeting sometime in January.

Mission Statement: Ellen Polimeni presented two revised versions of the Mission Statement. The Committee approved the following: ” By continually delving into the needs and concerns of all area youth, we will, in partnership with the community, advocate proven programs, identify programming gaps within our demographic area, recommend solutions and take appropriate action with the support of City Council.”   

Vision Statement: Vision Statement was previously approved. We envision a community where all youth are prepared for life’s challenges, and that they have the opportunity to develop and mature physically, educationally and emotionally within a safe and caring environment.

Communications: Andy Thomas presented a list of school publications and offered the possible use of the school web site to publish events and possible publication of items the committee might wish to publicize

1. Digest-random publish date. Next publication January or February. Need information a month ahead of publication.

2. The Link; Primary and Elementary School publication. Published monthly at the first of the month. Information required early to mid month ahead of the following month’s publication.

3. News and Notes; Middle School, Fairly regular publication. Reach’s mainly parents. Difficult to reach the students.

4. Student Publication; Academy “Cannon” is coming back. They also have a web site. Contact: Zach Dallmeyer Drennan.

5. Academy News and Notes by Principal. Usually published at marking periods and is addressed to parents.

6. District web site; e-news sends out news to registered parents on subjects they chose.

7. PTO flyer for K-8 parents, especially effective for Primary/Elementary parents. Published monthly.

8. Info Center once per month hand out to Academy students.

 Most publications would welcome good content. Needs to be complete and timely.

Head Start letter writing campaign was discussed. An email will be distributed with appropriate web sites and faxes along with general description of Head Start benefits. Ellen Polimeni to get the name of the Chair of the committee this bill will come from.

Parenting Symposium. We will seek to do a Spring Symposium on a subject relative to youth issues. There was considerable discussion about the lack of involvement with parenting classes. The thought was to take a specific subject and design the symposium around that subject, not mentioning parenting. Sensation seeking was one topic suggested. Others including bringing in a renowned speaker, build on our strengths, award students and parents for positive or constructive behavior-the Colin Dunlap story as an example.

Youth Council to meet in January. Main topic will be what the Youth Council would like to take up as a project.

Suggestions for agenda items for future meetings: Suggestions included career development training and the school drug and alcohol survey.

Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director gave the following report on the BID:
· Holiday lights and decorations are up Downtown with thanks to the Department of Public Works Parks and Recreation Department.

· Taste of the Finger Lakes fundraiser was very successful.

· Santa’s hours are 6-8pm Thursdays and Fridays and 12-4pm Saturdays and Sundays.  On December 23 and 24 the hours will be from 10am -2pm.  On the weekends, courtesy of Constellation Wine, will continue free horse and wagon rides.

· Canandaigua Churches in Action is also at the Commons Park during Santas hours to accept donations of food and other non perishable items

Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, spoke about the lighting contest “Light Up Canandaigua” on December 14-16.  There will be a free bus tour from the Canandaigua Chamber of Commerce at 5:45, 6:45 and 7:45 each of those nights, with December 14th reserved for Senior Citizens. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the said budget, as adopted by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua, shall be effective for the fiscal year commencing January 1, 2007.

Discussion:

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger: The Council met as a committee of the whole to discuss the budget proposal presented by the City Manager.  The budget discussions included the General, Water, Sewer, Technology and Watershed Funds. 

The Water Fund includes an increase in the water rate of 12% and the Sewer Fund includes a sewer rate decrease of 7%.  The net result for an average user is estimated to increase $8 per year. 

General Fund:  The Council worked very hard to ensure that the priorities set reflect our strategic plan.  The strategic plan focuses on infrastructure, parks and recreation and public safety.  The priority decisions made on the proposed budget emphasize those areas.

Infrastructure – Replacement of equipment, tools and vehicles, the new bond issue includes a new fire truck and street reconstructions.

Parks and Recreation- Redoing the tennis courts at Baker Park, upgrading Jefferson Park playground, adding a new position in the parks department and increasing seasonal hours for parks workers.

Public Safety – Adding an additional police officer, as an over hire, focusing more of a presence downtown, additional overtime for police investigations, additional overtime to fire department and funding a study in the fire department for efficiency and improvements.

Overall budget issues – Increasing costs in health insurance and pensions costs and decreasing the amount of fund balance used to offset budget gap.

Conclusion – The budget reflects a tax rate increase of 3.7%, which is about equal to inflation.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon-Not sure about adding an additional park employee but will support the budget as presented.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti-Supports the additional police officer because that was important to the residents as reflected in the recent survey, as well as an increased allocation to police investigations.  Also added to the budget was a park employee needed because of the park expansions in the City. These additions represent a large part of the tax increase.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell-Thank you to City Manager Cole, Assistant City Manager James, Department Heads, Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger for his leadership through the process, and the Council for their hard work. Have concerns on the budget as it stands and will not be supporting it due to the increase of 3.7%.  Had hoped for only a 2.5% increase and does not support the increase of personnel in the budget in the parks department and police department.  Will be faced with a difficult task of funding this in 2008. 

Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony- Very interesting to know that we are responsible for such large numbers which require balancing the needs and wants of the communities as well as the taxes we all pay.  We worked together as a team.

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan- Learning a lot about the process and although no one wants a tax increase it was important to add the over hire in the police department to have more of a presence downtown.

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley-Would have liked to see more dollars added to the fund balance so will discuss this again for the 2008 budget.

Councilmember-at-Large Wink- Not a proponent of more taxes but not proponents of letting things go into disrepair.  This budget addresses the quality of life issues in Canandaigua.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger- The police over hire is in the budget for three quarters of the year, which is scheduled to end September 30.  This is a temporary replacement for an officer out on disability.  A property owner that has a home assessed at $150,000 would increase their taxes by $30.00

Mayor Polimeni- Thanked family for putting up with us during this process.  No one is in favor of tax increases but we need to raise dollars for infrastructure instead of putting if off until it becomes a bigger problem.  In terms of other small cities we benchmark with, we still have the lowest tax rate. 

