Mayor Polimeni said that Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger was absent due to family obligations.

Public Hearing:  On the proposed 2008 Budget:
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:03 p.m.

Mayor Polimeni stated that the article in the Messenger about the 2008 Budget did not include comments from the Council.  The article indicated a 14% tax increase but the Council has never passed a budget as submitted. We always review the budget, taking a hard look at all aspects of it.  All the budget meetings are open to the public. 

The following individuals were present to speak on the proposed budget:

· Bob Love, Design Drive asked where the increase costs was coming from that led to a 14% tax increase.   

The Mayor explained that the tax rate itself actually went down but because of the increase in the assessed values, the overall increase in the levy is 14%.  During the budget reviews that Council has asked all department heads to identify where they could reduce costs by 5% or increase revenues by 5%.

Acting City Manager James explained that the spending in the budget has only increased by 1.6% compared to the 2007 budget and some of that increase is due an increase in debt service for bonding of all the capital projects that have taken place throughout the year.  Other increases in the budget are due to retirement and health insurance increases.  Where we have cut to enable only a 1.6% increase is in capital expenditures.  We have eliminated all but the essential capital expenditures.  The biggest factor in this years budget was the amount of fund balance used to balance the budget.  In the past we have balanced the budget with a large portion from fund balance.  Earlier this year the Council passed a policy which maintains a fund balance position equal to a minimum of two months of the ensuing years expenditures.  Because of this policy a smaller amount of fund balance was used to balance the budget.

Mayor Polimeni stated they were dedicated in reducing the 14% increase.  We will have more budget meetings starting at 5:30 at the Hurley Building.  The budget will be voted on at the first meeting in December.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read an email in support of Wood Library.  

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:31 p.m.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported that the Ordinance Committee did not meet in November due to budget meetings.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee did not meet in November due to budget meetings.

Finance: Mayor Polimeni reported that the Finance Committee has had several budget meetings in November.

Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee did not meet in November due to budget meetings.

Resolutions:

Resolution #2007-112

Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A SERVICE CONTRACT 

TO REPLACE THE CARPET FLOORING AT CITY HALL

WHEREAS, the City Hall carpet flooring installed in 1990 has worn in several locations to the point where tripping hazards exist; and


WHEREAS, bids were opened on October 25, 2007 to replace the carpet flooring at City Hall; and

WHEREAS, two bids were received with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by Canandaigua Carpets, Inc. in an amount of $31,802.42; and

WHEREAS, funding for this project is provided through the City Hall program line specific to this project, City Hall program line item transfers and the New York State Court System (third floor); and

WHEREAS, it is the intent to reduce the project cost, via a change order, by eliminating the Pedimats at a cost of $1,769.00 which will ultimately bring the project cost down to $30,033.42; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee at its November 13, 2007 meeting recommended a contract award and the staff’s plan for funding of this project; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a contract award to Canandaigua Carpets, Inc.;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Canandaigua Carpets, Inc., 220 South Main Street, Canandaigua, New York 14424, to replace the carpet flooring on all three floors of City Hall in an amount not-to-exceed $31,802.42.
Discussion: Councilmember-at-Large Finch stated that he feels there are other items that the money should be used for and will be voting no on this resolution.

Vote Result: Carried (7-1) with Finch voting against.

Resolution #2007-113:

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A CHANGE ORDER TO REDUCE THE CITY HALL CARPET REPLACEMENT PROJECT CONTRACT

WHEREAS, Canandaigua Carpets, Inc. has been awarded a contract to replace the carpet flooring on all three floors at City Hall; and

WHEREAS, the contract award included the replacement of two Pedimats at a cost of $1,769.00; and

WHEREAS, in an effort to reduce the project cost, the replacement of the two Pedimats and the corresponding costs are being eliminated from the project; and

WHEREAS, these Pedimats can be replaced at a later date without impacting the remainder of the flooring project;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manage to execute a change order to reduce the flooring contract with Canandaigua Carpets, Inc., 220 South Main Street, Canandaigua, New York  14424,  in the amount of $1,769.00 by eliminating two Pedimats.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (8-0) by roll call vote..

