Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade reported that the Planning Committee met on January 8 and reported the following:
1. Mark Peterson – President & CEO of Greater Rochester Enterprise

Mark Peterson, President & CEO of Greater Rochester Enterprise (GRE), spoke to us about the organization and what it does.  The privately funded GRE brings new businesses to our area, helps to grow existing business and supports emerging businesses, a “unified approach to economic development.”  Thirty years ago four companies in the Greater Rochester Finger Lakes Region accounted for 60% of the area’s employment.  Today they account for 3.5%, our region is much more diversified 

Our Region has many pluses giving us a competitive edge:

· Large population with higher education

· Fresh water is readily available

· The region is within 500 miles of 1/3 of the US and Canadian Population

Last year GRE brought 8 new companies to the region

2.  Streetscape discussion:

Asst City Manager Bryan White has diligently been working on all aspects of the downtown streetscape project coordinating with the involved agencies to meet everyone’s goals for this project.

We will now be putting in 10 Bio retention gardens of the original 24 therefore, retaining our grant.  These “Rain Gardens” will absorb almost all of the sidewalk water and 25% of street water.  The Planning Committee was in full support to go ahead with this plan and hope to start on the visible aspect of the streetscape this spring.  Way to go Bryan.  

4.  Rich Russell – Comfort Care Home concept

City Supervisor Rich Russell presented a plan to open a Comfort Care Home in Canandaigua.  The home provides care to those terminally ill to keep them comfortable in their last days in a home setting.  Each home only has space for 2 people and is run by many volunteers. 

4.  Bill Taylor – Active Transportation Plan

Bill Taylor presented a summary of his Active Transportation Plan for the committee’s consideration.  

Active transportation is defined as a network of complete streets and shared pathways that accommodate all travelers in a safe manner.  The network is designed to provide a choice in the mode of transportation for individuals.

The plans goals are as follows:

· Inspire a mindset when making decisions concerning the transportation

· Evaluate the transportation system design as a whole

· Provide information to all users of all modes of transportation
5.  Downtown Crosswalks – David Whitcomb 
City Councilperson David Whitcomb suggested eliminating 2 existing crosswalks that are very close to other crosswalks and adding marking such as flags to other crosswalks, specifically the crosswalk by Byrne Dairy.

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE EFFORTS OF 

CANANDAIGUA COMFORT CARE TO ESTABLISH A COMFORT CARE HOME IN THE CANANDAIGUA AREA

WHEREAS, national and NYS research shows a clear preference by terminally ill people to spend their final days in the peaceful surroundings of an at home setting; and

WHEREAS, over 230 cancer related deaths occur in Ontario County every year, most occurring in the 60 years of age or older population; and

WHEREAS, Comfort Care homes provide a no-charge home-like setting for up to two hospice-eligible terminally ill residents at a time; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of Canandaigua Comfort Care Home to provide holistic care as guided by the hospice philosophy; and

WHEREAS, there are only two other Comfort Care style homes in Ontario County at this time; and

WHEREAS, Canandaigua Comfort Care will seek funding from private donors or groups and grants from non-governmental organizations to establish and operate its comfort care home; and 

WHEREAS, a comfort care home that provides a no-charge service for the hospice-eligible population will benefit many residents and families in our community, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua supports the efforts of Canandaigua Comfort Care to establish a comfort care home in the Canandaigua Community.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SUBMITTAL OF 

GRANT APPLICATIONS TO MAKE SEVERAL IMPROVEMENTS TO THE LAGOON PARK AND OUTLET AREA


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has agreed to sponsor grant applications to make several improvements to the Lagoon Park and Outlet Area on behalf of and in partnership with the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council, Finger Lakes Community College, Canandaigua Botanical Society, Ontario County Soil and Water Conservation District, Canandaigua Lake Watershed Association and Jim Engel of White Oak Nursery; and

WHEREAS, if successful the grant will help support a variety of projects including; 

· stream bank stabilization along 250 feet of the Outlet between Lakeshore Drive and the walking bridge, 

· provide handicapped fishing access along the Outlet, 

· remove the pillars located at the lake/outlet connection to improve canoe/kayak access between the lake and Lagoon Park along with improving the flow of water through this area, 

· remove invasive species in the Lagoon Park area and plant native species to improve the habitat value of the Park, 

· provide educational signage and outreach efforts along with long term monitoring and maintenance of the restored areas; and


WHEREAS, if successful the seven partners will provide a variety of in-kind and cash matching contributions toward this project to provide the necessary one to one match; and  


WHEREAS, the Watershed Program Manager will provide grant administration on any successful grants and will work with the City Parks Supervisor and Public Works Director to coordinate the work activities of the seven partners; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Watershed Program Manager is hereby authorized to submit grant applications to various funding entities to implement the projects identified in this resolution.
