Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on February 26th and submitted the following minutes:

1. Property Tax Exemptions and Condo Assessments under Real Property Tax Law

City Assessor Brown reviewed the historic and current property tax exemptions for City, County, and Canandaigua City School District for a variety of various exemption categories.  For some categories, differences are small to zero.  For others, differences are significant.  The current distribution of exemptions is a result of decisions made by the governing boards over many years with no consistent set of guidelines.  It was noted that exemptions have a modest impact on tax rates but not on the total tax levy.  

Assessor Brown also reviewed the process for assessing condo values and how this process differs from assessing individual properties.  

Action Taken: None.  This was an information-only topic.

2. Watershed Program Manager Service Agreement

City Manager James and City Attorney Smith discussed the need to adjust the service agreement between the City and the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council to better clarify job responsibilities and all aspects of compensation for the Watershed Program Manager position.  Any such adjustment will need to be consistent with the employment agreement between the Watershed Council and the Watershed Program Manager.  It was concluded that staff first needs to better define changes needed prior to action by the Finance Committee. 

Action Taken: None.  Action will await specific staff recommendations.

3. Amend Compensation Plan for Code Enforcement Officer and Seasonal Parks Maintenance Assistant
City Manager James recommended two changes in the compensation plan pay rates for two staff positions: 1) Code Enforcement Officer – increase in starting salary and first and second year steps coupled with elimination of the 10-year step, and 2) Seasonal Parks Maintenance Assistant – addition of a new 4-year step.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these two compensation changes.

4. Fee Schedule

City Manager James reviewed the full detailed City fee schedule that was published as a part of the 2013 City General Fund budget.  At the earlier request of the Finance Committee, staff annotated the schedule with recommendations for fee changes for a number of the items.  In those cases where a change was recommended, the general principle used was to make the service connected with the fee cost-neutral.  

Action Taken: Committee agreed to review the recommended changes and decide which changes (and how much) the Finance Committee wishes to recommend to the full Council.  The process will consider one page per meeting with 5 pages/meetings total.  The review will consider the following ground-rules/principles established at our January meeting: 1) fees generally should be set so that the cost behind the service is fully compensated (concept of self-sustaining services); 2) the need to distinguish between on-demand requested services vs. services supplied to the general public (former generally being fee’d, the latter generally covered by normal City revenues; 3) try to avoid fees for services aimed at overall improved Quality of Life; and 4) identify fees that cannot be altered – set by NYS law, etc.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE OWNER OF THE STEAMBOAT LANDING RESTAURANT LOCATED AT 205 LAKESHORE DRIVE TO DEMOLISH THE STRUCTURE AND DISPOSE OF THE PERSONAL PROPERTY 

LOCATED AT THIS PROPERTY
WHEREAS, in 2000 the City of Canandaigua entered into a Loan and Development Agreement for the creation of the Steamboat Landing Restaurant and Conference Center pursuant to a loan guarantee of $2,100,000.00 from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development ("HUD") under Section 108 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the resulting Mortgage evidencing such Agreement provides that no building or equipment and fixtures on the property covered by the Mortgage shall be removed or demolished without prior written consent of the City of Canandaigua; and

WHEREAS, the current Mortgagor of the Steamboat Landing Restaurant has submitted to the City Council for its review an amended final site plan application for the construction of a hotel and conference center, which would require the demolition of the existing Steamboat Landing Restaurant and the disposal of the equipment and fixtures located within it.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua, in accordance with the HUD-108 Mortgage on the property at 205 Lakeshore Drive, hereby grants written permission for the Mortgagor to demolish the buildings and structures located on the property, subject to obtaining any and all additional governmental authorizations, certificates, permits, or licenses, as needed; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall serve as written authorization for the equipment and the fixtures within the building to be disposed of in a manner deemed appropriate by the property owner.

