Review Core Values:      Councilmember-at-Large Reston   read the Community Core Values: As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.

Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved for the approval of the Council Minutes of March 7, 2013.  Councilmember-at-Large Taylor  seconded the motion.

Recognition of Guests:  
· David Baker, Ontario County Supervisor, introduced representatives from the County’s management partners of the landfill, Casella, who spoke in response to an article in the Finger Lakes Times concerning a petition that the Finger Lakes Zero Waste Coalition filed against Ontario County.    
· Representatives from Casella were Larry Shilling, Regional Vice President and Karla Jordan, Regional Engineering Manager. Ms. Jordan responded to the article ”Odor Concerns Persist” authored by Katherine Bennett Roll, published in the Finger Lakes Times on March 24th 2013.  The article references a petition the Zero Waste Coalition recently filed  objecting to the issuance of an air permit for the landfill gas to energy facility that is co located on the landfill property. The energy plant is not operated or owned by Casella or Ontario County.  They are permitted and regulated separately from the landfill.
· Mayor Polimeni and Councilmember-at-Large Reston, Chairperson of the Environmental Committee, stated that this information will be reviewed at a future meeting of the committee.

· Councilmember-at-Large Bucci said that most people are concerned with the smell and why the odor persists, despite claims that it is being addressed, and the increase in truck traffic.  It would be helpful to provide data about the this to the Environmental Committee and what leachate is accepted at our  sewage treatment plant. 

· Katherine Bennett Roll, Geneva NY,  is the author of the article being referenced and gave documents to the Council concerning the issues outlined in the article.  

· 7:15:23s PM Deb Dressner, Seneca Castle NY, addressed the issue of odors and gases from the landfill and how this affects her health and property.  Despite what has been said, these issues are not under control. 
· Jim Kennedy, Geneva NY, and has lived in Geneva for 27 years.  He stated that those living in Canandaigua do not get the smells or the truck traffic they experience in Geneva and that this problem is getting worse.
· Steve Dresdner, has a small farm in Seneca Castle, and stated that we are being inundated by trash in this county and we are the dumping ground for downstate NY and Canada.  Very little of the garbage is from this County and we have been dealing with the stench for three years.  No one from Casella is addressing the problems and Ontario County is unable to deal with the problem. There has been no independent study and they are wrecking Ontario county.  

· Chris Costello, Town of Canandaigua NY, stated that decisions made by the council  do have impacts on the county, not just the City of Canandaigua.  

· Joel Freedman, City of Canandaigua NY, has smelled the odors coming from the landfill and we, who live in Canandaigua, do not know what it is like living in the Geneva area.
· Nicole Mahoney, Break the Ice Media and Chair of the Centennial Committee gave a report on April activities:
· April 27th 4-7 Gala at Sonnenberg Gardens and  Mansion.  This is a family friendly event with a turn of The Century theme. Tickets can be purchased for $20 per adult and $10 per child with a $60 maximum per family. Asking local restaurants to come to offer food and drink.  

· April 27th  - Ontario County Historical Society will open their  Centennial Exhibit from 1-4 pm.  This is a free event.   
· April 18th is the  second presentation of the speaker series featuring Preston Pierce who will talk about village years.
· April 25th  Fire Station 1 will host an open house with an exhibit of pictures of fire houses and apparatus from 1826 to 1913.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on April 2nd, and submitted the following minutes:

1. Budget Amendment – Kershaw Park

City Manager Forrest requested a budget amendment to complete funding of the City’s portion of the Kershaw Park cleanup project.  Total project cost to the City is $65K.  An earlier amendment funded $45K.  This current/final request is for an additional $20K.  Funding is to be sourced from the Kershaw Park Reserve Fund and covers materials and equipment needed to restore the park following the NYS-led project to remove decades-old construction and demolition debris from the swim beach area.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the requested budget amendment.

2. Bid Award – Dump Truck

City Manager Forrest requested authorization to spend $209,031.50 to purchase a new 10-wheel City dump truck and associated truck body and snow plow equipment.  This item was included in the 2013 budget at $231K allocated equally among the Water, Sewer, and General Fund Capital Funds.  The selected truck and body/plow equipment prices are covered by two Oneida County municipal bids, thereby avoiding the need for redundant competitive bidding by the City.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the proposed purchase.

3. Bid Award – Hydrant Equipment and Supplies
City Manager Forrest requested authorization to purchase multiple fire hydrants, valve boxes, and ductile iron pipe from Blaire Supply Corporation, Rochester, NY at a cost of $20,070.  Blaire was the lowest of two participating bidders with a third choosing not to bid.  Funding is covered in the 2013 Water Fund Capital and operating budgets. 

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the proposed purchase.

