A RESOLUTION STATING THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA WILL OWN AND MAINTAIN ALL INFRASTRUCTURE WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE 

MAIN STREET IMPROVEMENTS PERMIT


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is desirous of improving the streetscape of its downtown corridor; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is implementing green infrastructure practices to include bio-retention areas, landscaping beds, storm water improvements and various other enhancements; and


WHEREAS, the project area will be in the New York State Department of Transportation (NYSDOT) right-of-way; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is currently entered into an Arterial Maintenance Agreement with the NYSDOT which permits the City to maintain NYS property and right-of-way; and


WHEREAS, the NYSDOT has conditioned the work permit approval by including requested language that will ensure ownership and proper maintenance to the Main Street Improvements by the City of Canandaigua now and in the future; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City will own and maintain the green infrastructure practices and appurtenances, landscape areas and utilities and will maintain the highway drainage system, sidewalk and affected roadway pavement areas within the limits of the Main Street Improvement permit.
