Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on May 27th and reported the following:

1. Terms of Grant/Deferred Loan to Just Right Carbines

City Manager James announced that the City applied, on behalf of Just Right Carbines, for a 100% grant, at the recommendation of consultant Dave Carlson who was retained by Just Right Carbines for grant-application purposes.  The request to the NYS Community Development Block Grant Small Business Assistance Program is for $100K with $85K expected to be allocated to the business and $15K allocated to the City to cover initial and ongoing reporting expenses in conjunction with the grant application.

Action Taken: No action, this was an information only item.

2. Downtown Restroom Agreement with BID
City Manager James and Economic Development Director Pietropaolo reviewed a proposal from the BID to monitor/maintain the Farmer's Market pavilion restroom during daytime business hours for the remainder of 2010.  BID would cover all costs with the exception of paper supplies, which would be funded by the City  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, amendment of the existing BID contract to include this new responsibility.

3. RBC (Rotating Biological Contactor) Replacement - Waste Water Treatment Facility
Two representatives from Stearns-Wheeler engineering firm and City staff members Loy, Abraham, and Clark reviewed the status of a future project to replace the outdated RBC equipment which provides secondary treatment at the City's WWTF.  The current equipment is more than 30 years old, and replacement parts are no longer available.  Twelve equipment/process alternatives were evaluated and an optimum (capacity vs. cost) choice was made for the new replacement equipment - denser RBC media, RBC aeration, and solids-contact process.  The new equipment will also employ electric-driven motors vs. the current air-driven motors.  A February 2012 process start-up date is projected, and the estimated project cost is $16.9M.  Ontario County will assume 41% of the project cost, per an earlier Intermunicipal agreement.        

Action Taken: No action, this was an information only item.

4. Recycling Program Implementation

City Attorney Smith and Public Works Director Loy reviewed City staff's recommendation for a citywide implementation of the once/month recycle pick-up program.  Included were more detailed cost-savings estimates prepared by Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah.  Depending on recycle volume, annual savings (including the cost of replacing the portable recycle collection containers every 20 years) are estimated to range from $44K to $60K.  Not included are initial costs to fund container and tipper equipment purchases.  The discussion included the need for contingency plans in the event the proposed City-wide project hits some local-neighborhood implementation "bumps".  The Environmental Committee previously recommended approval of this project.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:1 to seek bids for 4K 96-gallon portable recycle collection containers as well as a few 64-gallon containers.

5. Downtown "Dumpster Farm" Funding      

Public Works Director Loy reviewed a proposal for the City to fund a "Dumpster Farm" in the Mill Street parking lot area to service a number of businesses, which have no means to dispose of their solid waste.  This proposal was previously approved by the Environmental Committee.  The upfront capital cost to the City is $14,154. The City would manage the facility, and the businesses would pay a monthly service fee.  Fees would be structured to make the City whole financially.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that the upfront cost for this project be funded from the 2010 General Fund Contingency Fund and not from 2009 General Fund carryover, as initially recommended by the Environmental Committee.

6. Waterfront Art Festival Revocable License

City Manager James and City Attorney Smith discussed recent activity associated with the July 24-25 2010 Waterfront Art Festival.  Smith also reviewed a formal legal opinion, which concluded that a revocable license issued to the festival promoter is the appropriate vehicle to document the arrangement between the City and promoter.  This is driven by the unique situation where a major portion of Kershaw Park is gated during the event and an entrance fee is charged.  James stated that the promoter is requesting access to the park this year through a Special Event permit application.  James also noted that the provisions of the proposed revocable license are equivalent to the contract signed in 2009 with the exception that compensation to the City be restored to the historical 2/3 gate split vs. the 1/2 gate split used once in 2009.   

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, issuance of a revocable license to the promoter for the 2010 event with a 2/3 gate split for the City.  

