A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING PETTY CASH FUNDS FOR KERSHAW PARK, THE SUMMER DAY CAMP PROGRAM AND THE WATERFRONT ART FESTIVAL 

WHEREAS, cash funds in the amount of one hundred and fifty dollars ($150) are needed for non-resident admission to the beach area at Kershaw Park during the summer season; and

WHEREAS, cash funds in the amount of one hundred and fifty dollars ($150) are needed for the weekly collection of Summer Day Camp fees at Baker Park, Sonnenberg Park and the Canandaigua Elementary School; and

WHEREAS, cash funds in the amount of fifteen hundred dollars ($1500) are needed for the collection of gate admissions at the Waterfront Art Festival;

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT TO DIFIORE CONSTRUCTION FOR THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA MAIN STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is desirous of constructing green infrastructure practices, landscaping and overall beautification in its downtown business district; and 


WHEREAS, the City has acquired an engineering firm to design, engineer and facilitate the plans necessary to facilitate this process; and 


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua opened bids for the construction of the Main Street Improvement Project on April 26, 2013 with two bidders participating; and

WHEREAS, the low bid was submitted by DiFiore Construction, 155 Pool Street, Rochester, New York 14606, in the amount of $1,339,000; and


WHEREAS, funding for this construction project is included in the 2013 Capital Fund; and


WHEREAS, City staff recommend the contract be awarded to DiFiore Construction to implement and construct the City of Canandaigua Main Street Improvement Project; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with DiFiore Construction, 155 Pool Street, Rochester, New York 14606 for the purposes of constructing the Main Street Improvement Project.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT TO OPERATE THE 

KERSHAW PARK FOOD SERVICE CONCESSION


WHEREAS, bids were requested on April 9, 2013 to operate the food service concession at Kershaw park; and


WHEREAS, two proposals were received, with the winning bid being awarded to Jon & Susan Welch, doing business as Gateway Grille, Inc, a corporation having offices at 5226 Pond View Way, Canandaigua, New York in the amount of $1,251.99; and


WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the City Manager to award a contract to Gateway Grille, Inc;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Gateway Grille, Inc to provide the food service concession at Kershaw Park with an annual license fee amount of $1,251.99 with the option to renew this contract for three successive beach seasons.

Manager's Report: 

City Manager Forrest gave the following report: 

· With warmer weather approaching and more people starting to barbecue the City Manger reminded residents that  it is illegal to barbecue within 10 ft of your building if you live in  three family or more multi unit dwelling. However, everyone should be responsible when they are barbecuing and to be mindful of fire safety. 
· Mayor Polimeni also wanted to remind residents that the City has a pooper scooper law so please pick up after your pet.  This problem has gotten worse over the past year and it is a bad reflection on the City, so please be a responsible pet owner.
Miscellaneous: 
· Councilmember-at-Large Reston moved to authorize City staff to complete the  grant application with the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation Waste Management for the toter program and if we get the funds we would commit to the program.  Councilmember, Ward 3 White seconded the motion.
· Mayor Polimeni stated that details of this program are still up for discussion.

· Councilmember-at-Large Reston welcomed the semi professional Lacrosse team playing this summer at the Canandaigua Civic Center.

· Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger thanked the committee on the exciting centennial events that have happened over the last couple weeks including the speakers, Historical Society exhibit and the Gala at Sonnenberg.  Mayor Polimeni also mentioned the  wonderful articles in the Daily Messenger by the City Historian Lynn Paulson.

· Councilmember-at-Large Taylor thanked everyone who worked at Lagoon Park and Troop 32 which put wire mesh around the trees.  May is National Bike month and to kick that off brought in examples of the donated bike racks which will be installed at three municipal buildings and a bike workstation which will be installed at Kershaw Park.
· Councilmember-at-Large Bucci stated that the Botanical society is still accepting donations for more plant materials to be used for Lagoon Park.
· Councilmember, Ward 3 White mentioned that Saturday is “Love Your Park Day” and there will be work session from 9 to noon at Sonnenberg Park on Saturday to re-paint on backboard. 

· Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reminded everyone that we all are “ambassadors” for our City and can make an impression on people visiting our area.
· Corporation Counsel Michele Smith informed the Council on the arbitrators decision in the firefighter’s grievance against the City, which began in 2009 when the City reduced its career staff.  The final determination was that volunteer firefighters can drive and operate City fire trucks.
