A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT TO 
AMERICAN TOWER CLOCK COMPANY TO REPLACE
 THE TOWER CLOCK AT CITY HALL AND 
PREPARE THE EXISTING TOWER CLOCK FOR DISPLAY



WHEREAS, the existing City Hall tower clock is an antique and is no longer functional; and



WHEREAS, bids were solicited and received from three qualified specialist in tower clock retrofitting; and



WHEREAS, the lowest bid was submitted by American Tower Clock Company, 145 Norris Drive, Rochester, New York, 14610 in an amount of $17,025.00; and



WHEREAS, funding for this project is being raised by private parties and donated to the City of Canandaigua specifically for the purpose of retrofitting the City Hall tower clock; and 



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with American Tower Clock Company, 145 Norris Drive, Rochester, New York, to repair the clock in three separate stages for $5675.00 for each stage.  Each successive stage shall only be approved and authorized if sufficient funds exist from the amounts donated for such project.  In no event shall the consideration exceed $17,025.00, to retrofit the City Hall tower clock with modern clock works and to prepare the existing antique tower clock for public display.
