Resolution #2010-069: 

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption. Councilmember-at-Large Smythe  seconded the motion.

RESOLUTION OF CITY COUNCIL TRANSFERRING PORTION OF PROPERTY 

LOCATED AT 250 LAKESHORE DRIVE

WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council (the “City Council”) acquired certain real property located at 215 Lakeshore Drive, City of Canandaigua, Ontario County, New York Tax Map No. 098.007-01-001.01 (the “Property”) by a proceeding brought pursuant to Article 4 of the New York Eminent Domain Procedure Law; and

WHEREAS, the acquisition and transfer of a portion of the Property to the applicant, David Genecco (“Genecco”), were incorporated into and made a condition of both the preliminary site plan approved issued by the City Council for the Steamboat Landing Hotel and Conference Center project (the “Project”) pursuant to Resolution #2009-150, as well as the Final Site Plan approval granted by the City Council for Stage 1 of the Project pursuant to Resolution #2009-180; and

WHEREAS, the acquisition and transfer of a portion of the Property to Genecco was analyzed and reviewed by the City Council pursuant to Resolution #2009-149 wherein the City Council issued an Amended Negative Declaration pursuant to the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (‘SEQRA”); and   

WHEREAS, on or about October 16, 2009, the City Council and David Genecco (“Genecco”) entered into an Acquisition Agreement (the “Acquisition Agreement”) whereby Genecco agreed, in part, to pay for all costs associated with the City Council’s acquisition of the Property and, in return, the City Council agreed to transfer title and possession of a portion of the Property to Genecco; and

WHEREAS, the City Council approved entering into the Acquisition Agreement by Resolution #2009-101; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Stipulation of Settlement and Order of Condemnation so ordered by the NYS Supreme Court, County of Ontario on May 24, 2010, the City Council is prepared to transfer a portion of the Property to Genecco subject to the terms and conditions of the Acquisition Agreement.

NOW, THEREORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CANANDAIGUA CITY COUNCIL AS FOLLOWS:
1.
The City Council hereby agrees to transfer to Genecco title, ownership and possession of that portion of the Property as depicted in the survey map attached and incorporated hereto as Attachment “A”, pursuant to a quitclaim deed, the form, terms and conditions of which shall be subject to the review and approval of the City’s Corporation Counsel.

2.
That the City Council’s agreement to transfer to Genecco that portion of the Property as depicted in Attachment A does not constitute a negation and/or waiver of any site plan, planned unit development, subdivision and/or other zoning approval authority the City Council retains over Genecco’s subsequent possession, development and/or use of the transferred property, as well as to any future activities associated with the Project.

This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption.

RESOLUTION 2010-070

AMENDED

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A TEMPORARY LAND USE IN THE LAKEFRONT REDEVELOPMENT P.U.D ZONE


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2009-181 (Amended) the Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project area was designated a Planned Unit Development (PUD) Zone; and

WHEREAS, designation as a PUD Zone places the Project area under the discretion and control of the Canandaigua City Council regarding property development and land use; and

WHEREAS, the property owners desire to make use of the property prior to obtaining site plan approval; and


WHEREAS, the City Council is agreeable to such temporary uses that serve the area and provide a benefit to the general public; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the property owners of the Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project area are authorized to allow parking of vehicles on vacant parcels of the Project area.  Civic events that occur in 2010, specifically, the Waterfront Art Festival, the Riesling Festival, and all 2010 CMAC concert events may be paid parking events.  All other dates, parking must be free and available to the general public.   Overnight parking or camping is only permitted for the specific events listed above; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the property owners shall take all steps necessary to ensure that the grounds of the Project area are maintained to the standards established in the City code relative to length of grass and brush, are properly graded, seeded, and free of all debris, garbage and trash. Failure to maintain the project area in such a manner shall result in the revocation of this temporary use.
