Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to amend the amendment to delete percussion instruments and include base drums.  Councilmember-at-Large Taylor seconded the motion.

Amended Resolution
A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE USE OF A
 TEMPORARY TENT SITE AUTHORIZED IN RESOLUTION # 2012-027 
WHEREAS, Resolution #2010-093 granted Final Site Plan approval to the proposed Steamboat Landing Hotel and Conference Center Project; and 

WHEREAS, said Resolution set forth specific conditions upon which such approval was based, including the condition that the Applicant may use the temporary asphalt area in the Project area for the use of a Party Tent only through the year 2010; and

WHEREAS, City Council by Resolution #2011-44 extended the use of such tent through October 2011; and

WHEREAS, City Council by Resolution #2012-27 extended the use of such tent through October 2012 with specific conditions; and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has requested that the conditions of use be amended; and

WHEREAS, a Committee-of-the-Whole reviewed the request of the Applicant at its meeting on Thursday, June 21, 2012 and the Finance Committee reviewed it on Tuesday, June 26, 2012.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council finds that such extension of temporary use is consistent with the original final site plan approval; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Applicant may use the temporary asphalt area in the Project area for the use of a structured tent from May 4, 2012 through October 31, 2012 subject to the following amended conditions:

1.)  
The tent must be legally permitted and comply with NY State Building Code and Fire Inspection requirements.  

2.)
The use of the tent shall be permitted for private functions, where attendance is limited to a specific group or organization.

3.)
The tent may be open to the general public for the sale and consumption of food and alcoholic beverages, to be consumed on the premises, from 12:00 pm till 11:00 pm on Fridays and Saturdays, and from 4:00 pm to 10:00 pm on Sundays.

4.)
The following instruments are not permitted:


a. instruments that are electrically powered; and/or


b. base drums.

5.)
Use of the tent must in all ways comply with New York State Laws and the laws of the City of Canandaigua, including but not limited to its open container ordinance and noise ordinance; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all previous conditions and/or requirements, including but not limited to those specifically listed in Resolution #2009-180 and Resolution #2010-093, shall continue in full force and effect unless otherwise modified herein.
