Mayor Polimeni called for a moment of silence for John A. Polimeni Sr., who recently passed away.  He was a former Councilmember and active in the community.
Mayor Polimeni stated that Councilmember-at-Large Hamlin and Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger are both absent due to prior commitments.

Review Core Values:   Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read the Community Core Values: As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.

Approval of Minutes: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved for the approval of the Council Minutes of May 5, 2011.   Councilmember-at-Large Smythe  seconded the motion.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Recognition of Guests:  

· Joe Klimek, CPA Director from Toski, Schaefer & Co. presented the Audit Report for the Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2010.  He reported that the City received an Unqualified Opinion and reported that they found no material weaknesses or non-compliance issues during the audit.  He stated that the City is well managed and is in good financial condition.
· David Hutchings, Executive Director of Sonnenberg Gardens invited all the citizens of Canandaigua to the grand reopening of The Sonnenberg Gardens as a result of  the restoration projects which were completed over the past five years.  On Sunday, June 5th, all citizens of New York State will be admitted free.
· Chris Costello, Canandaigua, stated that he attended a County Environmental Quality meeting where they discussed disposing of leachate from the landfill.  One of the possibilities was constructing a sewer line to the City of Canandaigua Sewer Treatment Plant.  He wants to inform the citizens of this possibility and hopes the Council has a serious discussion about this issue when it is presented by the County.  Mayor Polimeni responded that it has not been presented nor discussed at the Environmental Committee yet.
· Joel Freedman, Canandaigua, was present to speak on lawn chemical use and again wants a ban against their use.
· Cynthia Hsu, Geneva, also attended the County Environmental Quality meeting and another issue that the County is considering is the expansion of the landfill which requires an environmental review.  The County requested to be lead agency and Ms Hsu is asking the Council to consider issuing a letter to ask that the City be an interested party in the landfill expansion process.
· Chief Welch presented Certificates to the second graduating class of the Citizens Police Academy.  Chief Welch gave certificates to the seven graduates and thanked Sgt. Kadien who oversees this program.
Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on May 10, 2011 and discussed the following:

· Emerald Ash Borer – Will have a presentation on this issue on June 14th.
· Main St streetscape – Continued discussions
· Antis Street Parking Lot Design – Continued discussion

· Water Quality Report and Testing follow up.

Ordinance:  Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reported that the Ordinance Committee met on May 17, 2011 and discussed the following:

· Harassment, Local Ordinance
· Local Ordinance prohibiting the sale of drug paraphernalia- State Law governs this issue
· Gas/charcoal grills on wooden decks-State Law allows this for one and two family dwellings and therefore the City can’t take action on this issue
· Encroachment 168 Niagara St – due to renovations which will be going to Planning Commission

· Continued discussion on storage of boats and recreational vehicles

Finance:  Councilmember, Ward 3 White reported that the Finance Committee met on May 17, 2011 and submitted the following report:

1. Contract for July 4 Celebration

Lloyd Peterson, chair of the Community Events Committee, requested that the City enter into a contract with the Pittsford Fire Department Marching Band for the City's Fourth of July parade.  The associated $800 cost will be funded by a combination of donations from the Community Events Committee and a line item in our 2011 General Fund budget. 
Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

2. Authorization to Fill Two Vacant Part-Time Positions in the Police Department
Police Chief Welch reviewed two open, part-time, budgeted positions - a part-time officer and part-time typist.  These part-time positions were created a few years ago to increase flexibility and reduce personnel costs.  Since these positions are budgeted, Council approval to fill them is not required.  However, the Chief wished to reaffirm the Council's support through an informal straw vote.  

Action Taken: All Council members present affirmed 7:0 the Chief's plans.

3. Request from T-Mobile for an Amendment to their Telecommunications Lease

City Attorney Smith reviewed a proposed amendment to the existing agreement, which allows T-Mobile to lease space for their antenna equipment on top of the North Main Street water tower.  The amendment is strictly a housekeeping matter to increase the allowable antenna height by 10 feet so that the agreed height and the current height are consistent with each other.  It was discovered that there had been a long-term mismatch between allowed and actual height.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this amendment.
Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.
Chamber of Commerce – Alison Grems spoke about events happening in Canandaigua.

WHEREAS, the Canandaigua Community Events Committee is an group of community volunteers who have organized themselves for the purpose of planning and executing community celebrations for the City of Canandaigua; and
WHEREAS, the Community Events Committee has recommended that the City contract with the Pittsford Fire Department to provide a marching band for the July 4th,  2011 parade; and

WHEREAS, the Community is raising funds toward the costs of this 4th of July celebration, and matching funding for that event is included in the City’s 2011 Community Events budget; and 


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its meeting on May 17th, recommended that the City enter into a contract with the Pittsford Fire Department, to provide the services of a marching band at this 4th of July celebration; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with the Pittsford Fire Department, to provide the services of a marching band at the 4th of July parade to be funded from the Community Events Budget.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager be, and is, hereby authorized to execute the attached First Amendment to Lease Agreement with T-Mobile Northeast, LLC subject to any and all current rents due under the existing Lease being paid in full.

· Kershaw Beach opened this past weekend thanks to the many volunteers and City staff.  The big pile of debris next to Steamboat and Muar House will be there as documentation to FEMA.
· The new dock being constructed on the far side of the Lakeshore Drive bridge is a public dock which allows short-term tie up, (no overnight tie up); and a coin operated public pump-out station.  This will be donated by David Genecco and is valued at $300,000.
· The old dock is being sold “as is” through sealed bid.  Details are on the City Website.

· Next “free” drop off days at the transfer station will be June 4th and June 18th.  Also on June 18th will be an electronics recycling day at the Hurley Building.
