Legacy-Landmark Trees:  Discussion continued on a definition for “Heritage Trees,” a current term for such trees.  The current draft was presented for discussion.  This designation is intended for public education and recognition only and will hold no legal standing.  City Council action is not necessary or requested.  City trees and trees on private property within the City will be eligible for designation with no expectations for preservation of such trees.  The current draft (#3) was tentatively approved.
	Work then began on a rubric for guiding Heritage Tree designations.  A draft rubric was presented and discussed.  
	Discussion will continue at the next meeting.

 EAB Informational Brochure:  A draft tri-fold brochure was presented for discussion purposes.  Now that the EAB is in Canandaigua, and the City has begun proactively removing ash trees, it is felt that City residents might appreciate more information about this invasive pest.  It could be distributed through the water/sewer bill mailings.
	The revised brochure will be discussed at the next meeting.
	It was noted that Rochester has decided to chemically treat a specified number of ash trees.  The treatment is effective for two to three years however is it a neonicatoid, which harms insects, especially honey bees.
