	Discussion will continue at the next meeting on the designation rubric.  A list has been started of proposed trees.


 EAB Informational Brochure:  A finished, draft tri-fold brochure was reviewed and approved by those present.  John will have it printed and folded.  Ellen will investigate having the local Scouts distribute it as a service project since the water/sewer bills already have inserts for the next six months.


Native Chestnut trees-  Jeff Wolfangeer introduced us to a replanting project of the American Chestnut trees that all succombed to disease years ago.  It’s possible to get nuts and start a copse of trees.  Do we want to pursue this ?  Does the City have a place for such a planting ?  Baker Park- current “forest” or SW corner, Sonnenberg Gardens, VA, School District property,  Miller Park in Town ?


Troublesome Trees-  These are at the cemeteries on West Avenue, and at Telyea Park, and are too big and in the wrong place.  The City does not have the equipment for removals of such large trees in those locations.  Terry Foltz of Wayland will remove them (mostly black walnut).  The City will get lumber but will offset the cost by letting the contractor keep most of the wood.
