The tree has been dropping branches and they fear a major branch breaking off would endanger everyone in her home.  The tree is not on City property so it is up to the Park owner to manage the tree.  Dave Hubble, City Code Enforcement Officer, has contacted the Park owner.  A professional company did some trimming on the tree and issued a report on the condition of the tree.  Dave Hubble has requested a copy of that report and will consult with Stephanie and folllow up.  Dan provided Alisha and Todd with Dave Hubble’s contact information.
