Street Tree plantings:  115 trees have been planted.  About 10 from last year died.

Heritage Trees: Dave is editing the Heritage tree forms to be used online.  Address and picture will be needed with submission of nominations.  We discussed nominations to be open to any/all trees so as to meet the purpose of acknowledging and appreciating the trees in our community.

Memorial Tree: A plaque honoring Melissa Virag will cost $155.  Laura will bring a check to John from the Canandaigua Botanical Society for $100.  Members in attendance made donations for the balance of $55.  Stephanie will manage the plaque and John will manage the funding.

Future Street Reconstruction: 2019 plans include: Bristol Street from Suckerbrook to Pearl; Sand and Antis; possibly Bemis.  The city will put ribbons around any trees planned for removal.  A letter will then go out to surrounding community and then meetings will be held prior to start of actual reconstruction.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Charlotte Street/London Planes:  A question was raised about the effects of possible increased traffic from the expansion at the VA.  Ellen and John explained that the new construction is not expected to create additional traffic in ward 1.  Ellen also noted that all construction vehicles were to be entering and exiting the VA through Bushwood.  Laura did note a cement truck traveling from Fort Hill to Gibson along Charlotte Street at 6:10 pm today.  The VA is supposed to have a protocol in place to handle truck traffic between 6pm and 6 am. Sonnenberg representatives will be invited to the August meeting by John to take a better look at Sonnenberg plans for the old Rockcastle Florist and Army Reserve lots.
	
EAB brochure: Ellen will see about having scouts distribute the brochures to property owners.  John will have 200 EAB brochures printed to start them off.

Volcano Mulching and Right Of Way Parking: A concern was expressed about volcano mulch at the Primary Elementary school but it seems the mulching is more corrective from previous volcano mulching.  Landscapers seem to be the worst offenders.  Wegmans is not likely to change their over mulching practices.  The volcano mulch around the fire hydrant on Gibson Street just east of Saint Mary’s brought a chuckle to many members. Parking off the ROW has improved with City Police enforcement.
