Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on December 6, 2011 and reported the following: 

1. Budget Amendment - Technology Fund

City Manager James reviewed a proposal to purchase software to automate the City's employee time and attendance reporting process.  Proposals from three vendors were considered by a 3-person City-staff team, and the one chosen is a web-based solution offered by Time Clock Plus.  Initial cost is $10,964.61 with future ongoing annual maintenance costs of $1,675.85.  The proposal would be funded entirely from the City's Technology Fund.  The specific proposal is to amend the 2011 Technology Fund Budget by $11,000 to allow the purchase this year and to authorize the City Manager to enter into a contract with Time Clock Plus.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval to amend the budget and authorize a contract.

2. Bid Award - Fire Vehicle 261 Replacement

City Manager James reviewed the results of the bid solicitation process to acquire a new rescue truck to replace the aging Squad 261 vehicle.  Four responsive bids were received ranging from $89,750 to $129,500.  It was recommended that the lowest bid from Jerome Fire Equipment Company be accepted. 

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval to purchase the vehicle from the lowest bidder.

WHEREAS, the BID’s 2012 budget, a summary of which is attached hereto, includes $32,239 in anticipated revenue to be generated by the BID charge;
