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The environmental committee me on July 8th with a light agenda.  The only agenda items were Special Events all of which are on tonight’s agenda for full council vote.
1. Annalise’s Friends 5K – scheduled for Sept. 20th at Baker Park
a. Vote was 3-1 for approval but there was discussion about the City mapping out 3 or 4 5K routes that would be preapproved by the staff.  This would allow event sponsors to choose a route that is pre-measured and preapproved by the City staff saving time and would allow sponsor to know operational expenses ahead of time.  This will be discussed further at future meetings.
2. Highlander Cycle Tour – scheduled for September 6th.  This is a bicycle tour that starts at Bristol Mountain and tours 100 miles of the Finger Lakes.
a. Voted 4-0 for approval.  
b. A rest stop for the tour riders will be at Jefferson Park .  The cyclists will exit the rest stop and cross Main Street at the Bristol St. signalized intersection, travel south on Main Street to Parrish Street in order exit the City.  Tour riders will be advised to obey all traffic laws.
3. Jon Orcutt Research Survey – scheduled for August 8th adjacent to Commons Park.  Jon Orcutt will be surveying the general public for his book.
a. Voted 4-0 for approval
