o Green Vendor Fair (Maria and Chris)—Have decided that one of the Canandaigua 

school buildings might be the best venue. Will call the Middle School to see if the 

gym and cafeteria might be available sometime in late March. Considering music 

and food trucks. 

o Zero Waste Events Guidelines (Lauren and Karen)—No update. Will try to finalize 

guidelines by next meeting. 

o City Building Recycling and Composting (Rob and Dave)—City Council will expect a 

report from CSC at March meeting with plans for making improvements based on 

Impact Earth’s recommendations in Municipal Waste Audit.
