5th Grade Arbor Day Update:  Grace Bonshak won the regional Arbor Day poster contest.  Possible venues for local display of all posters?  Winning 6 from Canandaigua can be framed and displayed in the City Hall building. OCHS – Judi Cermak will check to see if there is an open spot on their calendar, Wood Library – Laura will check for display of 21 submitted posters that we did not send to DEC, ArtSpace 36 – Laura will inquire about the possibility of displaying the posters there.  Laura first needs to get back in touch with DEC about getting posters back to Canandaigua.

Eastern Blvd. review: We reviewed the larger prints that Berna brought.  Several discussions regarding what is planned and suggestions for changes occurred.  Shawn shared the fact that the soil base at the lot might be very dense and in frequent drought which limits success of many native species.  Elizabeth spoke to “corridor” planting which was agreed on by our experts as “minimal impact to surrounding habitats” at this location. Natives are preferred to non-native species, but non-natives may work best (avoiding invasive species from establishing).  Notes from Jim Engel supported the discussion.  Berna will present our review at the Tuesday, March 10th Environmental/Ordinance meeting.  Shawn and David may also attend.

Arbor Day tree planting location: undecided at this time but looking at Tamarack (parking) and Bristol Street (new street construction).  Stephanie will have a location selected by April 1 meeting.

Invite Sarah Reynolds – Laura will send open invitation from TAB gmail account.  Ellen has been working with the town regarding tree plans and will attend their next meeting on March 9th.

Update the Recommended Tree List with an eye toward native trees.  David encourages us to use this as a tool to give to the planning committee for future landscape developments.  Better to share expectations/guidelines prior to landscape design reviews by TAB. Our purpose would be to suggest favorable/native species giving reason for our suggestions (reinforcing existing landscapes in Canandaigua such as Main Street, street trees, Lagoon Park, etc.)

Oak Wilt – Laura shared notice from DEC regarding an established “Oak Wilt Quarantine District in town of Middlesex”.  Stephanie is working to establish oak trees in our Canandaigua urban forest. It is important to prune oak trees while dormant (by March 15) to reduce possibility of oak wilt spread. Shawn gave more information about the spread of oak wilt by nitidulidae beetles.

David requested that we be open to inviting VA grounds keeper to our TAB
