Scotland Road reconstruction:


John Goodwin explained that Chatfield is in the process of redesigning the Scotland Road reconstruction plans to run water lines under the street.  In order for this to happen they need a variance from the county health department.  Sanitary sewer will stay where it is with shoring.  Storm sewer will also stay where it is.  Water lines need to be 10 feet from sanitary and storm sewers – so a 3 foot variance would be needed to accommodate the 7 foot span between water and sewer lines.  Putting water lines in street may add to the cost of the project.  Water lines have been identified with markers already on Scotland Road.

Sidewalk work could be upgraded (replace sidewalks for full length of street on both sides) without excessive disturbance to trees/root systems.  


Once a redesign is complete (with proper variance from health department) Chatfield will pass the plans to Stephanie who will reevaluate the impact of the new design on the existing trees. 


Colin and Stephanie discussed the possibility of horizontal tunneling and directionally drilling under sidewalks - wondering if the cost may have lowered with newer technologies. 


Curbing is still preferred to trenching as the trench (gutter) would cause more disturbances to the existing tree roots.


John did restate that “tree protection measures” have been added to the new design.

Municipal Tree Ordinance:


Torsten has not yet heard back from Michelle (city attorney).  He will be in touch with her via email and will send a copy of our proposed ordinance to Colin.


Torsten did reference Clayton, NY where NY Public Service Commission is considered for grant money to bury utilities for tourism purposes.

Tree inventory – removal list:


Stephanie has a list of proposed tree removals that will be emailed to TAB members this week.  She also rewrote the letter to go to city residence where a tree is slated to be removed adjacent to their property.  The tree removal list is shorter this year due to plans to do city wide “limb lifting” this year.  Colin inquired about resistive Elm trees for replanting and Stephanie confirmed that new Elm trees are planted each year.
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TAB plans for 2015:

We discussed inviting Kevin Fagan of RGE to meet with us again this year.  (Was Bill Mehls the contact for Kevin Fagan?)


Canandaigua City School District is still a prime violator of volcano mulching.  Might we meet directly with Mike McClain?  (Has Berna had any successful contact with him?)


Ellen mentioned future hopes of an environmental community awareness program to cover issues such as herbicides/pesticides, tree mulching, and damage to trees from string trimmers and mowers.  (specific discussion about Kennedy Street tree damage)


Laura mentioned the hopes of discussing possible funding resources with David Hutchings to replenish “missing” London Plane trees on Charlotte Street


Torsten mentioned the informative community email from Tree City USA – Has anyone else received these?
