Wayside plantings at hotel construction site


Many conifers and a red maple were planted by Wayside in the fall of 2015.  They were planted poorly in “shallow graves”.  Members of the Tree Advisory Board are concerned that the cost of these trees will ultimately be placed on the City of Canandaigua. We discussed the permit holder’s responsibility, substantiated complaints, and performance bond for leverage. See photo below.
Municipal Tree Ordinance:  

This went to the ordinance committee and to the City Council last week.  It will be tabled for 30 days and adopted at the meeting on June 2 at 7pm.  Dave plans to attend.

Street Reconstruction updates:  

Still finishing up with top coat, catch basin, and about 50 feet of sidewalk on Scotland Road.

There was a power outage this afternoon resulting from work on Brook and Hubble.  The work is taking longer as there is more bedrock than expected.  The Sealand folks have been quite courteous.  There was a discussion about the wires along Saint Mary’s and could they be buried – safety issues and RGE to afford?  Specific trees to be planted as replacements would need to wait and see what the planting sites look like.

Tree Pruning Workshop:


Canandaigua Botanical Society will help promote the tree pruning workshop at Baker Park on Saturday, June 18th beginning at 10 AM.  Stephanie and Berna will demonstrate proper pruning practices.  This will go towards a Tree City USA Growth Award.  

Landmark Trees / parking on the right of ways: 

 
Vehicles still seen parked on the rights of way over city tree roots.  110 Charlotte Street is still a property of concern among others.  We discussed definitions – legacy trees, landmark trees, areas of arboricultural interest, etc.  Gibson Street (Hopscotch) Park, Charlotte London Planes, Lakefront Park, trees over a century in age, and others were mentioned.  What is the purpose of such areas?  (historical markings, sensitive areas for pruning, protected trees, management).  Members were encouraged to do some research.  Are we redefining what is already being done?

Volcano Mulching:  

Thanks to Berna’s efforts there is success with the Canandaigua City School properties and Ontario County courthouse.  Request for reprints of mulching tri-folds for people to place at homes where volcano mulching is seen.  It seems as if contractors are worst offenders (Wegmans, Raymore & Flannigan).  Over time more mulch is preferred by businesses over “turning and fluffing”.