Vote Result: Carried 8-1 with Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell voting against.

Mayor Polimeni welcomed Boy Scout Troop 30 working on their communication merit badge.

You are hereby REQUIRED AND COMMANDED TO collect from the several persons and corporations named in the Assessment Roll to which this warrant is annexed, the several sums of money mentioned in the column thereof, to wit: the one marked “County Taxes” and set opposite to the name of such persons or corporations respectively, together with your fee thereon, as hereinafter provided.

Immediately upon delivery of said Roll and Warrant to you, you shall mail to each taxpayer against whom any tax shall be charged on such roll, at last known post office addresses, a statement of the amount of such tax, designating the Clerk/Treasurer’s Office in said City, as the place for receiving payment of the taxes from January 2nd to January 31st, both dates inclusive, from nine o’clock in the morning until four forty-five o’clock in the afternoon, and any person may pay her/his tax at the time and place designated.

Upon all taxes collected after January 31st, 2007 such Clerk/Treasurer shall collect one percentum: and after the expiration of said last day of February, you are to proceed and collect the unpaid taxes in the manner provided by the Statutes of the State of New York.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2007 BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT (BID) BUDGET, ESTABLISHING THE 2007 BID CHARGE LEVY, 

AND AUTHORIZING THE CLERK/TREASURER TO 

SPREAD AND COLLECT THE SAME

WHEREAS, the Downtown Business Improvement District (BID) was established by the City Council on July 9, 1992 by Local Law No. 4; and   


WHEREAS, the operation of the BID is governed by the provisions set forth in Article 19-A of the General Municipal Law, Section 980j of which requires that the expense incurred in the operation of the district shall be financed in accordance with the district plan upon which the establishment of the district was based, and that the district charge upon benefited real property shall be imposed as provided in the district plan; and that the charge shall be determined, levied, and collected in the same manner and at the same time and by the same officers as the general municipal taxes are levied and collected; and 


WHEREAS, the proposed 2007 BID budget was accepted by the Board of Directors of the Downtown Canandaigua Business Management Association, Inc. at its meeting of November 15, 2006 and was submitted to the City Council for approval and funding, and a revised budget was approved by the Executive Committee of the Board on December 6, 2006; and

WHEREAS, the BID’s 2007 budget, a summary of which is attached hereto, includes $25,000 in anticipated revenue to be generated by the BID charge; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the proposed 2007 BID budget is hereby approved; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the amount of $25,000 shall constitute a levy of the amount to be raised by the district charge, and a warrant to the Clerk/Treasurer to spread and extend such levy upon the properties in the Business Improvement District in accordance with the district plan, and to collect the same.

Discussion:

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon as a member of the BID Board had recused himself at the BID meeting on voting on the proposed budget presented to the City so that he would not have a conflict of interest for the vote on this resolution.

Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony has recused herself from voting due to a connection with the downtown area.

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan has recused herself from voting due to a downtown partnership interest.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by roll call vote with Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony and Councilmember-at-Large Henehan abstaining.
Resolution #2006-101:

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE 2007 WATER RATES 

FOR THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA

WHEREAS, the City Council has adopted the 2007 Operating Budget for the Water Fund; and


WHEREAS, the Water Fund Budget calls for an increase in the water rates in order to meet the financial requirements of the Water Fund in 2007; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua sells water to residential and commercial water customers within the City and by contract to several town water districts;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the water rates charged for residential and commercial water customers within the City be increased to $2.30 per 1,000 gallons of water with a minimum quarterly charge of $25.81, that the water rate charged for suburban customers be increased to $3.33 per 1,000 gallons of water with a minimum quarterly charge of $37.36, and that said rates shall be in effect for all water consumption billed on or after January 1, 2007.

A RESOLUTION CONSENTING TO THE ASSIGNMENT OF THE MORTGAGE NOTE, MORTGAGE, ASSIGNMENT OF LEASES AND RENTS, AND PREFERRED MORTGAGE BETWEEN STEAMBOAT LANDING, LLC AND THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA.

WHEREAS, The City of Canandaigua agreed to provide $2,100,000.00 of U.S. Housing and Urban Development - 108 (“HUD”) monies to Steamboat Landing, LLC to acquire real property and construct a restaurant/conference facility and cruise boat operation; and 


WHEREAS, to secure said indebtedness a Mortgage Note, Mortgage, Assignment of Leases and Rents, and Preferred Mortgage, (“the Mortgage Documents”) all dated July 13, 2000 were properly executed by Christopher N. Iverson, President of Steamboat Landing, LLC; and


WHEREAS, Steamboat Landing, LLC is desirous of selling its property and assets secured by said the Mortgage Documents to a company owned by David Genecco; and

WHEREAS, David Genecco upon purchase of the property is willing to assume all debts and obligations of Steamboat Landing, LLC relative to and subject to the same terms and conditions as set forth in the Mortgage Documents; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua maintains and manages the HUD-108 account relative to this indebtedness but the security was assigned to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Council hereby consents to the assignment of the Mortgage Documents from Steamboat Landing, LLC to a company owned by David Genecco subject to:

1) All accounts of Steamboat Landing, LLC, including the HUD-108 and Forbearance account, being brought current and remaining current through the sale closing; and

2) Certification from Mr. Genecco that he intends to maintain a public restaurant/conference facility and cruise boat operation on the property; and

3) Approval of the assignment by HUD under whatever terms and conditions HUD may require.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution shall be provided to the attention of John Heimbeck in the HUD Buffalo office.