Resolution #2007-114:

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THE ENVIRONMENTAL SIGNIFICANCE 

OF THE SUCKER BROOK STORMWATER MANAGEMENT PROJECT
WHEREAS, the City Council is administering a New York State Water Quality Improvement Project grant that will pay 50% of the costs associated with the Sucker Brook Stormwater Management and Stream Bank Stabilization Project hereinafter referred to as “Project”; and

WHEREAS, the Project will create two stormwater wetlands on school district and Canandaigua Wine property and stabilize 380 feet of stream bank between Clark St. and Parrish St.; 

WHEREAS, The Project has been determined to be an unlisted action under SEQR; and


WHEREAS, the are multiple governmental entities potentially involved in this project including: Canandaigua City School District, Town of Canandaigua, New York State Department of Environmental Conservation, New York State Department of State Coastal Resources, Ontario County Highway Department, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Buffalo Office thus requiring a coordinated review; and


WHEREAS, the City declared lead agency status on June 21st, 2007 with none of the other potentially involved agencies disputing this status thus allowing for a coordinated SEQR review; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed Sucker Brook Stormwater Management Project, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF regarding project impacts and consideration of both the magnitude and importance of each impact, it is reasonably determined that the project will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the proposed Sucker Brook Stormwater Management Project, will not have a significant effect on the environment, and directs that the attached SEQR Negative Declaration be filed in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

Summary:
Allowing alternate-side overnight parking on West Avenue from Sucker Brook North to Pearl Street.
Councilmember-at-Large Finch moved to lift Ordinance #2007-024 from the table.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Councilmember-at-Large Finch moved adoption of Ordinance #2007-024. Councilmember, Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Discussion: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell received a request from a resident for the Council to consider making this ordinance applicable only for the winter months for snowplowing.  It was decided to vote on the ordinance tonight as it is presented and to place this item on the Ordinance Committee agenda for further discussion.

Ordinance #2007-026: (Introduced and tabled at the November 1, 2007 Council Meeting)
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 648-13 ENTITLED “STOP INTERSECTIONS” OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE

Summary:
Adding designated stop intersections and stop signs at Beeman Alley from north with Saltonstall Street and Beeman Alley from south with Beeman Street.
Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to lift Ordinance #2007-026 from the table.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved adoption of Ordinance #2007-026. Councilmember, Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (8-0) by roll call vote.

Ordinance #2007-028: (Introduced and tabled at the November 1, 2007 Council Meeting)
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 648-21 ENTITLED “PARKING, STANDING AND STOPPING RESTRICTIONS” OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE

Summary:
No parking, standing or stopping on the north and south sides of Chapel Street from the east curbline of North Main Street to a point 240’ easterly and no parking, standing or stopping on Chapel Street between 7 a.m. and 8 a.m. Monday through Friday on the south side from a point 240’ easterly from the east curbline of North Main Street to the west curbline of North Pleasant Street.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon moved to lift Ordinance #2007-026 from the table.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Discussion:  Several residents and business owners were present to speak on this ordinance.  There was concern over reducing the number of spaces on the street.  The businesses already had six spots removed when Main Street was redesigned for a turning lane.  The Council is very concerned about safety issues at that intersection.  There are issues of traffic stacking at the intersection when cars are parked on Chapel Street close to the intersection.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell moved to place this back on the table for further discussion at committee. Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

· Capital Project Update:

· West Avenue reopened yesterday at 5:00.  There is one more coat of asphalt to be put on in the spring after the base coat has wintered and final landscaping will be done in the spring.

· Prospect Street is also reopened and will be completed in the spring.

· In pavement lighting crosswalk – the lights are not yet in the pavement, only the canisters until the controllers are installed.

· Mill Street – the bases for the Farmer’s Market is finished and the Town of Canandaigua will help put up the building. 

· Lagoon Park – the Town of Canandaigua is currently helping us put in the culvert.

· Next week City Offices will be closed Thursday and Friday for the Thanksgiving Holiday and the Thursday garbage pick up for Ward 2 will be moved up to Wednesday.

Miscellaneous:

· Mayor Polimeni said again how wonderful the railroad tracks are.

· A West Avenue resident commented that the traffic light at the West Avenue intersection is flashing red, which makes it difficult to cross the street.  Acting City Manager James stated that the light will stop flashing soon and will check with DPW to see when the light will return to normal operation.
· Mayor Polimeni welcomed Peter Blackwood who took a beautiful photograph of City Hall and the Court House, which he donated to the City.  He also donated a photograph he took of Kershaw Park.  The Council thanked him for the photographs.