WHEREAS, the City Council held a Public Hearing on February 7, 2013 to gather information related to the potential environmental impacts of this amendment; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council’s Planned Unit Development Committee reviewed the revised Environmental Assessment Form at its meeting of February 21, 2013, identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, took a hard look at these areas of concern; and recommended a SEQR Negative Declaration;

A RESOLUTION OF CITY COUNCIL ISSUING AMENDED FINAL SITE PLAN APPROVAL FOR THE PROPOSED STEAMBOAT LANDING HOTEL AND CONFERENCE CENTER PROJECT IN THE 

ROSEPARK PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT 
WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council (the “City Council”) received an application for an amendment to the preliminary site plan approval for the Rosepark Planned Unit Development with regard to the proposed Steamboat Landing Hotel and Conference Center (the “Project”) to be located at 205 Lakeshore Drive in the City of Canandaigua, County of Ontario (the “Project Site”); and

WHEREAS, on April 2, 2009, the City Council passed Resolution No. 2009-035, which found the amended preliminary site plan consistent with the elements of the Rosepark Planned Unit Development as previously amended by Resolution No. 97-092; and

WHEREAS, the Project Sponsor submitted an expanded Full Environmental Assessment Form (“FEAF”) in accordance with Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and the regulations adopted thereto at 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617 (collectively referred to as the “State Environmental Quality Review Act” or “SEQRA”); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council had conducted a coordinated review pursuant to SEQRA of the 1989 Roseland Planned Unit Development which resulted in the completion of an environmental impact statement, as well as conducted a further SEQRA review of an 1998 amended site plan for the Steamboat Landing project, which culminated in the issuance of a Negative Declaration on July 9, 1998; and 

WHEREAS, on April 23, 2009, the City Council adopted Resolution No. 2009-050 pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.6 declaring itself lead agency for the purpose of conducting a coordinated review of the Project pursuant to SEQRA; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article XII of the City of Canandaigua Code (the “Code”), which sets forth the City of Canandaigua’s Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) Ordinance, the City Council, by Resolution No. 2009-051 adopted on April 23, 2009, referred the proposed preliminary site plan amendment and supporting documentation of the Project, including but not limited to, the FEAF, to the City of Canandaigua Planning Commission and the County of Ontario Planning Board for reports to the City Council; and  

WHEREAS, on July 2, 2009, the City Council passed Resolution No. 2009-079 issuing a Negative Declaration pursuant to SEQRA for the Project; 

WHEREAS, on August 17, 2009, the Applicant submitted a parking assessment for the Project analyzing the parking needs for both stages of development of the Project; and 

WHEREAS, on August 20, 2009, the City Council conducted a public hearing on the amended preliminary site plan during which the public submitted comments; and

WHEREAS, on August 27, 2009, Applicant submitted written responses to certain comments made by the public at the public hearing; and

WHEREAS, on August 27, 2009, the Applicant presented the Project to be built in two stages as permitted by Section 850-125 of the PUD Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, in July, 2009, the City passed a resolution authorizing the commencement of efforts to acquire the 5.4 acre parcel located adjacent to the west of the Project Site which is presently owned by Inntel Management Corp. (the “Adjacent Property”) either voluntarily or through eminent domain proceedings; and

WHEREAS, approximately 3.4 acres of the Adjacent Property would be owned by the Applicant, while 1.92 acres would be added to the existing City of Canandaigua parking area servicing the adjacent city-owned Lakeshore Park, to the Park itself, and as a buffer between the City parking area and the adjoining Rosepark Townhome Community; and  

WHEREAS, on October 19, 2009, partly in response to comments from the public and involved and interested agencies, counsels and consultants for the Applicant submitted a letter outlining proposed changes to the Project, as well as provided supplemental information to FEAF pursuant to SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, on October 20, 2009, the Applicant presented a revised amended preliminary site plan to the City reflecting the incorporation of the additional 3.48 acres of the Adjacent Property for purposes of maintaining green space along Lakeshore Drive; providing additional parking for the Project; and maintaining a 50-foot green space buffer between the Project and the adjoining Rosepark Townhome Community; and