4. Amended Design Contract with BME for Streetscape Project

Assistant City Manager White requested an additional $5K of funding to compensate BME Associates for the considerable additional design work needed to accommodate unanticipated new design features required by the NYS DOT and DEC.  Further, Mr. White requested that the City contract with BME to provide inspection services throughout the construction phase of the project at a level not to exceed $20K.  Funding for both will be sourced from the Capital Fund, which is the source of funding for the entire project.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the proposed contract amendment to include these services.

5. Streetscape Project – Brick Paver Purchase
Assistant City Manager White requested authorization to proceed with the purchase of pavers from Experienced Bricks LLC for the Streetscape project.  The bricks to be purchased are reclaimed, providing a historical complement to the downtown.  Total cost is not to exceed $69K, which is within the range of costs covered by the project budget.  Again, funding will be sourced from the Capital Fund.  Given the unique nature of these pavers, the purchase will include some excess bricks to be available for future replacement/repair purposes.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the proposed purchase and acceptance of Experienced Bricks LLC as a "Sole Source" for these pavers.

6. Code Enforcement Typist – Request for Full-Time Position
City Manager Forrest and City Planning Director Brown reviewed a proposal to restore the current part-time Code Enforcement office typist position back to a full-time position.  The history of the position was reviewed, and the justification for making the change was given.  It was proposed that the hourly rate be reduced from $19-$20/hour to $16/hour, but the additional hours and added benefits would drive the incremental cost for the position up by $21K-$34K/year.  The committee was sympathetic to the benefits of making such a change.  However, the general conclusion was that it would be best to consider this request as part of the 2014 budget process and not independently at this time.

Action Taken: Committee voted 2:1 to not recommend this proposal to the Council at this time.

7. Fee Resolution – Boathouse Parking and Day Camp Family Fee
City Manager Forrest recommended that the City’s fee schedule be formally updated to reflect 1) the recent Council agreement to charge a $10 parking permit fee to City Pier boathouse owners who access permits through the new process developed by the Ordinance Committee and 2) the $145 summer day camp family fee, which is currently listed at $130.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these fee schedule updates.

8. Year-End 2012 Financial Report
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a full summary of the performance of each of the City’s funds for full-year 2012.  Most notable was the General Fund where revenues were about $100K higher than budgeted, due mostly to higher-than-budgeted sales tax revenues, and expenditures were about $1MM lower than budgeted, due to a number of favorable one-time events and a $400K under-spending of the Contingency Fund.  The remaining funds, including the Water and Sewer Funds, were close to budget for both revenues and expenditures. 

Action Taken: None.  This was an information-only agenda topic.  Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah was thanked for producing/presenting her usual clear, easily-understood summary of City finances.  Appreciation was also given to her for distributing detailed handouts of the underlying data.  

9. Resolution to Place Liens on Delinquent Properties
City Manager Forrest and City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the annual list of property owners who are in arrears with payments for water/sewer, solid waste collection, code enforcement, and fire inspection fees.  All have been notified of the delinquent charges along with a request to bring their payments up to date.  The request to Committee was to create liens on the affected properties for which payments have not been made and add them to the City’s property tax rolls for these properties.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

10. Surplus Property Proposal
City Manager Forrest and City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a list of 18 vehicles and other used and unwanted pieces of equipment that have outlived their usefulness to the City.  It was proposed that these items be declared as surplus and sold at public auction, via sealed bid, or used as trade-ins for new vehicles/equipment.  It was further noted that all proceeds from such sales would be placed into the City’s Capital Reserve Fund.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.

11. Main Street Safety Plan
City Manager Forrest and Council member Taylor reviewed a proposal to fund improvements to Main Street safety with a particular emphasis on the downtown non-signalized crosswalks.  The elements are 1) pedestrian-crossing signs with yellow flashing lights (similar to the crossing signs adjacent to the Wood Library on North Main Street) to be installed at the two downtown mid-block crosswalks and the crosswalk at Antis/Saltonstall Streets at a total cost of $27,300, and 2) associated street and crosswalk signage at a cost of $4,000.  It was proposed that funding for the former be sourced from the Capital Reserve Fund and funding for the latter be sourced from the DPW operating budget.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval to fund these infrastructure improvements as a part of the overall Main Street safety plan.  Funding for the

Police Chief Welch and Council member Taylor further proposed funding a one-year trial for enhanced police patrols in the downtown business district, City Pier, and Kershaw through an increase in hours for the current part-time downtown officer.  It was explained that such an expansion of hours (current 600 expanded to 1040 hours) would allow for restoring a bike patrol presence during warmer months.  Estimated cost for the trial expansion in hours is $11,200.