7. Kershaw Park Restroom Project Funding 

Public Works Director Loy reviewed a plan to construct a year-round restroom at the western end of Kershaw Park.  Such a facility was included in the original mid-1990s reconstruction plans but never funded, although the intent all along was to fund such a project from the Kershaw Park Reserve Fund, which currently holds $93,541.  Loy estimated the project cost at ~$65K (kept low by having some of the construction work performed by Parks Department staff) and an ongoing annual cost of ~$5K.   

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this project with the initial cost funded by the Kershaw Park Reserve Fund.  The latter will require a budget amendment.

8. Contracts for July 4 Celebration         

City Manager James reviewed a proposal to enter into contracts with Shay's Outdoor Services for $640 and Moon Dog Sound for $1,000, as recommended by the Community Events Committee, for the July 4 celebration at Kershaw Park.  Such costs are covered by the 2010 General Fund budget, pending adequate matching fundraising by the Community Events Committee.  It was noted that the draft contracts would need to be modified to protect the City from any associated liabilities.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, issuance of these two vendor contracts pending noted contract language modification.

9. Cell Antenna Contract Revision Proposal

City Manager James and Assistant City Manager White reviewed a request from AT&T to lower rents for cell phone antennas on the North Main Street water storage tank and Waste Water Treatment Facility tower.  Reason given: technology changes which significantly reduce the number of antennas/towers needed.  The risk to the City for not considering the request is possible loss of the contract at the next renewal date - 6/30/14.  AT&T is looking to reduce the annual fee from $18,400 to $14,780 but would guarantee renewability.     

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 authorize staff to negotiate a new contract with AT&T with revenue preservation as our #1 priority.

10. Budget Amendments 

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a number of proposed amendments (first for 2010) related to the General, Sewer, and Technology Funds.  With the exception of an increase in the Technology Fund budget of $5,145, all other increases are funded by available reserve funds or by the already-budgeted Contingency Fund.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the proposed budget amendments.

(Setbacks to Accommodate Common Land)

WHEREAS, the City Council has introduced Ordinance #2010-006, which would amend the City of Canandaigua Zoning Ordinance such that, in circumstances where there exists commonly-owned, open space between private building lots, the width of that common land may be used to satisfy the setback requirement.  

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed ordinance, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF regarding project impacts and consideration of both the magnitude and importance of each impact, it is reasonably determined that the project will result in no major adverse impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that Ordinance #2010-006 will not have a significant adverse environmental impact, and directs that the attached SEQR Negative Declaration be filed in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.

WHEREAS, there are several commercial businesses adjacent to the Mill Street Parking Lot that are in violation of the City’s Solid Waste Collection Ordinance or are encroaching on City Property; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee at its April 2010 meeting endorsed the concept of constructing a dumpster enclosure and to place dumpsters to be utilized by the various commercial establishments currently in violation of the City’s Solid Waste Ordinance; and


WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works would provide the necessary equipment and manpower to operate and maintain the dumpsters; and

WHEREAS, the cost of the construction and operation and maintenance of the dumpster enclosure will be reimbursed by the commercial establishments utilizing the dumpsters on a monthly basis; and

WHEREAS, the Corporation Counsel and Director of Public Works are authorized to acquire agreements from the various commercial businesses utilizing the dumpsters to provide monthly payments to offset its capital and operational costs; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee at its May 2010 meeting recommended that the funding for this project be taken from the Contingency Fund;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the capital expenditure of $14,154 which will be financed from the Contingency Fund for the purchase of two covered dumpsters and the construction of a fence-enclosure, and to authorize City staff to enter into agreements with the commercial businesses utilizing the dumpsters to reimburse the City on a monthly basis.

WHEREAS, a public hearing on the DEIS was held on October 1, 2009, and a public comment period was provided from August 20, 2009 through October 20, 2009; and


WHEREAS, the City Council has thoroughly reviewed and revised a Final Environmental Impact Statement ("FEIS"), as received on or about May 13, 2010.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council accepts the FEIS as submitted on May 13, 2010 pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.9; and be it further

No parking on the north  side from the east curb line of Hubbell Street to a point 155’ easterly therefrom.