WHEREAS, on November 5, 2009,pursuant to Resolution #2009-149, the City Council issued an Amended Negative Declaration pursuant to SEQRA for the Project; and

WHEREAS, on November 5, 2009, pursuant to Resolution #2009-150 and Section 850-125(C)(3) of the Code, the City Council adopted and presented to the Applicant a written statement conditionally approving the amended preliminary site plan for the Project as revised and presented to the Planned Unit Development Committee on October 20, 2009; and 

WHEREAS, on or about November 18, 2009, the Applicant submitted a proposed final site plan application for Stage 1 of the Project pursuant to Section 850-125(E) of the Code for the City Council’s review and approval; and 

WHEREAS, the Applicant has provided a staging plan to the City Council for approval pursuant to Section 850-125(H), which ensures that Stage 1 of the Project has an integrity of use in its own right so that, if for any reason, Stage 2 is not completed, Stage 1 will be an asset to the community by itself; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to section 850-125(F) of the Code, the City Council referred the final site plan application for Stage 1 of the Project to the Ontario County Planning Board for its analysis, recommendations and report, as well as referred said application to the City of Canandaigua Planning Commission for consideration; and

WHEREAS, on December 10, 2009, the City Council conducted a public hearing on the final site application for Stage 1 of the Project as required by Section 850-125(G)(1) of the Code; and

WHEREAS, on December 9, 2009, the Ontario County Planning Board issued a recommendation for approval for the Project pursuant to Section 239-m of the New York General Municipal Law with certain comments and modifications; and

WHEREAS, on December 9, 2009, the City of Canandaigua Planning Commission issued a memo report to the City Council which set forth certain recommendations regarding the proposal final site application for Stage 1 of the Project; and

WHEREAS, on December 10, 2009, memorandum reports were issued the City of Canandaigua’s Department of Public Works, Fire Department, and Police Department which set forth certain recommendations regarding the Project; and

WHEREAS, on December 10, 2009, the PUD Committee of the City Council conducted a meeting during which it considered the input provided by the Ontario County Planning Board, the City of Canandaigua Planning Commission and the City of Canandaigua Departments regarding the proposed final site plan for Stage 1 of the Project, as well as reviewed the color of the building materials proposed to be used for Stage 1, and voted to issue a recommendation to the City Council that it approve said final site plan; and

WHEREAS, on December 17, 2009, the City Council passed Resolution No. 2009-180 for approval of the final site plan for Stage 1 of the Project; and

WHEREAS, on May 23, 2010 the City acquired title to the Adjacent Parcel to allow full and complete development of the entire Project; and

WHEREAS, on July 29, 2010 the City received the Final Site Plan application for Stage 2 of the Project, which was immediately referred the Ontario County Planning Board for its analysis, recommendations and report; and 

WHEREAS, on August 11, 2010 the Ontario County Planning Board issued a positive recommendation for the entire Project; and

WHEREAS, at a meeting of the Planned Unit Development Committee the Applicant consented to extend the time in which the City must make a final determination on the Project application until October 8, 2010; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2010-079 the City Council conducted a public hearing on the Final Site Plan; and

WHEREAS, on October 7, 2010 the City Council granted approval to the final site plan of the Project by Resolution #2010-093; and 


WHEREAS, on January 9, 2013 the City Council received a request from the Project Sponsor to revise the approved final site plans for the Project.  The requested changes included:

1) demolition of the existing restaurant structure.

2) an extension of 12 feet to the east residential wing with a corresponding reduction of space in the former restaurant area of the Project.

3) a reduction in conference space from 13,230 square feet to 8,750 square feet.

4) a reduction in the number of floors from 6 to 5.

5) fill and grading of 18 inches additional soil to allow structural and basement functions.

6) increased number of rooms from 138 rooms to 176 rooms.

7) increased total square footage from 163,220 to 171,500.