Action Taken: Committee voted 2:1 to not recommend this proposal to the Council at the current time.  Again, since this proposal deals with staffing, it was the sense of the committee that it should be considered in the context of other staffing decisions that will need to be made as a part of the 2014 budget process. 

12. Disaster Recovery Plan – Request for Budget Amendment
City Manager Forrest and City Planning Director Brown presented a plan to develop a City Information Technology Disaster Recovery Plan, required as a result of the recent audit by the NYS Comptroller’s Office.  Through an RFP process, the City received 12 bids to develop such a plan.  The lowest responsible bid was from Integrated Systems at a cost of $13,260.  It was recommended that the City move ahead with this project with the funding to be sourced from the Technology Fund 

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.

13. Fee Schedule Review – Follow-up from February Meeting
This project involves a line-by-line review of the 5-page list of City fees.  Previously, staff had proposed changing a number of fees.  It is the Committee’s intent to consider each of the proposed changes and to make a decision on each.  City Manager Forrest asked that Committee defer such a review pending his review and possible modification of the recommended changes.  He also suggested that the reasoning behind each of the proposed changes be documented for the Committee prior to the exercise.  

Action Taken: Committee agreed to delay starting this review until the April or May Finance Committee

WHEREAS, there is a need to replace multiple dump trucks in the Department of Public Works fleet; and


WHEREAS, Oneida County Municipal Bid #1571, Truck Chassis, which includes specifications from various truck vendors, has been evaluated by the Department of Public Works; and


WHEREAS, the specifications that best meet the needs of the Department of Public Works and the City are for a truck manufactured by Mack at a cost not-to-exceed $133,635.50; and


WHEREAS, funding for this vehicle is included in the 2013 Water and Sewer Funds Capital Budgets; and

WHEREAS, Oneida County Municipal Bid  #1606, Various Truck Body and Snow Plow Equipment, which includes specifications from various equipment vendors has been evaluated by the Department of Public Works; and
WHEREAS, the specifications that best meet the needs of the Department of Public Works and the City for the equipment to be installed on the new Mack truck are manufactured by Henderson Truck Equipment – NY, at a cost not-to-exceed $75,396; and


WHEREAS, funding for this equipment is included in the 2013 Capital Fund; and


WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Director of Public Works and City Manager to award a contract for the truck to Beam Mack Sales & Service, Inc., 2674 West Henrietta Road, Rochester, New York  14609; and

WHEREAS,  it is the recommendation of the Director of Public Works and City Manager to award a contract for the equipment to be installed on this truck to Henderson Truck Equipment – New York, 22686 Fisher Road, Watertown, New York  13601;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract to award and process payment upon delivery for one new and unused 2014 Mack Granite GU713 Truck cab and chassis as defined in the contract at a price not-to-exceed $133,635.50 to Beam Mack Sales & Service, Inc., 2674 West Henrietta Road, Rochester, New York 14609; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is in process of conducting a streetscape and green infrastructure project in its downtown corridor; and

WHEREAS, the City is desirous of utilizing a reclaimed and historic paver that will compliment the business district and environment in which it will be placed in; and


WHEREAS, upon the recommendation of our engineering firm contracted for this project, Experienced Brick, LLC currently has the specified pavers that matches the City’s requirements in stock; 


WHEREAS, due to the nature of the paver, its reclaimed status, historic look and the desire to have the full inventory come from the same source, the City is recommending that we purchase the necessary quantity of pavers from Experienced Brick, LLC, which will be a sole-source purchase due its uniqueness and inability to be recreated.  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to conduct a sole-source purchase from Experienced Brick, LLC., 4536 Main Street, Amherst, New York 14226, for the purchase of historic street pavers at a total cost not to exceed $69,000.

	Owners of boathouses or businesses on or contiguous to the City Pier with permits identifying them as such. 

Boathouse/pier business owners may purchase one such permit from the City Clerk/Treasurer's Office before May 1st of each year. may be issued for each boathouse.  After May 1st each boathouse may purchase two (2) additional permits on a first come first served basis.  At no time will more than 125 total permits be issued in any one year.  The cost of permits shall be established by resolution of the City Council.  

Such permits shall be issued by the City Clerk/Treasurer upon proof satisfactory to the City Clerk/Treasurer that the applicant has a possessory interest in is a boat house or City Pier business owner as identified by the City Assessor's Office abutting the roadway known as the City Pier. The granting of a permit does not guarantee the permit holder a parking space.  The City reserves the right to restrict all vehicles from the City Pier at any time or in its discretion to revoke a permit. Permits must be affixed to posts of rear view mirrors so as to be visible through vehicle windshield to be valid.  Failure to properly post permits may result in the issuance of a parking ticket, the responsibility of which rests with the vehicle owner regardless of boathouse ownership status.