8) request use of concrete curbing instead of granite curbing to reduce financial cost.

WHEREAS by Resolution #2013 - 006  the City Council determined that the amended final site plan as proposed was consistent with and in accordance with the elements and intent of the final plan as approved and pursuant to section 850-125(F) of the Code, the City Council referred the amended final site plan for the Project to the Ontario County Planning Board for its analysis, recommendations and report; and

WHEREAS, on February 7, 2013, the City Council conducted a public hearing on the amended final site for the Project as required by Section 850-125(G)(1) of the Code; and

WHEREAS, on February 13, 2013, the Ontario County Planning Board issued a recommendation for approval for the Project pursuant to Section 239-m of the New York General Municipal Law with certain comments; and

WHEREAS, the Project Sponsor submitted an expanded Full Environmental Assessment Form (“FEAF”) in accordance with Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law and the regulations adopted thereto at 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617 (collectively referred to as the “State Environmental Quality Review Act” or “SEQRA”) on January 23, 2013; and 

WHEREAS, on February 21, 2013, the Planned Unit Development Committee, made of the whole City Council, took a hard look at the potential environmental issues raised by the requested changes to the amended final site plan and found no large environmental impacts; and

WHEREAS City Council passed Resolution No. 2013-016 issuing a Negative Declaration pursuant to SEQRA for the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CANANDAIGUA CITY COUNCIL AS FOLLOWS:


1.
The City Council hereby approves the revised and amended final site plan proposal for the Project, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, conditioned upon the Applicant complying with the following requirements:


(a)
All conditions set forth in Resolution #2009-180 and Resolution #2010-093 are continued unless otherwise modified herein. 


(b)
Preparation of an updated construction staging plan which includes, but not necessarily limited to, a siting proposal for all staging areas where construction materials and equipment shall be located, as well as the manner in which staging shall occur in order to ensure that the adjoining municipal parking lots are accessible at all times during the construction of the Project.  The item that must be completed first must be the berm on the east side of the project.


(c)
All applicable financial requirements set forth by the City pursuant to Section 850-127 of the Code, specifically Project Sponsor shall provide a non-expiring letter of credit to the City of Canandaigua in the amount of $420,000.00.  Such letter of credit shall only be terminated with the express written authorization of the City by its City Manager and Corporation Counsel.


(d)
The existing City Parking Lot on the northwest portion of the Project area shall not be used or redeveloped by the applicant until the new public parking area on the recently acquired Adjacent Parcel is fully completed to the satisfaction of the Director of Public Works.  All new parking improvements that are set forth in the amended Final Site Plan, including public and private parking, must be fully completed by December 1, 2014.   The Project Sponsor is authorized to utilize 8 inch concrete curbing, as proposed, but only in the private parking areas.  All public areas must utilize granite curbing as originally required.


(e) 
The Applicant must strictly comply with the Schedule of Completion for all public improvements set forth in the amended Final Site Plan.


(f) 
The Applicant shall guarantee all materials and work that is to be dedicated to the City for 1 year from dedication.



(g)
The requirements set forth by the City of Canandaigua Fire Department and the Department of Public Works in a memorandum from the Fire Chief to the City Manager dated February 15, 2013.


(h)
Compliance with a Stormwater Management and Erosion Control Plan, as approved by the Watershed Program Manager, which meets the requirements of not only the applicable New York State Department of Environmental Conservation requirements for construction projects, but any and all additional requirements set forth in Chapter 795 of the City Code.


2.
Upon satisfaction of the above conditions, including financial surety, and submission of a Schedule of Completion and a Schedule of Values for the Project, the City Council hereby directs the City Manager to endorse her approval on a copy of the amended Final Site Plan as approved herein, and directs her to forward said amended Final Site Plan to the City of Canandaigua Code Enforcement Officer for review and issuance of a demolition permit and a Building Permit in conformance with the approval and conditions set forth by the City Council in this Resolution.
